V trenutku lahko vrne Mariji njenega brata in spremeni njeno žalovanje v 

presenečenje in brezmejno srečo. Zakaj je zajokal? Vidimo, kako zelo je Jezus 

»eden izmed nas«. »Nimamo namreč velikega duhovnika, ki ne bi mogel 

imeti sočutja z našimi slabostmi, marveč takega, ki je kakor mi preskušan v 

vsem, razen v grehu« (Heb 4,15).

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5TH SUNDAY OF LENT 

Response: 

With the Lord there is steadfast love 
and great power to redeem. 

First Reading Ezekiel 37:12-14 

The Lord promises to open his people’s graves 

and give them his life-giving spirit. 

Second Reading Romans 8:8-11 

The Spirit which raised Jesus from the dead will 

raise our mortal bodies too. 

Gospel John 11:1-45 

Jesus raises Lazarus from the dead and challeng-

es our belief in his resurrection. 

 “I am the resurrection and the life.” 

Illustration 

A few years ago the Canadian Catholic phi-
losopher Charles Taylor wrote a book entitled A 
Secular Age. In it he described some of the char-
acteristics of Western societies which are be-
coming increasingly secular. Once upon a time 
it seemed almost impossible not to believe in 
God but now it is one of several possibilities. He 
said that one of the marks of such a society is a 
difficulty in talking about death: “We very often 
feel awkward at a funeral, don’t know what to 
say to the bereaved and are often tempted to 
avoid the issue if we can.” And what seems to 
be the hardest thing for unbelievers to accept is 
the idea that there is no life after death.  

In today’s world we are increasingly faced 
with death on our televisions and in the news-
papers as they present pictures of people dying 

in famines, in terrorist explosions and in war. 
But all these are at a certain distance from us 
and we can develop a hard shell to protect our-
selves. What is much more difficult to make 
sense of is the death of a loved one, a relation, 
friend or partner. They leave a deep hole in our 
lives when they die and are so significant for us 
that they cry out to live for eternity. We feel 
they should transcend death. 

Gospel Teaching 

Today Jesus talks about death not in cos-
mic apocalyptic events but in close loving rela-
tionships. His dear friends, Martha and Mary, 
inform him about their sick brother Lazarus, 
whom Jesus loves. At first Jesus seems indiffer-
ent and delays going to help but then reassures 
them that the illness will not end in death. And 
yet when the disciples are told Lazarus is only 
sleeping Jesus corrects them and states quite 
starkly, “Lazarus is dead.” What St John now 
shows us in this passage is how a believer can 
come to a deeper faith in the face of death. 

Martha is told her brother will rise again 
and she presumes that this will be on the final 
day. But then Jesus speaks powerful words, 
which we often hear at funerals, “I am the res-
urrection and the life. If anyone believes in me, 
even though he dies he will live.” And then he 
asks Martha, and all us, “Do you believe this?” 
Martha affirms her faith in Jesus as the Christ 
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and Son of God, but when they finally come to the 
grave she seems to falter in her belief that Jesus 
can raise the dead now: “Lord, by now he will 
smell; this is the fourth day.” Even Jesus is moved 
to tears by the grief of those he loves and angry at 
the reality of death in his friend. But then he per-
forms the greatest sign of his ministry as he calls 
Lazarus from the grave. As Lazarus comes out 
bound by the bonds of death, Jesus commands 
them to unbind him. Lazarus is freed from death.  

Application 

The raising of Lazarus is the greatest sign Je-
sus performs but, like the other signs we have seen 
in Lent, the giving of “living water” to a thirsty 
woman and sight to a blind man, it points to the 
greater reality of the resurrection, which we cele-
brate at Easter. Lazarus was raised from the dead 
but he had to die again. He would need again the 
funeral cloths that are cast aside when Jesus rises 
on the third day. At the resurrection Jesus con-
quers death. In baptism we receive the grace of an 
eternal life that cannot be touched by death. In 
that sense we experience eternity now. But death 
as an enemy still remains and we must all finally 
face it, although confident that we shall share in 
the resurrection of our bodies on the last day.  

When we celebrate the funerals of our loved 
ones we need to express in the liturgy both the 
triumph of Christ’s victory but also the sadness of 
the present reality of the loss that death brings. On 
the last day we believe that Christ will come again 
in glory to bring his creation to share fully in his 
resurrection. But what we can witness to in our 
celebration of the sacraments, especially in the 
Eucharist, is that the risen Christ is now present 
among us. And the good news that we can offer to 
a secular world is a faith that our loved ones who 
have died will share in that final eternal victory.
