PROGRESS AND GOOD INCREASE IN MEMBERSHIP

This year we find that fraternalism marches on, up to new heights, and
our Association is in the line of march with a gradual growth that we hope
will be bettered in the final six months of the Victory Campaign.
Using the Fraternal Monitor as a realiable authority, we herewith give
you some of the highlights, in part, published by this champion of fraternalism.
This publication shows “that legal reserve fraternal life insurance  is
marching boldly forward and financially the fraternal system is the strongest
in its history.”
It further states: Fraternalists may well take pride in the financial deve-
lopment of the fraternal system through the past eight, trying years, During
those days when many large concerns fell victims to the economic upheaval
the societies forged steadily ahead in financial grqwth. During 1937 they made
increase of over 30 milion dollars in their combin& assets. The past vear saw
an even greater relative growth, more than 49 milion, when on January 1, 1939,

the total attained was $1,280,937,113. This indeed, is something to
about.”

In the slightly lessened amount of insurance written as compared with
1937, there is at least one consoling thought. The old-line industrial life in-
surance companies also suffered a decided loss. In a comparison of relative
losses of the fraternals and the commercial life insurance companies some in-
teresting and, to us, rather startling facts are deduced, The fraternal benefit
societies” wrote 94 per cent as much business in 1938 as they did in"1937. In
other words, a six per cent loss was sustained. The industrial insurance com-
panies, the chief competitors of the fraternals, wrote only 91 pér cent as much
business in 1938 as they did in 1937, This gives'the fraternals a three per cent
lead. However, what to us appears most unusual, is the fact that combining
the Ordinary life and Industrial business and the percentage figure is the same
as that of the fraternals—94%.

Every one of you should act in that capacity for which a lib-
eral cash commission is paid YOU according to the amount of insurance YOU
write.
