PSORIASIS

Psoriasis is & skin disease charane-
terized by the presemce of silvery-
white, perfectly dry wscales with

overly reddish shining base

The eruption of psoriasis s always
dry and scaly. It begins in ome or
more red points, which gquickly be-
come covered with white, siivery

scales. When the scnles are u'(hl'd!

off by a finger nail, the skin under-
neath begine to bleed.

Peoriasis s veually seen upon the
front surfaces of the arms and legs,
and is especially apt to be noted about
the elbows and knees and scalp. The
chest and back portions of the body
are frequently invelved. The hands
and feet are rarely involved. Mucous
membranes are not infected

Itching thay be absent or slight in
some severe cases, In acute cases,
burning and smarting may be pres-
ent. There are no constitutional dis-
turbances.

Psoriasis occurs somewhat more
frequently in males than in females
and at all ages, but it is most fre-
quently present between the ages of
10 and 30 years. It is usually rare in
infants. It constitutes about two to
three per cont of skin diseases. It i
more frequent in robust than in feeble
and weakened subjects., Constitu-
tional disturbances excite and increase
the sttacks. It is rare in dark skinned
races. In five to six per cent of cases
this discase is hereditary.

Peoriasis s essentially s chronie
disease. It is not & local disorder, but
depends upon & general condition
which repeatedly produces the crup-
tion. Among the recognized and prom-
inent causes of peoriasis are rheuma-
tism and gout, the defective kidney
aimination sccompanying the latter
and digestive disturbances. In the
majority of these cases paoriasis oe-
curs as & result of defective oxida-
tion which fixes defective formation
of uric seld salts. The exact cause
of psoriasis is unknown, It may also
be caused by parasitic infections,
nervousness and by the glands of In-
ternal secretion.

Seasons seem to have some influ-
ence upon the disease, since in spring
and autumn the disease often becomes
more pronounced. The eruption often
disappears in summer and returns in
winter, Relapses are common. It is
not a contagious disease,

The general health of the patient
should have careful attention, partie-
ularly with reference to constipation,
digestive disturbances, antmia, rheu-
matic or gouty tendency. The patient
should avold such depressing influ-

value of low protein diet In widely
recognized. Many patients are con
siderably benefited by & vegetarian
diet. The vegetable diet consists of
orange juice, tomato Juice, prune
julce, apple sauce, baked apples, grape
juice, pineaple Jjuice, apricot sauee,
stewed fruit, fresh sliced fruit, grape-
fruit, apples, berries, cooked figs, mel-
lons, fruit salad, spinach, carrots,

The most recent treatment for pso-
rinsis has been found In the use of
vitamin D, Large doses of vitamin
D, consisting of 300,000 to 400,000
units are given by mouth daily, for a
period of six to twelve weeks, This
treatment must be supervised by
physician, Remarkable results have
been reported.
