30 and 31, 1974 at Milwaukee, Wis. Mrs. Marolt, a mem-
ber of the Midwest Bowling Association, gave a brief re-
sume of the bowling promotions. At this yearly tournament,
bowlers from Chicago, So. Chicago, Joliet, Oglesby, La-
Salle, West Allis, Milwaukee and Sheboygan are expected
to enter. ;

In accordance with the ruling -of the last National
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Convention, the Secretary will arrange fo the printing of
rew By-Laws and distribute them among the branches.
They will include any changes approved at this meeting
as wll as all previous changes made since the last printing
after the convention of 1967.

The Editor read a letter from the printer of Zarja, the
Croatian Franciscan Press, in which an increase of $5.00
per page is asked. The letter stated the reasons being
continuing higher prices for materials and labor which
they have been absorbing in the past years but cannot
any longer. The Board, realizing that the Union will not
fird a more economic means of printing ZARJA at the pre-
sent time, approved payment of the increase as requested,
to take effect with the April, 1974 issue as well as appro-
va! of another projected increase of $5 per page beginning
in 1975. It was the unanimous opinion of the Board that
ZARJA is too important an activity for the Union to change
it in any way and that we are satisfied it is being pu-
blished most economically while maintaining its journalistic
standards.

The Board approved the payment of one month’s
ZARJA costs from the Union's Promotional Fund to lessen
the burden on the Expense Fund for 1974.

The Promotional Fund monies are expected to increase
with the continuing sales of the SWU cookbook. A thorough
report was given by the Secretary as to the standing of
the cookbooks and a written report was read from the
former S.W.U. president, Antonia Turek who is distributing
the books from her home in Cleveland. The expenses from
the last printing are expected to be recovered soon and
any gains will be used for further promotions such as
ZARJA, sports, juvenile activities, awards, ete.

The Board discussed the adviseability of increasing
the yearly scholarship grants to conform with higher liv-
ing costs facing students. Since the Iinception of the
Scholarship Fund, a yearly stipend of $200 per vear has
been given per student. For the year 1974-75, it is re-
commended by the Scholarship Committee to raise it to
$250 per year. On a motion by Mrs. Rosandich and se-
conded by Mrs. Floryan, the Board unanimously approved
this amount, Eventually, the Board is hopeful to help
students on a four year basis since the cost of educa-
tion is steadily rising.

The Board, with lengthy discussion, reviewed the fi-
nancial standing of the Union and its goals, priorities and
chjectives for the future. Since one third of the member.
ship is elderly and over 75 years of age. it is expected
that more and more demand will be put on the treasury
for death claims. Also, operational costs, rise in ZARJA
cost, and various other expenses that are essential for
the sensible conduct of business have all been straining
the budget. The secretary has maintained a very close
accounting of all expenses and will continue to do so,
however, good business operation shows that a greater
contribution must be made to the expense fund so that
disbursements can be paid and more money put into
high interest investments. The Board regretted that the
recommendation for increasing the assessment at the last
convention was not passed, but felt that at this time, the
Union cannot ignore the warning signs and must increase
membership dues. The Adult assessment will therefore be
increased 10c. per month, effective January 1, 1975, Until
then, members will pay the present assessment. After
January 1st, all adult assessment will be 55¢. Class A
and 80c. Class B per month. There is no change In
Juvenile assessment or assessment for members over 75
years of age. The Board also stipulated that Social Mem-
bers will pay 40c. per month straight through the year.
I+ was also felt that with the new assessment, branch
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secretaries will find it easier to make their monthly re-
ports and do their own bookkeeping. The secretary will
prepare a simplified form for branch secretaries to follow
n the future.

It was also the Board's recommendation that new
Social Members will be accepted if they are over the pre-
sent age limitations of 50 years in Class A and 60 years
in Class B; also, that in accordance with the directive in
1961, juvenile members may transfer to the adult clas-
s'fications at age of 14 years.

A new Membership Campaign will be on until Dec.
31st, 1974, and is retroactive from last Jan. 1st. The
Campaign will have as its incentive, the ‘‘rounding out”
of the total number of members in each state or group
of states as we have them in the Union. The membership
tota! of each state or group, will be published along with
the next highest number in multiples of 50 — for example:
Wisconsin with 1060 members as of Dec. 31, 1973 will
strive for the first “rounded out"” number of 1100 mem-
bers and this is their first plateau. After reaching 1100,
they will strive for the second plateau of 1150 members.
At each plateau, the State or group will be awarded a
special prize.

Individual prizes for all workers will also be given
as cash awards according to points:

New Class B member, 1 full point and $1.00 cash
prize;

New Class A member, 1/2 point and 50c. cash prize;

New Juvenile member, 1/4 point and 25c. cash prize.
Ali campaign prizes will be paid from the Union's Promo-
tional Fund, Details will be printed in ZARJA.

A committee will select commemorative pins for of-
ficers with 25 years service and the same committee will
look into the feasibility of purchasing pens with the SW.U.
inscription for branches to buy at cost for their own pro-
motions.

The Secretary was authorized to renew the Union's
membership in the Illinois Fraternal Congress and attend
their yearly meeting.

Mrs. Humar reported on various aspects of the bus.
iness operation in the Home Office. She reviewed some
correspondance from branches and their problems. The
Rnard supgested that branches with long-time members
of 75 vears of ape who find it difficnlt to pay assessment,
that they assume the pavments from their nwn treasuries
nr bv oreanizing some money-making activity,

In her financial resume, the secretary reported that
the corporate taxes assessed lo the Union for 1971 have
been settled and paid as well as legal fees. The state tax
board has also re-adjusted the assessment for 1973
considerably. The taxable investments which the Union
still holds will be phased out as quickly as they mature
without losing any interest. Some changes in the procedure
of filing Insurance Dept. reports were also explained.

State Conventions were announced as follows: Wis-
consin, Sept. 15th at Milwaukee, Br. 12; Minnesota, Sept.
8th at Eveleth, Br. 19; Penna.-N.Y. Oct. 6th at Universal,
Br. 96. lll.-Ind. and Ohio-Michigan have not been an-
nounced,

Correspondance from long-time officers was received
and read. The Board commends these fine officers for
their service and conscientious work. Mrs. Otonicar, has
given up her post as secretary of Zveza's largest branch,
No. 25 in Cleveland. She served 44 years as secretary and
26 years a Supreme Officer. Her successor as secretary
of Br. 25 is Cris Zivoder who has the confidence of all
the members. Mrs. Otonicar brought much fame and dis-
tinction to the Union through her work and tireless efforts.

They are friendly, patient, extremely devoted to Zveza and
aways respectful towards us elders which is remarkable in
these times when it seems that the World belongs only
tc the Youth.

Corinne, whom we often have called ‘‘Zveza's baby".
participated with her mother in hundreds of programs,
bowling tournaments, conventions and hundreds of meet-
ings before and after taking office. She was the mascot
of Marie Prisland Cadets and mother's helper at every na-
ticnal convention, attended all Illinois state conventions
and visited almost all the states where SWU has branches,
She writes: “My greatest joy is knowing so many of our
members and officers with no age barrier. | am "Korinca"
to hundreds of older members and officers — allowing
me the privilege of being almost 'ike a daughter to them".

Corinne was secretary of Branch 50 while living in
Cleveland and is recording secretary of Branch 2 in Chicago
since 1960. For her Branch she organizes their junior's
Christmas program every year and was chairman of the
last national convention held in Chicago At that time she
crganized the first Midwest Debutante Cotillion Ball.

Being the special event's director for the Slovenian-
American Radio Club, publicity chairman for the Heart
cf Chicago Community Council, holding a State of lllinois
Real Estate salesman's license and represents Kollander's
Travel Service in Chicago and co-operates with any other
Slovenian cultural program — she is the busiest person.

Corinne was born in Cleveland. She attended the Co-
lorado University at Boulder, then moved with her mother
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and sister, Gloria, to Chicago in 1952, She married Ludwig
Leskovar on November 19, 1955 at St. Stephen's Church.
Her husband has a Doctor of Jurisprudence Degree from
the University of Ljubljana and has attended the University
of Loycla in Chicago. He has been in the Real Estate
business for 23 years. He organized a Slovenian weekly Ra-
dio Hour 24 years ago — the only one in Chicago. (Since
their marriage Corinne, with her husband, is announcing
an the Slovenian Radio Hour program.) Dr. Leskovar is pre-
sident of the Slovenian American Radio Club, president of
RHeart of Chicago Community Council, and a member of
Chicago's Mayor's Committee on Urban Renewal and the
U. S. Centennial Commitiee. He is also president of St.
Stephen Society No. 1, KSKJ.

Leskovars are the only husband and wife team that
have been named Man of the Year and Woman of the
Year in Chicago community in conseculive years: 1972 and
1973 — so named by Marshail Square Chicago Boys Club.
At the $25.00 a plate dinner, honoring Corinne last year,
proceeds of seven thousand dollars was realized which was
donated to the Boy's Club.

When Corinne’s mother, Mrs. Albina Novak, then the
editor of ZARJA, was elected National Secretary at the
convention in 1952, Corinne was elected to take her
mother's work and became the editor at an early age.
She is holding this ofice for 22 years and is an excellent
ecitor. Two years ago the combined Cleveland Branches
honored her for doing her work so well during the 20
years. She also received the City of Cleveland Proclama-
tion on the same occasion.

We wish Corinne continued success in her many acti-
vities.

Throughout the couniry families at-
tend Easter Services. The Easter fes-
tivities to follow usually include tra-
ditional meals. | recall those special
breakfasts which incuded a platter of
home made sausages, sliced ham and
hard boiled eggs, strips of fresh hor-
seradish (a must), potica, fruit juice,
lots of hot coffee or milk and a cen-
terpiece of beautifully dyed eggs.

Many dishes traditionally served at
Easter have deep-rooted heritages.
Only in foods such as hot cross buns
does the Easter cross show up in
menus. While some families enjoy
ham on this special feast there are
many who serve LEG OF LAMB.

Make this year's Easter meals be me-
morable — simple or fancy. Decora-
tions are no problem. There are al-
ways colored egpgs, cakes baked in the
shapes of a glant Easter egg or a
lamb. Spring floviers or an Easter
Lily are really special.

LEG OF LAMB

Lamb is a tender, flavorful meat
that is best served very hot or chilled,
never lukewarm.

1 whole or nalf leg of lamb
2 garlic cloves

Salt and pepper

Lemon halves

Rosemary or thyme

Cut slits in roast with tip of knife
and insert slivers of garlic. Rub sur-
face with 4 lemon and pat on thyme
or rosemary and season with salt, pep-
per. Place on rack, skin side down, in
shallow roasting pan and roast in 325
degree oven 35 minutes to the pound
or until a meat thermometer inserted
in the thickest part of the leg re-
gisters 180 degrees. (Do not add water
and do not cover). Rub with lemon
several times during cooking. Another
method is to salt and pepper the
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LAMB then melt mint jelly and spread
over roast during last hour of cooking.
Mint jelly served with the meal com-
plements the meat.

WINE VINEGAR SALAD DRESSING

1 % cups of salad oil

1/4 teaspoon garlic powder
Dash of basil
2 teaspoons seasoned salt... or plain
% teaspoon ground black pepper
3 tablesoons light com syrup
(or more if desired).

Combine all ingredients... place in
blender and whirl until ingredients are
well blended or put ingredients into a
jar, cover tightly, and shake well. Chill
several hours. Shake thoroughly be-
fore serving. Makes about 2 4 cups
of dressing.

Note: Ann writes: '"The trick in this
recipe is the corn syrup; it makes the
dressing a little thicker and that sticks
to the greens a little more, Of course,
plain sugar can be used instead —
more or less, depending on the sweet-
ness desired'.

A friend of mine serves this nutri-
tious dish made from leftover Easter
ham and boiled eggs.

BAKED HAM AND EGGS

4 tablespoons butter

4 tablespoons flour

3 teaspoon salt

2 cups milk

# to 1 cup Velveeta Cheese

Paprika, if desired

1 cup dry bread crumbs

1/4 cup melted butter

6 hard cooked eggs, sliced

1 cup cooked ham, cubed

1 small can mushrooms, drained

2 packages frozen asparagus cooked

according to instructions on package.
Boil eggs. Cook asparagus; drain.

Melt butter, blend in flour and salt.

Add milk gradually and cook until

smooth and thickened stirring con-

stantly. Spoon in the Velveeta Cheese

and stir until melted. Add dash of

paprika, if desired, and stir again.

Blend bread crumbs with the melted

butter. Butter a 9 x 13 pan (preferable)

or casserole. Add the following in

layers: buttered crumbs (reserve some

for topping), eggs, ham, mushrooms

and asparagus. Pour sauce over all

and top with buttered crumbs. This

can be all put together the night be-

fore, if desired, then baked the next

day. Bake in 350 degrees preheated
oven for 25 minutes.

One of the top winners in the Wis-
consin State Journal cooking contest
is BUTTERED PECAN TORTE. It is
easy - to - prepare and could be a
yummy finale for the Easter dinner.

BUTTERED PECAN TORTE

60 Ritz crackers, crushed
3 cup butter, melted
Two packages instant coconut cream
pie filling (three and three-fourths
ounces per package)
1 and % cups milk
1 quart butter pecan ice cream,
softened
1 large tub of Cool Whip (9 ounces)
Combine cracker crumbs with the
melted butter. Divide in half and place
half in the bottom of a 9 x 13 inch
pan. Combine the pudding with milk,
beating for about two minutes, then
add the softened ice cream and
spread on the cracker crumbs in pan;
top with the Cool Whip. Top with the
remainder of the cracker crumbs and
melted butter. Must refrigerate eight
to ten hours. (This can be made the
night before). Yield: 15 servings. Re-
cipe can be divided in half, using four
and one.half ounce tub of Ccol 'Whip.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS:

1. To marinate meat, use a conta-
iner (not aluminum, as acid may pit
ity only slightly larger than the meat,
or put the meat and marinade in a
plastic freezer-type bag. Turn the meat
several times. This will cut down the
amount of marinade needed. French
Dressing makes a good marinade.

2. When cutting celery or rhubarb,
place several stalk on board and cut
through all at once.

3. Saule means to brown or cook
in small amount of fat in skillet.

SYSTEMIC LUPUS
ERYTHEMATOSUS

All of us have heard about various
types of diseases as leukemia, mus-
cular dystrophy, multiple scelerosis,
heart, arthritis and tuberculosis. Yet
very few have heard about systemic
lupus erythematosus.

S.L.S. Is an uncommon disease of
connective tissues. It is a complex
condition and is difficult to describe
because the onset is so sly and it mi-
mics a variety of illnesses. The con-
nective tissue of the body is involved
and most of the symptoms stem from
the skin, muscles, joints and the blood
vessels as well as the kidneys, heart
and internal organs.

The skin and joints usually are af-
fected initially. The typical outward
sign is a red eruption over the bridge
of the nose and cheeks shaped like a
butterfly.

When the musculoskeletal system
is affected, arthritic like pains occur
in the ankles, hands, wrist, shoulder
and knees. When kidney involvement
symptoms resemble those of Brights
disease, the heart, lungs, nervous
system, liver and spleen and gastro-
intestinal tract are involved in a small-
er percentage. Enlargement of the
lymph nodes is found in more than
50% of the cases.

The disease usually is diagnosed
through blood test. Blood changes
also suggest a possible cause of ab-
normal immunologic reactions. Mus-
cle biopsy is another diagnostic aid.

Exposure to sunlight may produce
a violent skin reaction, followed by
more generalized symptoms. Many
victims tell of being overly sensitive
to ultraviolet. Other triggering agents
include infections and emotional
stress. Certain medications can cause
a flareup.

Aspirin, bedrest and the steroids
are the best remedies.

A Lupus Erythematosus Society has
been organized. The primary purpose
is to better Inform their members
about the disease, so that they can
better cope with the problems that
may arise in the future, The second
aim is to raise funds for Lupus re-
search.
