V ponedeljek je predsednik ZDA obrazlozil domaéi in
tuji javnosti, kako misli koncati ali vsaj omejiti “amerisko
vojskovanje” v JuZnem Vietnamu. Povedal je, kaj vse je
poskusil doslej za kon&anje vojskovanja, ugotovil, da v raz-
govorih z rde¢imi v Parizu in drugod ni opravil niC ter da
se v glavnem zanasa le na vietnamizacijo vojne.

Predsednik Nixon je spomnil poslusalce na to, kako so
se ZDA vpletle v boj v Vietnamu. Kako je Ze predsednik
Truman spoznal, da ni mogole prepustiti komunisti¢nemu
osvajanju v jugovzhodni Aziji prosto pot. To politiko je
nadaljeval njegov naslednik Eisenhower, ki je pomagal
JuZnemu Vietnamu na noge in podpiral tudi KambodZo in
Laos ter vse druge drZzave v tem delu sveta, ki so v svojem
odporu proti komunisti¢nim osvajalnim naértom iskale po-
mo¢ ZDA.

Oba, Truman in Eisenhower, sta se po skusnji v Ko-
reji ogibala vpleta v novo vojno na azijskem kopnu. Tega
se je drzal tudi predsednik J. F. Kennedy.

Poslal je
tja postopno 18,000 ameriskih vojakov, da bi pomagali do-
madnom organizirati uspeSno obrambo.

Medicare ‘B’ Helping
Most Over 65

Most social security benefi-
ciaries over age 65 now have
medical insurance under part B
of Medicare as reported by
Donald Seatter, District Mana-
ger of the Cleveland east side
social security office at 10613
Euclid Avenue.

Medical insurance will help
pay for a wide range of medical
services, supplies, and equip-
ment provided by physicians or
suppliers. Medicare part B has
a $50 deductible which must be
met each year.

Thus, the first $50 of medical
bills in any year must be sent
to the claims paying offices to
be recorded before a beneficiary
is eligible to be repaid 80% of
the reasonable charge for his
medical bills over and above
the first $50.

In order to avoid a delay in
receiving payment, Mr. Seatter
suggests that persons insured
under Medicare make a claim
for reimbursement as soor as
they have accumulated medical
bills of more than $50. ;

He stated there is no particu-
lar advantage in holding all the
bills until the end of the year.
This creates a backlog of paper
work at the paying office. In
addition, few people can atiord
to wait that long.

Another time saving tip to re-
member when requesting repay-

ment is to be sure that the re-
quest form is properly comple-
ted. It should include the per-
son’s name, address, phone
number, the condition for which
he was treated, and his social
security claim number. The
form should be signed and firm-
ly attached to the bills for
which the person is asking pay-

ment.

A WEAPON AGAINST LEUKEMIA

A special air flow system de-|
vised for industry by the Bell
System has led medical person-
nel at a Houston, Texas, hospi-
tal to believe they've uncovered
a highly effective weapon in
the battle against leukemia.

Two “laminar flow clean-
rooms” installed at the Univer-
sity of Texas-M.D. Anderson
Hospital and Tumor Institute
are providing an environment to
guard leukemia patients against
infection. :

Industry  uses laminar flow
for ,cleanrooms in which tiny
components are housed to be
kept freé from contamination.
The air flow system. has been
adapted by drug manufacturers
and hospitals,

The Houston hospital’s clean-
rooms are cozy, each containing
a single bed and chair as well as
a scattering of entertainment
facilities. At the head of each
bed is a wall of high-eificiency
filters. Air comes through the
filters and is distributed in par-
alle] lines of flow across the
room.

The air then moves up to the
ceiling, passes through return
air ducts — and the entire pro-
cedure is repeated; the move-
ment of air is barely perceptible.

Leukemia destroys an indivi-
dual’s ability to produce the nor-
mal white blood cells that com-
‘bat or prevent infection. Two-

actually are caused by infection,
rather than by the spread of the
disease itself. /

About 50 per cent of leukemia
patients — under norma! room
conditions — are victimized by
infection before they can receive
adequate treatment. The clean-
rooms are no guarantee that a
patient will not contract an in-
fection, but the incidence of in-
fection is reduced.

In 29 clinical trials conducted
at the hospital, 86 per cent of
the acute leukemia patients
treated in the e¢leanrooms sur-
vived, compared to 50 per cent
in the non-protective units. In
fact, 62 per cent of the patients
were able to lead relatively nor-
mal lives after treatment in the
cleanrooms; the standard rate
in non-protective units is 40 per
cent.

The laminar flow cleanrooms
usually are reserved for patients
with leukemia in its acute sta-
ges. The patients are placed in
the rooms for initial treatment
(usually 60 days) until their
bone marrow, weakened by the
disease, returns to normal.
