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Prevent Fires

People of Cleveland! Do you
realize the seriousness of fire
in your homes? Do not let your
daily newspapers scream with
headlines such as there: “Wom-
en and Children Burned To
Death!” or “Families Driven In-
to Zero Weather By Fire In
Their Homes!” Such headlines
c¢an be avoided by eare and cau-
tion practiced in the daily rou-
tine of home life.

Overheated furnaces and de-
fective chimneys go hand in
hand in making a perfect set-
up for a firve,. With the cold
weather at hand, it is only na-
tural that the occupants of any
home will try to be warm and
comfortable. Sometimes draft
or ash-pit doors are left open
to create a draft to start a good
fire. Occasionally the draft is
left open too long or is forgot-
ten entirely. Then trouble
starts.. If paper or other com-
bustible material is too elose to
the overheated furnace or stove,
it may ienite. If woodwork,
such as partitions, joists, or
flooring, is too close to an over-
heated furnace or stove, it will
char and may in time ignite.
