Section 125. Any person who ob-
tains any benefits from the Associa-
tion by fraud or who secures admis:
sion into the Association by any false
warranty or misrepresentation made
with actual intent to deceive or which
materially affects the acceptance of
of the risk and the hazard assumed
or any person who testifies falsely at
any hearing held by a lodge trial
board or the Supreme Judiciary Com-
mittee or any member resorting to suit
against the, Association before exaus-
ting all means within the Association
for the adjustment of claims, shall
upon conviction, be subject to sus-
pension for a period not exceceding
ninety days or may be expelled from
the Association as the Judiciary Tri-
bunals of the Association may decree
providing that a penalty of expulsion
must be approved by the Supreme
Board before becoming effective,

Section 127 A member  expelled
for any of the aforesaid offenses shall
lose all rights and benefits, whatso-
ever, in said Association and his cer-
tificate of membership from the date
of approval of the decision of expul-
sion by the Supreme Board shall be
null and void and of no further force
or effect, except that the benefit cer-
tificate of any member who secures
membership in this Association by
false warranty or misrepresentation
of the character mentioned in the pre-
ceding paragraph shall be null and
void ab initio and the decree of expul-
sion for such cause shall be eficctivc
nunc pro tunc as of the date of such
member’s certificate -of membership.

Section 17p. Every applicant, ex-
cept members transferring from the
Juvenile to the Adult Department and
who do not seek insurance for more
than $500.00 mortuary benefit, shall
be examined by the lodge physician
before being admitted into member-
ship of the lodge and the Association,
At such examination there shall be
present at least one member of the
lodge. Applicants for admission shall
be presented to the lodge into which
admission is sought within 30 days
from date of medical examination.
Section 183. The Western Slavonic
Association shall not admit into mem-
bership, nor shall it permit increases
in death or sick benefits, to any 'per-
son rejected by the Supreme Medical
Director for any cause, whatsoever,
discovered in the examination of the
applicant. Applicants with only one
arm, leg, eye, or, if they are deaf
shall be accepted only, if in the judg-
ment of the Supreme Board, the ap-
plicant is a good risk, and executes a
waiver of all c¢laims for benefits ari-
sing out of or by reason of the disa-
bilities existing at the date of admis-
sion. The Association, however, in
all cases reserves the right to reject
any applicant, without cause.

Section 186, Any member who shall
serve in the military, naval or air
forces ef any nation engaged or here-
after engaging in war shall be insured
only for the mortuary benefits during
the period of such seryice, and shall
not be entitled to any benefits for any
disability or ailment incurred during
the period of such service or resulting
therefrom. Such meémbers shall pay
the mortuary premiums, assessments
and dues, and shall also make such
additional premium payments as may:
be required by the Association and
deemed necessary by reason of the
extra hazard involved. In the event
any member engages in any of the
afforesaid services, without making
such payments as and within the time
required, then the liability under his
certificate, should death occur during
or as a result of participation in such
service, shall be limited to the amount
of the reserve of such certificate less
any indebtness. Upon the return of
the member from such service he shall
be reinstated into the other funds in
which he was insured prior to such
service providing he is in a good state
of health and free from' disability or
ailments.

Section 188, Members joining the
Association and who are also insured
for sick, accident, indemnity and/or
operation  benefits, or any thereof,
shall not be entitled to any of the
aforesaid benefits accruing out of
causes originating prior to the expir-
ation of 90 days from the date of ad-
mission. The foregoing provision 13
applicable to the specific sections con-
tained elsewhere in  these By-Laws
relating to the aforesaid benefits, and
said provision shall be controlling
over any other provision that may be
construed to ‘the contrary and shall
have the same force and effect as if
fully incorporated in such other pro-
visions. The beneficiaries of any such
nmember, however, shall be entitled
to the payment of the mortuary bene-
fits provided in the certificate in the
event the death of the Insured occurs
at any time subsequent to the effec-
tive date of the certificate of such
member.

Section 189. Any member, whether
sane or insane, committing suicide
within two years after admsission in-
to the Association shall ipso facto
lose and forfeit all rights and benefits
under his certificate, and the heirs and,
beneficiaries of such member shall not
be entitled to the payment of any mor-
tuary benefits under such certificate.

Be it further resolved that pursuant
to the aforesaid authority vested it
the Supreme Board that it’be and
hereby is enacted that the sections of
the By-Laws of the Juvenile Depart-
ment of The Western Slavonic As-
sociation hereinafter designated by the
same numbers ds s3id sections are
designated in the By-Laws of the Ju-
venile Der;mmnt be amended to
read as follows, to-wit:

through sickness or accident; to pro-
vide for and to issue certificates of
membership on the endowment plan.

preme Board; to unite fraternally ali
male -and  female persons of Slavic
nationalities and to accept into mem-
bership  pcrsons of the white race
who are able to speak the English
language, providing all such persons
are of -spund- bodily. health and good
moral character, for their social, in-
tellectual and moral welfare and to
provide death, funcral, sick, accident,
disability and other benefits for such
members and their beneficiaries; to
encourage, foster and develop the Ju-
venile Department of said Associa-
tion and to accept into membership
in said Department juveniles whe are
of legally insurable age under the laws
of the State wherein they reside, sub-
