Poskus slovensko in hrvasko narodno
manjdino &im preje poitalijanéiti je vzbujal v Sloveniji in
na Hrvaskem stalno sovraZno, razpoloZenje proti Italiji,
poskus utrditi laski vpliv v Albaniji in delno v Crni gori
ter podpora PaveliCevim ustaSem sta vznemirjala Beo-
grad. Stojadinoviev poskus izboljati odnose z Mussoli-
nijem na narodno razpoloZenje ni bistveno vplival, to je
otalo Italiji sovrazno.

Borba za meje je ustvarila med Beogradom in Rimom
napetost tudi ob koncu druge svetovne vojne, K njenemu
povelanju je prispevala svoj deleZz tudi razlika v reZimu
v obeh deZelah, naslonitev Italije na Zahod, povezava Ju-
goslavije s komunisti¢énim vzhodom.

Ta sporazum je postopno odprl pot zbolj$anju medse-
bojnih odnosajev. Napetost je izginila, ko je Rim spoznal,
da Beograd ne mara posebno odlo¢no braniti pravice slo-
venske narodne manjSine v Italiji, in ko so v Beogradu vi-
deli, da nova ltalija vsaj trenutno nima na Balkanu osvo-
jevalnih nadrtov. Jugoslavija in Italija sta zaceli nadrtno
krepiti svoje gospodarske in kulturne vezi. Medsebojna
trgovina raste iz leta v leto, nekdaj trdno zastraZene meje
so se delno odprle vsaj za prebivalstvo obmejnega pasu.
Bolj odprta meja je omogocila boljSe poznavanje razmer
r:a obeh straneh meje in s tem tudi razumevanje med ljud-
mi.

Antonio Segni je prvi italijanski zunanji minister, ki
je po koncani drugi svetovni vojni odSel na uradni obisk
v Jugoslavijo. V Beogradu so ga sprejeli skoro prijatelj-
sko. Casopisje obeh drZav se je na Siroko razpisalo o obi-
sku in njegovem pomenu za nadaljni razvoj medsebojnih
prijateljskih odnosov. , :

Zunanja ministra Italije in Jugoslavije' sta tekom tri-
dnevnega obiska obravnavala mednarodna vprasanja od
reforme ZdruZenih narodov, ki jo zahteva Sovjetija, do
razoroZitve in konference nevtralcev, ki je sklicana za 21.

. Neko¢ je veliko ljudi podleglo
kuZnim boleznim in tudi umrlji-
vost dojenckov je bila visja. Z
razvojem civilizacije so bile te
bolezni v glavnem odpravljene;
ljudje dosegajo vedno visjo sta-
rostno dobo. Statistike dokazu-
jejo, da doseze prebivalstvo raz-
vitih dezel 10 do 20 let viSjo sta-
rost kot ljudje z bolj ali manj
zaostalih podro¢ij. Kot primer
lahko navedemo podatke v letih
1938-1948.

Tedaj je znasala povprecéna
zivljenjska doba na Svedskem
67 let pri moskih in 70 let pri
zenskah, na Danskem 66 in 63,
na Nizozemskem 69 in 72, v ZDA
62 in 66, v Franciji 63 in 68, v
Avstriji 55 in 59, v Indiji pa le
30 let. Iste statistike vedo pove-
dati, da je obolelost med nena-
prednimi ljudstvi veliko manjsa
kot pri naprednih. V Londonu so
na primer leta 1926 pregledali
Stevilne ljudi razliénih poklicev
in starosti; izid je bil: zdravih je
bilo 14% moskih in enako Stevilo
Zensk,

Strokovnjakom sodobnega
zdravilstva v glavnem Se ni u-
spelo ozdraviti dolgotrajnih
(kroni¢nih) bolezni, kot so rak,
obolenja sreca, ozilja in krvnega
obtoka; Zal te bolezni napadajo
vedno ve¢ ljudi, Ob zacetku sto-
letja so po veliki veéini le sta-
dejsi ljudje umirali zaradi raka,
dandanes pa spravlja v glavnem
prav ta bolezen v grob otroke
med tremi in Stirinajstimi leti.
