150 Attend Formal Reception
at the SNH’s Diemer Mansion

n Cleveland, the weather
Iforecasters were calling

for heavy snows on Fri-
day evening, March 5. This
ominous prediction did not
detour approximately 150
persons, some dressed in
formal attire, from coming
to view the newly-renovated
Diemer Mansion located at
6409 St. Clair Avenue, di-
rectly behind the Slovenian
National Home.

Included among those
admiring the stately land-
mark were Cleveland Aux-
iliary Bishop A. Edward
Pevec, and Rev. Joseph P.
BozZnar, pastor of St. Vitus
church, in whose vicinity the
mansion is located. The re-
ception was hosted by the
entire Board of Directors
and Friends of the Slovenian
National Home. Ellen Lun-
der is President of the
“Friends.”

Many historic pictures of
various events held at the
Slovenian National Home
and of clubs and lodges
headquartered there, were on
display  throughout the
building. Visitors could not
help but noticing framed
pictures of Bishop Frederic
Baraga, and Senator Frank J.
Lausche in the main hallway
facing the stairs to the sec-
ond floor. Senator Lausche’s
mother, Frances, was one of
the first members of the
Hall’s Board.

In a later ceremony,
James V. Debevec, president
of The Frances and Jane S.
Lausche Foundation, in
memory of Senator Lausche
and his mother, Frances,
presented the Slovenian Na-
tional Home with a grant in
the amount of $20,000 to-
ward the restoration project.

The Diemer residence
was built some 125 years
ago and has become a part of
the Slovenian  National
Home complex. Found to be
in dire need of restoration,
friends of the Slovenian Na-
tional Home spent the last
three months shoring up the
ceiling, repairing, plastering,
painting and decorating the
stately building.

During the weekend of
March 5 to the 7th, the
Slovenian National Home
was observing its 75t anni-
versary, and the Diemer
Open House kicked off the
celebration.

There were hors
d’oeuvres tables set up on
the right and left side of the
main and second floors. Fred
Zwich Orchestra entertained
in the second floor ballroom.
SNH President Bob Hopkins
and his wife, Gerri (SNH
Secretary), said the various
mansion rooms were ready
for rentals for small parties,
and perhaps in the future,
some of the space could be
used for bed and breakfast

overnight stays. The charm-
ing and historic structure is
sure to be a hit with the
yuppy and X generations.

The basement of the
Diemer Mansion is called
the “Clubroom” and is the
location of the Friday Lenten
Fish-Fries.

Although the mansion is
not visible from St. Clair, it
is the first building seen as
you exit the parking lot be-
hind the SNH between E. 65
(Addison Rd.) and E. 64th
Sts.

In a pamphlet handed out
to guests, the history of the
Diemer Mansion is ex-
plained. The source of in-
formation is from Allan Di-
emer, son of the last owner -
Mr. Allan Diemer Sr., and
Mrs. Alma Dyas, daughter
of Mr. Allan Diemer Sr., and
Mrs. C.P. Diemer. The arti-
cle states:

“The mansion was built
by Peter Diemer, who was
the first to start an artificial
ice company, later taken
over by the City Ice Com-
pany. Allan Diemer Sr.
owned a wholesale winery
on the corner of St. Clair
Avenue and Diemer Street,
today called Addison Road.
With the help of Mr. Allan
Diemer Jr. and Mrs. Dyas,
born a Diemer, they were
able to identify parts of the
Diemer’s Mansion.

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Jim’s Journal

Last week I saw the
memoriam to Major John A.
Petric in the American
Home newspaper. John was
killed in Vietnam, leaving a
wife and very young family
behind. There was a wonder-
ful story about him by Tom
Brazaitis in Sunday’s Plain
Dealer on the first page of
Section D.

I remember John well.
We used to serve the 9 a.m.
Mass on Sundays at St.
Mary’s Church in Collin-
wood.

One year | was working
at a Summer Carnival at St.
Mary’s when Johnny came
by and told me he was going
to make the U.S. Army his
career. | was somewhat sur-
prised. John was a whole-
some, gentle man with a fine
sense of humor. | asked him
why he wanted to make the
military his career. He said
he thought he could do some
good for his country.

In the newspaper article
John Petric Jr. asked people
what his father was really
like. I’1l tell you the truth.
He was a GENUINE
REALLY NICE GUY! He
was a happy person and had
that rare ability to convey
that happiness to others.

A few years ago Made-
line and I went to the Viet-
nam Memorial Wall in
Washington, DC. We looked
up John’s name on the wall
and found it. We cried for
him that day; we cried for
him reading Sunday’s arti-
cle; and we mourn for him
often.

This country would have
been better off if John were
here today to cheer us all up,
and urge us to do the right
thing. Why God chose to
call him, [ have no logical
explanation.

John’s father was a bar-
ber on E. 185th St. He called
himself John the Clip. Just
about everyone went there.
Every priest from miles
around came to Petric’s Bar-
ber Shop for a haircut. He

never charged the priests a
dime. He did so many good
deeds, one year the Cleve-
land Press named him the
Santa Claus of the year.

And the politicians came,
too. They would discuss the
events of the neighborhood
and the city with the barber
and his customers. The place
was a grass roots forum. To
get a haircut took over an
hour. Ten minutes for the
cut, and 50 minutes for the
conversation. The knowl-
edge gained was free.

To this very day you can
see John and Mary Petric in
church at St. Mary’s on
Holmes Ave. A few weeks
ago they were at the Catholic
Mission Aid dinner in St.
Vitus auditorium. They are
still giving of themselves for
others.

from all over the world.
Many of you Slovenian
Catholics in North and South
America participated in
these celebrations. This was
truly Bishop Slomsek’s year.
He has even taken part in the
Second Vatican Council
through his writings, many
of which were already em-
phasizing a century ago, the
importance of working and
praying for the reunions of
the Orthodox Churches with

the Holy Catholic Church. In
fact his efforts in this regard
received favorable com-
ments in the “Osseratore
Romano” in the June 24 is-
sue of this year.

Your special interest in
Bishop Slomsek’s Cause,
which is of vital concern to
every Slovenian Catholic,
gives me the courage to ask
a very special favor of you.
You surely realize that a
process of beatification and
canonization involves a great
deal of expense. It requires
the services of a number of
specialized persons who de-
serve to be paid for their
work. We Catholics in
Slovenia will do whatever is
in our power, but it will be
impossible for us to cover
the entire cost. We must
therefore count on your
well-known generosity and
self-sacrifice.

I would recommend that
this financial assistance be
sought in an organized
fashion. The Slovenian
Catholics in North and South
America could each have
their own special commit-
tees. The membership could
come from the various
Slovenian Catholic societies.
These two groups could then
promote, in their own
spheres of activity, the of-
fering of prayers for Bishop
Slomsek’s beatification, the
building up of confidence in

his intercession, the gather-
ing of information on the
favors granted, and the col-
lection of contributions to
defray the expense of the
proceedings in Rome.

I trust that my request
will not go unheeded and
that all of us Slovenes will
join together in this project,
both on the spiritual and on
the temporal levels. By
working together we shall be
strengthening the ground-
work on which the very ex-
istence of our Slovenian na-
tion depends. That was the
objective of Bishop Slomsek
himself, for he continuously
kept repeating to his people:
“May our holy faith be the
light, and our mother tongue
the key to the development
of our true national culture.”

As successor to Bishop
Slomsek here in Maribor, I
send all of you my very best
wishes for good health and
my blessing. I likewise ex-
tend to you the Season’s
greetings. May the Christ-
mas Season and the New
Year be filled with God’s
graces and blessings.

Dated at Rome, this 4th
day of December, 1962.

EDITOR’S NOTE: This
article was written 37 years
ago. It was reprinted in the
American Home these last
six months to enable readers
to be informed about the life
of Slovenian Anton Martin
Slomsek, Bishop of Maribor.
He will be beatified on Sep-
tember 19 of this year in
Maribor by Pope John Paul
II. Anton Martin Slomsek
will eventually become
Slovenia’s first officially
declared saint.

“There are two fireplaces
on the first floor still well
preserved, one in the parlor
and the other in the living
room.

“On your right as you
entered the front doors is the
blue room. This was the
living room and behind it
was the master bedroom.
Behind the master bedroom
was the bathroom. Upstairs

over the living room was a
ballroom for dances and
parties. The rooms over the
parlor and dining room were
bedrooms. In the back un-
finished rooms were bed-
rooms for the servants, a
sewing room where women
made their own clothes.
“The mansion was built
around 1875. The architec-
tural style is late Victorian
with some elements of the
American Colonial Style
such as the big central hall
and the stairway. The last
event to be held in the Die-
mer Mansion before it was
sold in 1918, was the wed-
ding of Mrs. Alma Diemer
Dyas. The wedding in 1918
was attended by 200 guests.”
The Diemer Mansion is a
fundamental part of the rich
history of the prestigious
Slovenian National Home.

In Europe’s nursery of
nations, Slovenia is a wun-
derkind. While Slovakia
(with which Slovenia is of-
ten confused) continues to
struggle five years after
leaving Czechoslovakia,
Slovenia succeeds.

Small nations have big
complexes. Forever inse-
cure, they seek legitimacy
abroad in international bod-
ies (Slovenia is now a mem-
ber of the Security Council);
at home, they affect sophis-
tication and worldliness.

Some capitals are po-
seurs, but not Ljubljana. It
has been around too long
and done too much to put on
airs. Independence has con-
firmed what it always was:
the bona fide seat of the
Slovenians (a homogeneous
people of two million), a
cockpit of culture, a station
of commerce, a place with a
past. It is a past of artistic,
scientific and commercial
achievement, Slovenians
hasten to remind you, that is
divorced from the wasting
rivalries of the Balkans,
from which they are geo-
graphically and psychologi-
cally distinct.

In fact, while its erstwhile
compatriots were killing one
another in Bosnia, Slovenia

hunkered down and remade
itself. “We’re a stoic peo-
ple,” said Polonca Skodic,
an irreverent observer. “We
take things as they come and

we get on with it. After in-
dependence there wasn’t
euphoria, just realism.”

Ms. Skodic compares
Slovenia to Switzerland. The
people are industrious and
hard-working. They also
have little sense of humor
and a suspicion of for-
eigners, even as they appear
surprisingly cosmopolitan.

Consider, for example,
the city’s social calendar. In
November, it played host to
a film festival; an interna-
tional book fair following
the annual one in Germany
(Frankfurt after Frankfurt);
expositions on hairstyles and
fashion; a furniture fair; and
a conference on information
technology, which seems
natural in a city in which one
firm alone sells 30 comput-
ers a day.

For a city of 330,000,
Ljubljana is remarkably en-
dowed. It has two sympho-
nies, three art academies and
seven theaters. The National
Gallery exhibits national
painters. The Opera House
offers opera and ballet. The
aptly named Cankar Hall - a
horrendous example of the
School of Brutalism - is the
city’s main cultural center,
entertaining visiting troupes.

Through the city’s cob-
bled streets, the sense of en-
ergy and creativity was
striking. Bistros of marble,
glass and wood, which look
to New York. Cafes offering
gateaux and strudel, which
look to Paris and Vienna.

Fast-food restaurants serving
hamburgers, which look to
the pockets of chain-
smoking youths, who want
to be Americans.

Along the deep banks of
the Ljubljanica river, knitted
with ornamental bridges,
entrepreneurs are restoring
crumbling Hapsburg villas
and filling shops with crys-
tals and skis. A nation of
farmers has become a nation
of artisans and traders, fuel-
ing economic growth of 4%
a year.

All this seems to be un-
folding naturally, as if it has
always been this way in
Slovenia. In a sense, it has.
The truth is that for this am-
bitious people, success isn’t
new and size doesn’t matter
- as the world will learn
when it discovers Ljubljana.

I bought an international
phone card from another
distributor, which was good
in Europe. But when I used
it from the hotel in Spain,
the hotel charged me an ad-
ditional $10 for making the
call.

We were unsuccessful in
using the phone card at out-
side phone booths in France
and Italy. In most European
countries you need to buy a
phone card that is good in
those  particular  phone
booths. Usually you can pur-
chase a phone card from a
nearby store.

It was so much of a has-
sle to make calls, that my
daughter ended up calling
her family from our cruise
ship at a cost of $9 a minute.

Question: | have heard
that airlines are keeping
costs down by not providing
as many meals and snacks
on flights as in the past. How
can [ tell if there is going to
be more than a beverage
service on my next flight?

Answer: Simply call
your travel agency and have
one of the agents check the
computer for you.

Iz zivljenja Zupnije sv. Gregorija Velikega v Hamiltonu

Pri koreninah Baragovega misijonskega dela

nekaterih pri¢evanjih naj bi
zivelo v Hamiltonu v tride-
setih letih ze 40 ali 50 slo-
venskih druzin, kar je bilo
priblizno dvesto ljudi.

Pomladitev in  osvezitev
slovenske skupnosti v Ha-
iltonu in okolici je prinesel
val politicnih priseljencev po
drugi svetovni vojni (v letih
od 1946 do 1952. Po letu
1955 je prihajalo vse vec
ekonomskih priseljencev. Ti
ljudje so vecinoma pobegnili
od doma, a ne zaradi poli-
ticnega prepricanja, ampak
predvsem v Zzelji, da si za-
gotovijo bolj§i kos kruha.
Kanada je takrat Se imela
odprta vrata zanje. Zelezar-
ska in jeklarska industrija,
ki je dozivljala skokovit raz-
voj, je ponujala prosta de-
lovha mesta in dober zaslu-
zek.

Dusnopastirska oskrba Slo-
vencev v tem delu Ontaria
sega v cas pred drugo sve-
tovno vojno. K Slovencem
je prihajal p. Bernard Am-
brozi¢. Leta 1934 je prvic
priSel iz Lemonta med ha-
miltonske Slovence na poti,
ko je obiskoval nastajajoce
slovenske skupnosti po On-
tariu in Quebecu. V Vine-
landu, kjer je zivela najbolj
strnjena  skupnost, so se
sreCevali redno, obéasno pa
jih je zbiral tudi v Hamilto-
nu. Do leta 1946 je na ta
nacin skrbel zanje.

Vedno vedje Stevilo nasih
ljudi je spodbudilo slovenske
lazariste iz Toronta, da so
zateli redno prihajati sem.
Sprva je prihajal Jakob Ko-
lari¢, nato 3¢ JoZe Casl in
od leta 1952 tudi Janez
Kopa¢ ter Tone Zrnec. V
teh letih je deloval v Ha-
miltonu  hrvaski  duhovnik
Stefan Sprajc, ki je dobro
obvladal slovens¢ino in zato
oskrboval tudi naSe rojake.

Za zgodovino verne slo-
venske skupnosti v mestu je
pomemben prihod lazarista
Andreja Prebila. Leta 1959
je sklical vse naSe ljudi na
pogovor in tam predlozil
zamisel, da ustanovijo samo-
stojno slovensko Zupnijo. Bi-
li so za. Tedanji hamilton-
ski Skof Ryan je zato usta-
novil samostojen slovenski
misijon z namenom, da se
iz tega razvije samostojna
Zupnija.

Ker slovenski lazaristi ta-
krat niso imeli dovolj duho-
vnikov, da bi lahko vodili
hamiltonsko skupnost, je mi-
sijonar  Prebil objavil v
Ameriski domovini leta 1960
pismo s povabilom duhovni-
kom, naj se kdo javi za de-
lo med rojaki v Ontariu.

Na njegovo pismo se je

KANADSKA DOMOVINA
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po prigovarjanju msgr. Ma-
tija Skrbea javil dr. Lojze
Tomc iz Clevelanda, ki se
je sicer namenil delovat v
Argentino. V Hamilton je
prispel 7. avgusta 1960. Z
veliko vnemo in sposobnost-
mi je zastavil delo za slo-
vensko Zupnijo.

Rojaki so se sprva pri
cerkvi sv. Ane kakor dotlej.
Ze za veliko no¢ naslednje
leto so nasi ljudje ustanovili
gradbeni odbor za zidavo
svoje cerkve. Enajstega mar-
ca 1962 so za zavetnika bo-
doce Zupnije dolocili enega
najve¢jih papezev, sv. Gre-
gorija Velikega, ki je bil
krstni zavetnik tri leta pred
tem umrlega Skofa begunca
Gregorija Rozmana.

Obenem s prizadevanji za
slovensko Zupnijo so rojaki
trdo delali tudi za druge
dejavnosti:  organizirali so
slovensko $olo, razliéna dru-
Stva in organizacije, ki so
krepila mo¢ slovenske skup-
nosti. Ta je postala takoj
upostevana in spoStovana v
mestu.

Ko je Zupnik Tomec Kkupil
zemljis¢e za slovensko Zup-
nijjo v Hamiltonu, se je
zdelo, da ni izbral najboljse-
ga. Takrat je bilo daleg,
pravzaprav Ze zunaj mesta,
a se je pozneje (3¢ bolj pa
danes) izkazalo za zelo mo-
dro izbiro, ¢eprav nadi ljud-
je takrat niso tega razumeli
in so celo godrnjali. Zupnik
Tome, ki je imel dobre iz-
kudnje iz ZdruZenih drzav,
je vedel, da se bo mesto
§irilo in da je za ameridke
(oz. kanadske) razmere izje-
mnega pomena dostop z av-
tomobili in parkiriice.

Danes ima slovenska Zup-
nijska cerkev skupaj s cer-
kvenim srediS¢em izjemno
ugodno lego. Mesto, ki se
Se vedno Siri, jo je Ze zda-
vnej vkljucilo kot sestavni
del. Blizu je avtocesta,

predvsem pa je velika moz-
nost parkiranja. V bliZini so
trgovska sredis¢a in druge
delavnice, kar vsemu daje
$e dodaten pomen.

‘ 7 avgustu 1964 so zaleli
zidati prvo cerkev z

dvorano. Tri mesece pozne-
je, 29. novembra pa je bila
tudi uradno ustanovljena Zu-
pnija sv. Gregorija Velikega.

Prva zgradba je imela
dve nadstropji: zgoraj je bi-
la druzabna dvorana za pet-
sto ljudi, spodaj pa cerkev.

Do sedemdesetih let ,e
Stevilo naSih rojakov v Fi-
miltonu mo¢no poraslo. Vse
ve¢ je bilo razlicnih dejav-
nosti, zupnik Tomc ni zmo-
gel vsega. Obrnil se je na
slovenske salezijance, ki so
leta 1970 prevzeli v oskrbo -
to Zupnijo.

Sem je iz Trsta priSel
Ivan Dobrsek, danes staro-
sta duhovnikov. Med njego-
vim delovanjem je napredo-
vala slovenska Sola, predv-
sem pa tudi razlicne dejav-
nosti z mladimi in pevski
zbori.

Naslednje leto mu je pri-
Sel v pomo¢ dr. Stanko Te-
glar, ki je tu ostal vse do
smrti leta 1994. Leta 1975
je priSel v pastoralno po-
mo¢ 3e njegov brat Karel
Ceglar, ki se je z veliko
vnemo lotil organizacije tis-
tega, kar danes Ze na zunaj
predstavlja veliko Zivljenjsko
mo¢  slovenske skupnosti v
Hamiltonu: zidave nove cer-
kve in Zupnis¢a, uresniéil pa
s¢ je tudi njegov naért za
gradnjo doma za ostarele.

Leta 1978 je Karel Ce-
glar postal Zupnik. Na getr-
to velikonoéno nedeljo 1980
S0 se Zupljani sv. Gregorija
odlo¢ili za zidavo nove cer-
kve in Zupnii¢a, saj je bila
dotedanja cerkev z dvorano
premajhna za vse dejavnosti
Zupnije in drustev, ki so se

tod zbirala. V zaletku tega
leta je priSel v Zupnijo za
kaplana Franc Slobodnik, ki
danes vodi Zupnijo.

Leto 1982 je zaznamovala
zidava nove cerkve in Zup-
nis¢a. Zrasla sta kakor maj-
hen c¢udeé¢ v pol leta: S.
decembra 1982 je bila cer-
kev posvefena. Ker niso
imeli dovolj gmotnih sred-
stev, so zvonik, ta slovenski
simbol bozjega hrama, odlo-
zili za poznejSe case.

A niso prav dolgo zdrzali.
Leta 1993, leto dni pred
praznovanjem treh desetletij
Zupnije, je slovenska cerkev
v Hamiltonu dobila $e za-
dnji, najlepsi zunanji pecat:
zvonik, od koder zvonovi
tako kakor v domacem kra-
ju klicejo naSe rojake v
Ontariu k molitvi.

Danasnji utrip slovenske
Zupnije zaznamuje delo Zup-
nika Franca Slobodnika in
njegovega predhodnika, zdaj
duhovnega pomocnika Ivana
Dobrska. Pred letom in pol
jima je bil v pomoé¢ kaplan
Stefan Kriznik (tu je bil v
leti od 1991 do 1997), ki je
zdaj prevzel nove obveznosti
v domovini.

Zupnik  Slobodnik  skrbi
tudi za tri druge slovenske
skupnosti v bliZini: Kitche-
ner, St. Catharines in Lon-
don. Ob Stevilnih dusnopa-
stirskih obveznostih se pose-
bej rad posveca pevskim
zborom in drugim glasbenim
dejavnostim. Dejaven je tudi
v 8irSi slovenski skupnosti v
Kanadi v razliénih organiza-
cijah, saj uziva s svojo mo-
dro in preudarno besedo
med Slovenci velik ugled.

Podobno tudi upokojeni
Zupnik Dobersek, ki je prav
ob koncu leta 1998 prejel
posebno kulturno nagrado
slovenske Zupnijske hranilni-
ce in posojilnice (ta je lan-
sko leto praznovala 20-letni-
co, odkar ima svoje urade
tudi v Hamiltonu). Gospod
Ivan Dobersek ima Ze 87
let, a tega skorajda ni opa-
ziti. Se vedno vozi avtomo-
bil, obiskuje bolne in osta-
rele, prinaSa tolazbo v slo-
venske domove, predvsem
pa s svojim zgledom zbuja
veselije in upanje vsem, ki
ga srecajo.

Ze 28 let je navzod v
hamiltonski slovenski Zupniji.
Znan je kot Clovek, ki se
Zivo zanima za potrebe ljudi
in jim pomaga. Takega se
spominjajo vsi, ki so sl
skozi begunska taborii¢a v
Avstriji in Italiji ali pa so
ga sreCevali v salezijanskem
zavodu na Opé¢inah pri Tr-
stu. Po prihodu v Hamilton
je posebej veliko storil na
kulturnem podrodju; vodil je
Zupnijsko Solo, reziral igre
in vodil pevske zbore.

v Hamiltonu 400 druzin;
po priblizno dvesto jih je
$¢ v vseh treh krajih, ka-
mor redno meseéno hodi
Zzupnik Franc. Veliko posa-
meznikov in organizacij u-
stvarja Zivljenjski utrip. Cer-
kveni odbor je Zze od zale-
