Baseball Hotes

Dave Hoskins, Cleveland's Indi-
ans’ right handed pitching rookie,
is a modest young man whose only
extravagance is his fondness for
expensive alligator shoes. Aware
that it's rather difficult to purchase
high priced shoes on a minor lea-
gue salary, Hoskins has set his
sights on a permanent berth with
the Tribe and his two fine per-
formances in the past week would
make it appear that in his second
full season as a pitcher in organ-
ized baseball, the 27-year-old hurl-
er may become a valuable mem-
ber of Cleveland’s strong mound
staff. :

After shutting out the New York
Yankees in a five inning relief
stint on May 5, Hoskins blanked St.
Louis for three innings last Sunday
and hit a homer with two on to
help his mates overcome a three
run deficit in the 8th inning. Man-
ager Al Lopez has indicated that
he plans to use Hoskins in relief
roles for the present and the new-
comer may be Cleveland’s best
right-handed reliefer since Satchell
Paige who recommended Hoskins
for a ftrial to General Manager
Hank Greenberg in 1949.

Greenberg . signed Hoskins as an
outfielder altho he was aware that
Hoskins had done a little pitching.
Dave had hit .393 for Grand Rap-
ids in the Class A Central League
in 1948 but was released and spent
the following season with the Cle-
veland Buckeyes of the Negro
American League where he con-
tinued to hit well.

Cleveland assigned Hoskins to its
Dayton Club in 1950 and there
Hoskins batted .318 until he was
heaned by a pitched ball. It was
while he was lying in the hospi-
tal that Hoskins decided to try his
hand at pitching. However, it was
not until midsummer of 1951 that
he was given an opportunity to
pitch as Bill Norman, then his man-
ager at Wilkes-Barre, had high re-
gard for his battling prowess.

Hoskins won five and lost one for
Wilkes-Barre and at Clevéland’s
farm club training base at Daytona
Beach in spring of 1952. Greenberg
and Farm Club Director Mike Mec-
Nally advised Hoskins to devote
himself solely to pitching and as-
signed him to the Dallas Club of
the Texas League.

ORK BEGINS ON EXTEN-

SION OF MUTUAL SECUR-

‘Poet Simon Jenko and
Kis Gontemporaries

By E. A. KOVACIC

In 1854, a group of Slovenian
students started to publish their
own hand}vritten paper “Vaje”.
Some of them became later poets,
writers, and public workers. The
first place among them had the
poet Simon Jenko, one of the great-
est Slovenian poets of the 19th
century.

Poet Simon Jenko (1835-1869)
born in the village Podrece near
the town of Kranj in Slovenia, stu-
cieel in Novo mesto, Ljubljana and
Vienna and became a lawyer.
a poet, he contributed poetry to
the paper “Novice” and the maga-
zine “Slovenski Glasnik”. In 1864,
he published ‘a collection of po-
etry.

Jenko’s early poems were devot-
ed to the cause of the Slovenian
awakening. Many of his poems
were reflected by his pessimism,
for he saw in the Slovenian and
Slavic history a decline since King
Samo, whom he admired. In Vi-
enna, Jenko became - acquainted
with the contemporary German li-
terature, especially with the poet-
ry of Heinrich Heine. Heine's sen-
timental and satyric poetry im-
pressed Jenko very much and in-
fluenced the building of his vers-
es.

Jenko’s poetry belonged to the
best collections of ' Slovenian po-
etfy. The leading tune of his po-
etry was sentimental, while his ero-
tic poetry resembled the nationai
peems in melody and expression.

Jenko was the author of the po-
em “Naprej, zastava Slave” (For-
ward, flag of the Slavs), which be-
came the marseillaise of the young
generation and the Slovenian na-
tional anthem.

Beside poetry, Jenko wrote also
prosa. Among his.prosaic works,
his most important short stories
were ¢Spomini,” “Tilka,” and “Je-
prski ucditelj” (The teacher of Je-

preca). In his prosa, Jenko liked
Romantic stories and interesting
personalities.

The second most important mem-
ber of the society “Vajevei”, which
received their name after the hand-
written paper “Vaje”, was Fran Er-
javee (1834-1887), ~ a native of
Ljubljana and later professor of
natural science in Zagreb in Cro-
atia and in Gorica in Slovenia. In
his work, Erjavec described nature.
He had a sharp eye for the life in
nature and described it with a
skill of a classical writer. He trans-
foﬁrmed biology into interesting li-
terary form putting it in wit and
humor. In 1864, Erjavec publish-

Beside a number of po-
litical essays, he was the author of
the short stories “Ura bije, cloveka
pa ni” (The clock strikes, but no-
body is there) and “MasScCevanje
usode” (Revenge of destiny), in
which he took the Polish uprising
of 1830 as a background. Later, he
devoted himself to politics and be-
came famous as a public speaker.

At the Vienna University, also
the later famous novelist Janez
Mencinger (1838-1912) joined the
