THE TECHNIQUE OF
TERROR
Investigations and Arrests

Immediately following the
German troops, innumerable
units of the Gestapo would
come into the land and prompt-
ly begin to arrest leading per-
sonages, workers and peasants.
With them they brought a pre-
pared list of the names of per-
sons who were to be arrested.
The arrests were made at stud-
ied intervals, wave after wave,
in order to make them most ef-
fective. After each wave,” the
inhabitants would wonder in
horror who would be next and
when.

Even the outward picture of
a Gestapo member excites fear:
black boots, black riding
breeches, black military blouse,
black cravat with cravat-pin
that has the swastika sign in
a circle, on the head a helmet
designed in black with the
swastika at the side.

Investigations and arrests
often occur in the middle of the
night. Eyewitnesses tell how at
dead of night an automobile
would come gpeeding down the
street and stop in front of a
house. Then, amidst loud knocks
on the door with the butts of -
guns, a gruff veice would shout:
“Oeffnen! Polizei!” (Open! The
police!).

Likewise in waves, investiga-
tions and arrests were made by
the Italians. But while the Ger- .
mans give their prisoners an
immediate hearing, a specialty
of the Italian police procedure
is to keep prisoners locked up
for months before giving them
a hearing.

In all occupied Slovenia, the
regular prisons were insufficient
to quarter all the persons that
were arrested by the occupation
authorities, They were thus ob-
liged to remodel public build-
ings, schools and so on, and con-
vert them into prisons.

Supplies Ordered by
Relief Fund

Arrangements for the early
shipment of special food and
medical supplies to Yugoslav
prisoners of war, valued in all
at $236,975, have been made by
the United Yugoslav Relief
Fund, which is sponsored by
the American Friends of Yugo-
slavia, Inec.,, with National
Headquarters at 11 West 57th
Street, New York. This an-
nouncement was made yester-
day by Thomas J. Watson, Na-
| tional Chairman of the current
‘campaign of the United Yugo-
slav Relief Fund, for a mini-
mum goal of §2,000,000,

Mr. Watson explained that
an initial appropriation for
this immediate consignment
had been made by the Board of
Directors of + the American
Friends of Yugoslavia, at a
meeting held in his office. He
isaid that the American Red
| Cross had already secured some
' of the supplies and would soon
|have the remainder in hand
|and ready for shipment. All
| supplies, he added, will be rout-
'ed through Geneva and distri-
buted under strict Internation-
al Red Cross supervision thru
jan -established - system which
enemy authorities recognize
and which both the American
and British Red Cross declare
to be safe and satisfactory.

Mr. Watson said that addi-
tional orders for Yugoslav war
| prisoners will be placed as soon
as necegsary funds are in sight,
and the United Yugoslav Re-
lief Fund has also made an ap-
propriation for medical sup-
plies which, according to the
International Red Cross, can
be &safely distributed to hos-
pitals and clinics within Yu-
goslavia where they benefit
children primarily.

Mr. Watson added that these
supplies had been made pos-
sible to a large extent by in-
dividual contributions made to
the United Yugoslay Relief
Fund in New York and by al-
locations from War Chest cam-
paigns throughtout the United
States. The United Yugoslav
Relief Fund, Mr. Watson said,
will be a participant ageney in
the newly-organized "National
War Fund, and will ultimately
receive its funds from that
source. Meanwhile, by agree-
ment with the National War
Fund, it is continuing to seek
direct allocations from War
Chests and other groups hav-
ing funds in hand for war re-
lief purposes.
