“The Yugoslav coup: d’etat
was a spontaneous demonstra-
tion by the whole Yugoslav peo-
ple that they would rather have
war and suicide than sign up
with Hitler,” Mr. Maitland
gaid. “Outside foreign encour-
agement had nothing to do with
it, though naturally if the Bat-
tle of Britain had gone the same
as the Battle of France, it
would have been another story.

“Fantastic Deeds of Yugeslav
Heroism”

“The Simovitch Government
had a hopeless task. In the ten
days before Hitler attacked it
could not possibly purge the
whole army and General Staff
of fifth-columnists. Even so,
when the war came, the Yugo-
slav troops fought wonderfully

' on the few occasions that they

had the chance to meet . -the
enemy. Their recapture of Skop-
1je, after its fall on April 7, is
proved by the failure of the
German High Command to
claim the city till ‘April 11, In
between the two dates there was
fought the glorious Battle of
the Rachanik Gorges when Yu-
goslavs, comparatively speaking
unarmed, held the German
mechanized columns at bay for
several days on end, and inflict-
ed fearful losses. This magnifi-
cent fight has never been prop-
erly chronicled. There were
many fantastic deeds of hero-|
ism as when a band of Yugoslav
airforee pilots, their planes de-
stroyed, went back on their own
to blow up the Gragujevac ar-
senal.

“The Croats as a nation never
deserted the Serbs and still be-
lieve in the recovery of a Yugo-
slav state, if possible to be
joined with Bulgaria as well.

Slavs United in Fight
Against Hitler

* As dispatches from Moscow
in the American press have al-
ready reported, a congress of
all Slav nations was held in the
capital of the Soviet Union re-
‘cently, which issued a stirring
call for a united front of Slavs
against the Hitler tyranny. The
Yugoslavs were represented at
the congress by Ivan Regent, a
Slovene; Juro Salaj, a Croat,
and Prof. Bozidar Maslaric, a
Serb.

In view of the important role
that Russia is bound to play in
the post-war period since she is
the first power that is able to
]r,esist the Nazi hordes and dc-
tually threatened to demolish
Hitler’s powerful war machine,
the Moscow  all-Slav congress
gains added significance.

The call issued by the Mos-
cow conference points out that
Hitlerism particularly hates the
Slavic peoples, and then con-
tinues:

“Nazism treacherously
schemes to seize our ancient
Slav lands—turn them over to
German barons and landlords
and to Italian and Hungarian
gentry—and to make Slavs for-
ever serfs. Nazism doesn’t hesi-
tate at the physical etxermina-
tion of the Slavs. Hitler and his
clique speak openly of the need
to ‘exterminate masses of
Slavs. This bloodthirsty scheme
is being carried out with unpar-
alleled cruelty.”

The call describes how Czech-
oslovakia was partitioned and
despoiled and that the Nazis
have exterminated up to now
almost three million Poles.

“Tn the Austrian towns Graz
and Wolfberg, Hitler has estab-
lished slave markets where Po-
lish peasants and workers are
sold at auction to German land-
lords and industrialists,” con-
tinues the cal land then goes on:

Dr. Goricar was in Belgrade
on April 6, when the Germans
ifvaded Yugoslavia with the
terrific aerial bombardment of
that city in which tens of thou-
sands of civilians were killed.
Mrs. Goricar was wounded on
the left hand during the attack.
The couple traveled thru Hun-
gary, Germany, Switzerland,
France and Spain before arriv-
ing, after manw hardships, in
Lisbon, Portugal.

The reported reign of terror
inflicted by the Nazis upon the
people of Yugoslavia is no exag-
geration, said dr. Goricar in his
first interview in New York.
The conditions in all parts of
the conquered land are simply
terrible, he stated.

“This no doubt is the greatest
catastrophe in the history of the
Yugoslav nation,” said Dr. Gri-
car. “Germans and Italians have
robbed the people of all foed
and also took their stock away.
The day following the occupa-
tion there was already hunger
among the populace.

“The Germans evidently,

planned to occupy all Balkan
countries before the harvest be-
gan., As soon gs the wheat was
ripe, our peasants had to har-
vest the fields and after the
threshing was over, the Ger-

mans came and took the grain|

away. Our people are doomed to
starvation and hunger so that
their conquerors may live. Such
food as buckwheat, corn, pota-
toes and turnips was also re-
quisitioned and carted away.
Winter will soon be here and our
people won't have anything te
put in their mouth.”
