PATERSON, N.J. — Vsak na-
rod za Zelezno zaveso ima kake-
ga Skofa, ki je trpel preganja-
nje in se je odlikoval po svojem
odporu do brezboinega komu-
nizma. Slovenci imamo Skofa
dr. RoZmana, Hrvatje kardinala
Stepinca, Madzari kardinala
Mindszentyja, Ukrajinci kardi-
nala Slipyja in Cehi kardinala
Trochto. Mednarodno niso vsi
enako znani. Najbolj poznan je
kardinal Mindszenty, najmanj
pa ma$ Skof Rozman. Tik pred
njega bi postavil ceskega kardi-
nala dr. Stefana Trochto, ki je
6. aprila umr]l v LitomeZicah na
Moravskem.

Pokojnik je med slovenskimi
salezijanci zelo dobro znan. Ko
je Studiral bogoslovje v Rimu,
se je v zacetku in mna koncu
Solskega leta vedno oglasil na
Rakovniku v Ljubljani, da je
obiskal svoje rojake, ki so bill
tam v bogoslovju.

Pred wvojsko je bil ravnatelj
salezijanskega zavoda v Pragi.
Ko so Nemci zasedli Ceskoslo-
vasko, so ga zaprli in poslali v
taboris¢e Mathausen,-kjer. je kar
¢udeézno usel smrti. Bil je do-
cela izérpan, da so ga imeli zZe
za mrtvega in ga nalozili na to-
vornjak z mrlici, ki so jih pe-
ljali v krematorij. Bog mu je
dal Se toliko moci, da se je po-
lozaja zavedel in mogel s tistega
transporta pobegniti. Prepeljali
so ga,v Dachau, kjer je docakal
konec vojne.

Leta 1947 je bil imenovan za
Skofa v LitomeZicah. Ker pa ni
hotel trobiti v komunisti¢ni rog,
50 ga komunisti leta 1953 zaprli
in 23. julija 1954 obsodili na 25
let jeée. Pomilostitev je odklo-
nil, ¢e ne pomilostijo tudi vseh
duhovnikov, ki so bili obsojeni
z njim, Cesar pa niso hoteli, Po-
zneje so mu jeco spremenili V
konfinacijo. Sluzil si je kruh kot
kljucavnicar, ni pa smel oprav-
ljati nobenih verskih opravil.
Ko je neko nedeljo Sel k masi
in pristopil k sv. obhajilu, ga je
Zupnik spoznal in v zadregi po-
stal ves rde¢ od ginjenosti, da
so ljudje zadrego zapazili. Tudi
oni so Skofa spoznali in ga po-
tem pred cerkvijo 'spostljivo ob-
krozili in pozdravljali. To je bi-
lo dovolj, da je moral nazaj V
jeco za leto ali kaj.

Dubé¢ekova “praska pomlad”
mu je pomogla, da se je leta
1968 vrmil v svojo Skofijo in o-
stal na svojem mestu tudi Se, ko
so Rusi zasedli Ceskoslovasko.

Papez Pavel VI. ga je Ze na
konsistoriju leta 1969 imenoval
za kardinala, pa samo tajno —
in pectore, kot temu pravimo.
Tega imenovanja takrat ni obja-
vil zaradi slabih odnosov s ko-
munisticno vlado na Ceskoslo-
vaskem, Sele lanskega leta je tO
storil.

Zdaj se je kardinal Trochta
pridruzil nasemu $kofu dr. Roz-
manu, kardinalu Stepincu in
stotisoem drugih, ki so pod ko-
munizmom trpeli, da skupaj Z
njimi uziva pladilo za svojo ne-
omajno zvestobo do sv. katoli-

CHICKEN VILLAGERS RUN A-FOUL

Some months ago, an article
entitled “Kurje Vas” (Chicken
Village) appeared in the pages
of American Home. In writing
about the early history of this
unique area near Lake Erie at
East 55th Street, I had included
all the available research infor-
mation.

Since that time, however,
while foraging through ancient
manuscripts, I have uncovered
a most interesting account, dat-
ing back to 1786, describing the
accidental landing of merchant
seamen on the Chicken Village
tract. This was probably the
first colony of settlers, other
than Indian natives, in our area.
It is the only known chronicle
of early settlers in the St. Clair-
Kurje Vas locality, being a part
of the Northwest Territories
many years prior to Ohio’s state-
hood. We therefore are present-
ing this historical sketch, which
we hope you will find most en-
grossing.

Late in the autumn of 1786,
two schooners of the Ndrthwes-
tern Fur Company, the “Beav-
er’” and the “Mackinaw” were
coming up Lake Erie on their
way to Detroit. It was snowing
fast when they arrived, late in
the afternoon, in the vicinity of

So far as we can judge from
the vague accounts which haveé
come down to us, they didn’t
lose a life, The captain and
crew of the “Mackinaw” were
not aware of the wreck of the

way to Detroit.

This was the last trip of the
season, and the lake would soon

his men did not think it advis-
able to attempt escaping until
spring. They accordingly built
a cabin on the bank of the lake,
opposite the wrecked ship, and
prepared to winter there.
There were three small brass
field-pieces (canocns) on the

pany’s vessels, which frequent-
ly had to visit regions which

The small cannons were taken
ashore, greased, plugged up,

buried on the shore between the
wreck and the cabin, =

From Captain Thorn’s subse-
quent statements it appears
there was an Indian-trader by
the name of Williams at the
mouth of Rocky River, from
whom he bought provisions
when the stock from the vessel
ran low,

Captain Thorn and his crew
remained on the shore front
throughout the winter. (Writ-
er's Note: These hardy first
settlers most assuredly used a
nearby brook, later to be known
as Curtis and also -Giddings
Brook. Its origin was from a
spring in what today is the E.-
Tlst-Euclid vicinity, and it flow-
ed briskly to Lake Erie near E.
35th.)

However, after a stormy win-
ter, the captain and his crew
lett the area with the arrlval of
spring.

According to documented
manuscripts. Captain Thorn liv-
ed to be a hundred years old,
when he passed away in 1859.
He had made many {friends
with the early settlers of Cleve-
land and apparently his unfor-
tunate shipwreck and subse-
quent winter’s habitation in the
Kurje Vas locale had endeared
him to the once rugged terrain.

DENNIS ECKART BLASTS UTILITY RATE SYSTEM

Dennis E. Eckart, candidate
for State Representative in Dis-
trict 18, reiterated his call for
legislative involvement in the
public utility rate determining
process.

Eckart, citing the recent rate
hikes given to both the Illumi-
nating Company and the Bell
System, charged that the con-
sumers who stand the most to
lose by these rate hikes were
not involved in the rate deter-
mining process.

“It is tragic that the rate pay-
ing public has no input to the
Public Utilities Commission in
Columbus when the “big bro-
ther” public utilities come with
their outstretched hands.”

“Instead of regulating the.

public utilities it is obvious that

the Commission is controlled by .

the industry. This situation of
where the tail wags the dog
must come to a stop.”

Eckart proposes several mea-
sures which would once again
bring the control of the industry
back to the people of the State
of Ohio.

First: The establishment of
strict guidelines by the State
Legislature for the determina-
tion of rate levels for the public
utilities, Included in this would
be the requirement of open-
public hearings with the oppor-
tunity for both sides to be heard.

“The time for the back room
determination of our -electric
bills must come to a stop.”

Second: A second level for
appeal from the Commission’s
decision must be worked into
the system, and if necessary
such appeal should be made to
a committee of the State Legis-
lature to override any unwar-
ranted increases which the Pub-
lic Utilities Commission awards.

“As the elected representa- .

tive from the people of the
18th District I would see it as
my duty to fight against any
further blank checks being a-
warded to the public utilities
without adequate showing that

these increases were justified.”
