Each year approximately 350,
000 persons die of heart attack
before they reach a hospital.

Many thousands ' of these
might have been saved if the
victim “ had heeded the symp-
toms.  The local Heart Associa-
tion urges you to learn the early
warning signs of heart attack
for your own protection and for
the protection of those around
you.:

Pain may, be the most promi-
nent symptom of heart attack.
This pain is usually in the cen-
ter of the chest behind the
breastbone, and it may radiate
to the arm, neck or jaw.

Act quxckly if you ‘suspect a
person is haying a heart attack.
Call a doctor immediately. Do
not hesitate, even if the patient
is reluctant to have you call the'
doctor. (The coronary. patient
often resists getting aid, says
the Heart Association. The de-
cision to seek help should not
be left to him alone.

When describing symptoms to
the doctor, give avery clue as to
what the pain is like, where it is
located and to what areas it
spreads and whether it comes
and goes. Also tell the doctor
what the person was doing when
the pain first occurred.

The doctor will probably tell
you to bring the patient direct-
ly to the hospital, but he may
