Important Horseshoe Pitching Rules

PITCHING DISTANCE . . . The pitching distance shall be forty
(40) feet between stakes.

PITCHER’'S BOX . . . The pitcher’s box shall be six (6) feet
square, with stake in the exact center.

OFFICIAL SHOE . . . No horseshoe shall exceed the following
dimensions: seven and one-half (7%) inches in length; seven (7)
inches in width; heel and toe calks more than one and one-
sixteenth (1 1-16) inches and two and one-half (2%2) pounds 1n
weight.

PLAYING REGULATIONS No player, while his
opponent is in position of pitching, shall make any remark or
utter any sounds within the hearing of the opponent, nor make
any movement that does or might interfere with the opponent’s
playing. The penalty in such cases—Both shoes of the offender
shall be declared foul in the inning complained of.

No player shall walk to the oposite stake or be informed
of the position of shoes prior to the completion of an inning.

., No player shall touch own or opponent’s shoe or shoes
" until the winner of points has been agreed upon by the players
or decssion rendered by the referee.

FOUL SHOES . . . When shoe is pitched from beyond box
foul line limits, or if shoe strikes outside the opposite pitching
box, it is declared a foul shoe. A foul shoe may be removed from
oposite pitcher’'s box at request of opponent.

- SCORING . .. A regulation game shall consist of fifty (50)
points in all contests where a national title is involved.
| When the shoe encircles the stake, so that both heel calks
clear the stake, it is declared a ringer
- . A shoe must be within six (6) inches of the stake to score.
. All equals count as a tie and no points are scored in such
cases.

A leaning shoe has no value over one touching the stake.
