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July 4": America’s Birthday

Independence Day is the
national holiday of the
United States of America
commemorating the signing
of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence by the Continental
Congress on July 4, 1776, in
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania.

At the time of the signing
the US consisted of 13 colo-
nies under the rule of Eng-
land’s King George III
There was growing unrest in
the colonies concerning the
taxes that had to be paid to
England. This was com-
Mmonly referred to as
“Taxation without Repre-
Sentation” as the colonists
did not have any representa-
tion in the English Parlia-
ment,

As the unrest grew in the
Colonies, King George sent
€Xtra troops to help control
any rebellion. In 1774 the 13
Colonies sent delegates to
Philadelphia to form the First
Continental Congress.

The delegates were un-
happy with England, but
Were not yet ready to declare
War,

In April, 1775 as the
King’s troops advanced on
Concord, Massachusetts Paul
Revere sounded the alarm
that “The British are com-
Ing” as he rode his horse
through the late night streets.
The battle of Concord and its
“shot heard ‘round the

world” marked the unofficial
beginning of the colonies
war for Independence.

The following May, the
colonies again sent delegates
to the Second Continental
Congress. For almost a year
the congress tried to work
out its differences with Eng-
land, again without formally
declaring war.

By June, 1776 their ef-
forts had become hopeless
and a committee was formed
to compose a formal decla-
ration of independence.
Headed by Thomas Jeffer-
son, the committee included
John  Adams, Benjamin
Franklin, Philip Livingston
and Roger Sherman.

Thomas Jefferson was
chosen to write the first draft
which was presented to the
congress on June 28. After
various changes, a vote was
taken late in the afternoon of
July 4. Of the 13 colonies,
9 voted in favor of the Dec-
laration, 2 (Pennsylvania and
South Carolina) voted no,
Delaware was undecided,
and New York abstained.

To make it official John
Hancock, President of the
Continental Congress, signed
the Declaration of Independ-
ence. It is said that he signed
his name “with a great
flourish” so “King George
can read it without his spec-
tacles.”

The following day copies
of the Declaration were dis-
tributed. The first newspaper
to print the Declaration was
the Pennsylvania Evening
Post on July 6, 1776.

On July 8" the Declara-
tion had its first public
reading in Philadelphia’s
Independence Square. Twice
that day the Declaration was
read to cheering crowds and
pealing church bells. Even
the bell in Independence Hall
was rung. The “Province
Bell’ would later be renamed
“Liberty Bell” after its in-
scription, “Proclaim Liberty

Throughout All the Land
Unto All the Inhabitants
Thereof.”

Although the signing of
the Declaration was not
completed until August, the
4™ of July has been accepted
as the official anniversary of
the United States Independ-
ence.

The first Independence
Day celebration took place
the following year - July 4,
1777. By the early 1800s, the
tradition of parades, picnics,
and fireworks were estab-
lished as the way to celebrate
America’s  birthday. Al-
though fireworks have been
banned in most places be-
cause of their danger, most
towns and cities usually have
big fireworks displays for all
to see and enjoy.

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Drnovsek reflects on Independence

Speech given by Dr.
Janez Drnovsek, President of
the Republic of Slovenia, at
the celebration honoring Na-
tional Day of the Republic of
Slovenia, in Ljubljana, on
June 25.

Citizens of Slovenia,

We have gathered here
today to celebrate our coun-
try’s 13" birthday. It is an
opportunity for us to remem-
ber its birth and to reflect on
its future. Times of war and
danger are drifting into his-
tory. Nevertheless, the con-
sequences of the disintegra-
tion of our former state are
still visible in our vicinity.

The horrors of war in the
former Yugoslavia have not
been forgotten in our erst-
while brotherly republics.
Peace is still kept by inter-
national forces, some of the
crisis areas still remain rest-
less. Houses have not been
rebuilt, many refugees have
not yet returned to their
homesteads. The quality of
our lives was once compara-
ble. Now the differences are
huge.

We in Slovenia live much
better lives. Our state is more
solid and safe. We are mem-
bers of the European Union
and NATO, and in just a few
months we will be taking
over the presidency of the
Organization for Security
and Cooperation in Europe.
Our path from independence
to present day offers a great
deal of interest and praise. In
earnest, the world describes
Slovenia as a success story.

Still, we are not com-
pletely satisfied. We want
more. Our expectations were
great, too great perhaps. It is
difficult to meet them all.
The world around us is de-
manding and often ruthless.
Just as life itself. Neverthe-

less, if we take a realistic
stance and look around, then
we ‘can be satisfied with
what has been achieved.

- We won our independ-
ence through considered ac-
tion in complicated circum-

-stances. We made the right

moves at the right time, The
resolve to defend ourselves
militarily combined with
sensitive diplomacy deliv-
ered the right result. We
were able to leave the disin-
tegrated state without major
turbulence and gain recogni-
tion from the world. The
plebiscite, the 10-day war,
the Brioni Accords, the ne-
gotiations and finally the
withdrawal of the federal
army were the foundation of
our historic decision.
Following our military
and diplomatic success, our
young state was faced with
new chailenges. The econ-
omy was the first of them.
Numerous companies, in-
cluding large ones, went

bankrupt because of the
ruptured lifetime with the
former state. Many workers
lost their jobs. Not much
could be done to help, and
this harsh fact made life in
our new state bitter for
many. We rapidly sought out
new markets, especially in
Europe. We quickly estab-
lished new growth, keeping
it above European levels for
a whole decade. Unemploy-
ment has been reduced con-
siderably and is now lower
than in Europe. We are well
aware, however, that those
who are on the losing end of
these statistics and who can-
not find a job providing for a
decent living, see no real
consolation.

Today, as members of the
European Union, we are
seeking a new economic
boost and new business. En-
couraging initiative and en-
terprise is the right path
leading to even faster devel-
opment. The state should
provide the best possible
influx of European incen-
tives and support measures
for our economy, as well as
the best possible link be-
tween education, business
and science.

The birth of our new state
coincided with the break-
down of socialism on a
global scale. Along with
greater efficiency, the transi-
tion to a new free market
system also brought greater
social differences. These
differences are unavoidable.
They must not be excessive,
though. We share our lives,
we meet daily, and it would
be difficult to look one an-
other in the eye if some were
to have it all and others
wouldn’t’ be able to make
ends meet through honest
work. That is why one of our
country’s fundamental ob-
jectives must be to offer
every citizen a chance to
make a decent living. In the
long run only a system ac-
cepted as equitable by the
people can survive. We must
find a way of being success-
ful and competitive without
forgetting fundamental hu-
man values.

The Slovenian Constitu-
tion states that we are a wel-
fare state. The disabled, the
ill, the elderly as well as our
children are all deserving of
our particular attention. We
have striven to provide for
them through our legislation,
but that legislation must be
continuously tested in prac-
tice in order to live up to its
purpose. Still, laws cannot
regulate everything and that
is why relations between
people themselves are so
very important. We have
every opportunity of im-
proving them even further,
making our country kinder.

There are also people

whom the state’s support
fails to reach. Their distress
is great and we should strive
to help them in any way pos-
sible. Our civil servants must
be more than just mere
clerks. They must be human
in the first place. An engaged
attitude, one that is not indif-
ferent to the distress of oth-

_ers, can achieve a great deal.

Let us also develop non-
governmental forms of wel-
fare and charity, doing good
for ourselves and others.

Honored citizens, we are
proud of having succeeded
in establishing our own state
13 years ago. Breaking
points and wars are often
accompanied by  great
atrocities. Even the greatest
of nations remember the hor-
rors inflicted on them or by
them. We were fortunate to
have achieved independence
with few victims, and little
direct destruction. Still, it is
with regret that”we remem-
ber every single victim on
either side. We achieved our
independence in an orderly
and lawful manner. We
regulated the status of the
vast majority of people from
other republics, although not
all, and mistakes were made;
unwillingly, I am sure.

Last year our Constitu-
tional Court ruled that those
errors must be rectified, a
ruling that perhaps fired up
our politics and our public a
little too much. There is no
reason for us to harbor fears
from the past. Slovenia alone
managed to escape the hor-
rors of Yugoslavia disinte-
gration unscathed. Others
suffered greatly. We can be

just and generous. If an in- -

justice was committed, we
must make it right. No one
will grow rich from that. No
one is going to lose any-
thing, Our future will be a
kinder one.

The Second World War is
far behind us, too. Slovenian
partisans  helped liberate
Slovenia and Europe. Their
merits are undisputed and
eternal. Post-war killings still
inject confusion into our re-
lations today, though. Why
not recognize that summary
executions were a dark stain
on our history? Why
shouldn’t reconciliation
among Slevenians be possi-
ble 60 years later, when all
other great opponents in the
war have done so? :

Let us make peace with
history and set our sights for
the future. Our young people
are on their way there al-
ready, making big steps. We
are now a member of the
European Union; we have
attached our destiny to that
of other European nations.
We are facing a great chal-
lenge. We must prove our-
selves in Europe.

We must show that wc
are capable of connecting

our efforts with others, with
those who are different. We
must show that we are open
to new ideas, to break-
throughs, that we can find
our way around a difficult
situation. Our fellow Slove-
nians around the world have
demonstrated just that, - time
and again. They were suc-
cessful. We and our young
people can do the same.
Ladies and Gentlemen,
Europe is here. It is not
completed yet. Our contri-
bution will count, too. Next
year the challenge of the
European Constitutional
Treaty awaits.

Ft. Lauderdale Receives Award
for Clean and Healthy Beaches

WASHINGTON, DC -
The Clean Beaches Council
on Friday released its annual
list of beaches which have
been officially certified as
clean, healthy and environ-
mentally well managed. The
announcement was made as
families and beach-lovers
around the country prepare
to flock to the beach for the
July 4™ weekend, the biggest
beach-going weekend of the
year.

“The summer travel sea-
son is expected to be
stronger than it has been in
years according to the Travel
Industry  Association  of
America, and beaches are
one of the most popular des-
tinations,” stated Walter
McLeod, President of the
Clear Beaches Council.
“Even though millions of
Americans spend time at
beaches, there is still no easy
way to determine which are
clean and well managed. Our
program is the only one of
its kind that helps vacation-
ers select beaches that don’t
pose a serious health risk and
are also managed to protect
the environment and beach
wildlife.”

The Clean Beaches
Council presented Greater
Fort Lauderdale, Florida

with the organization’s first
annual “Best Beach Man-
agement Project award. Fort
Lauderdale is launching two
pilot projects that will test
replenishing the area’s ero-
sion-prone shoreline with
“sand” made from ground-up
recycled glass bottles. (Glass
and sand are composed of
similar materials.)

“This beach management
project represents the kind of
innovative, outside-the-box
thinking that we need to as-
sure the sustainability of our
beaches,” stated McLeod.

He said, “Certainly there
1s still a great deal of re-
search to be done, particu-
larly on the impacts of glass-
generated sand on wildlife.
But these two experiments
offer an opportunity to find a
cost-effective, environmen-
tally solution to the wide-
spread erosion that most of
the nation’s beaches are now
experiencing. Rather than
having to mine the ocean for
sand to replace eroded areas,
we can use what is recycled
right in our back yards. The
solution may be a win-win.”

Rop says ‘You’re
Fired’ to Rupel

LJUBLJANA, 24. June —
Slovenian Prime Minister
Anton Rop has proposed that
the Parliament relieve For-
eign Minister Dimitrij Rupel
of his duties. Rop told the
press Thursday that the main
reason was a lack of trust
between them. As a replace-
ment minister he nominated
Ivo Vajgl, Slovenia’s ambas-
sador to Germany, (Vajgl
had served at one time as
Slovenian Consul in Cleve-
land and is known to many
in the Greater Cleveland
area.)

Commie Era

In a reference to the
Communist Party, Foreign
Minister Dimitrij Rupel has
labeled the proposal on his
dismissal as “party retribu-
tion and party expulsion,
which means we are going
back to old times.”

Pilot Lands in Russia

The Russian air force or-
dered Slovenian adventurer
Matevz Lenarcic, who is
flying around the world in an
ultra-light plane, to land in
the Far East for violating the
Russian airspace. Lenarcic
told Radio Slovenia, the
measure followed after he
lost contact with the Russian
flight control.

Sonja soon adapted to her
new homeland and contrib-
uted to whatever was needed
at St. Lawrence. She still
sings in that excellent St.
Lawrence Church Choir
headed by Claudette Burke,
and is ever smiling just as
her late husband.

They raised four wonder-
ful children who brought
them nine grandchildren and
two great-grandchildren.

vidual from my short stay at
U.S. Steel, Newburgh
Works. He worked with Iggy
Tekancic, Vencel Tekaucic,
Uncles Joe Barle and Marty
Planicek, Daddy Kramer, my
father, Frank L. Snyder, Vic
Klune, Florian Cesar, Louie
Grden and other Slovenians
from the neighborhood.

In the waning days of one
particular operator of a cen-
ter-less grinder machine,
Louie Simoncic ran that ma-
chine forever, it seemed.
When he reached age 65, he
could not retire because no
one else was available to
replace him. Various work-
ers were put under his
tutelage with no apparent
success.

Charlie Mlakar, however,
was patient enough to learn
all of the idiosyncrasies of
the set-up and operation. He
proved that nobody was
really indispensable, al-
though he will also be diffi-
cult to replace. He also held
a second moonlight job with
Bearing Bronze and Casting,
across the street from his
home on East 82™ Street.

To my knowledge, he did
not drive until the early 60s
as he walked to work on
Jones Road and to his church
and his other job.

When John Keglovich,
the long time janitor at St.

Lawrence, passed away,
Charlie .stepped forward to
help with the maintenance of
the complex. He was a jack-
of-all-trades that kept many a
house in the neighborhood
from stopped up pipes, leaky
pipes, broken faucets, elec-
trical fixture failures, etc.

He was a life saver for my
folks and for my wife when
plumbing  problems or
handyman chores arose. The

parsimonious Slovenians
liked him because he was
very reasonable, efficient,
cheerful, and courteous.

He supplied my father
with some much needed
plum derived refreshments,
that were not readily avail-
able, at reduced prices. On
one occasion, my father was
very nervous as his son-in-
law Sergeant Don McCarthy,
a Cleveland Policeman, was
visiting when a delivery was
eminent. All turned out well
when a clandestine exchange
was made in the hallway.

Charlie was a long-time
member of the Newburgh-
Maple Heights Pensioners,
an usher at St. Lawrence up
until the end, and a mainstay
parishioner even after mov-
ing to Seven Hills.

He will be revered, loved
and missed by the many
whose life he touched, espe-
cially Sonja, his children and
grandchildren.

“dijo brez vsake drZavne podpore. Zgradbe so v lepem sta-
nju, okrog pa vrtovi cvetja in zelenja. Tu dela sedem ses-
ter Poljakinj in Sest domacink, ki so diplomirane bolniéar-

ke. In 50 navadnih deklet redno zaposlenih. Dalje je 3e
devetega razreda osnovne $ole. Tu v Kasisi so $e: medna-
rodno priznana kmetijska Sola, ki jo vodi redovni brat je-
zuit, KanadCan. Ta imenitni profesor je zagovarjal tezo
“odvracanja genetskih modifikacij” in sicer kar v nekoliko
drzavah: Nemdiji, Skotski, Slonokosdeni obali ter v Vatika-
nu.
