HOW ABOUT "ROBOT RETAILING?"

The progress made by the retail industry in the past
half-century has been so great that almost any further step
forward is not beyond imagination. It’s a far cry from the old
emporium, complete with cracker-barrel, snoozing cat, and
bolts of gingham, to the supermarkets, variety stores and
department stores of today with their wealth of offerings,
and their high standards of service, efficiency and economy.

We are beginning to hear about “robot retailing,” as a
new retail revolution. The idea is that, with the aid of elec-
tronies, the shopper will pick a card or activate a recorder
and make her selections without moving. Her buys will be
automatically assembled and her bill will be automatically
totaled.

S.0. Kaylin writes on this vision in Chain Store Age. He
doesn’t pooh-pooh'the robot idea. But he finds that there are
certain considerations that need to be taken into account
before we carry our enthusiasm too far.

For one thing, bins have to be filled and any mechanical
or electronic device is prey to failures — which, no doubt,
would occur at peak sales periods.

Many important items sold at retail must be tried on
for size, fit, and appearance — and it’s difficult to see how
the robot ¢ould handle these problems. Fioe

and look over the wares whether we are interested in buying
or not. '

As Mr. Kaylin sees it, robot retailing, “... will find its
place in the.scheme of things but that place will be defined
by its own built-in limitations.”

COMMITTEE ACTION ON

PRESIDENT’'S TAX PROPCSALS

Following extencive hearings the
Committee on Ways and Means in
recent weeks has been meeting in
execulive session to make tentative
decicions on the President's tax
recommendations. While it is still
impossible to predict whether there
will be a tax law this year or what
its final provisions might be, I can
report on some of the Committee's
tentative decisions which have gen-
eral interest. (1) President Kennedy
recommended that deductions for
church and charity, interest, taxes,
ete., be permitted only when they
exceeded 5 per cent of the taxpay-
er's adjusted gross income. The
Committee has rejected this pro-
posal but has agreed that the fol-
lowing state taxes should not be
cdeductible: gasoline, cigarette, alco-
holic beverages, auto licenses and
admissions taxes. (2) The President
asked for repeal of the law permit-
ting the taxpayer to exclude from
income the first $50 of divi-
dends and to take a tax credit of
4 per cent on additional dividends.

The Committee has rejected this
recommendation. (2) Under present
law, an employee is not taxed on
the premium paid on his group term
life insurance by his employer. The
President wanted employees to pay
a tax on these premiums on all in-
surance over $5,000. The Committee
reised exemption to $30,000 and pro-
vided that no retired employees
shail be taxed in this regard. (4)
Under present law taxpayers over
65, as cthers, pay a capital gains
tax on the difference between the
cost and selling price of their home
unless they purchase another at the
same or higher price. The President
cffered no relief, but the Commit-
tze recommended that there be no
capital gains tax on the gain to
the first $20,000 of sales price pro-
vided the taxpayer is 65 or over and
has lived in the home for at least
tive years. This should be of sub-
stantial help to elderly persons who
dispose of their homesteads.

B3y any name, the index takes
account of the fact that humidity
can make you mighty urcomforta-
ble when the temperature is quite
a bit below summer highs.

Life becomes miserable for ten
per cent of the population when
the discomfort or rather the tem-
perature-humidity index reaches
70. Half the people begin to suffer
when it climbs to 75, and if you
can take any comfort, or discom-
fort, from the fact, you can be
certain that everyone around you
is wilted when the index hits 79.

In northeast Ohio, a temperature

| of 85 can create a discomfort index

of 77 when the humidity is at a
normal 50. However, the index is
based on temperatures outdoors,
where there is often a breeze. In-

How does northeast Ohio mea-
sure up on the discomfort index?

During June, the discomfort in-
dex averaged 66.23. Inside your
home, it was probably' closer to
70. But remember that was the
average, which meant that fre-
quently the discomfort index was
a sweltering 75-t0-80.

MOST...

IS EASY TO GET MORE FROM YOUR GARDEN
Many of us start a vegetable garden in the early days of spring,
but few of us realize that the garden season can be extended
well into the fall. By replanting after late spring and. early
summer ¢rops you can produce two and even three crops in
the same plot in a single season — for example, radishes, fol-

Here’s an easy way to tell how
late you can plant and still make
a crop. First, determine the average
date for the first killing frost in
your area. Usually the local weath-
er bur®au or your garden center can
tell you. If, for example, the date
were October 1st, the crop should
reach maturity by September 10th-
25th, depending on the species.
Pole beans would require several
pickings over a period of at least
two or three weeks; likewise for
lima beans, cucumber, summer
squash and others which produce
over a long period. On the other
hand, sweet corn, peas, spinach and
radishes, for example, reach matur-
ity in fairly good concentration; so
you would allow only a few days
for harvest.

Next, subtract the number of
days normally required to grow the
crop, to determine the approximate
date for the last planting. Keep in
mind the fact that the rate of
growth slows as the weather cools
Using snap beans as an example.
and allowing about 60 days for
maturity under late season condi-
tions, you could safely plant as late
as July 15th, if October Ist were
the average frost date,

lowed by snap beans, followed by leaf lettuce or spinach,

greens, most root crops, cubbage,
broccoli, ‘cauliflower, etc., use the
same method, but start from the
date of the first hard freeze, which
usually comes a month to six weeks
after the first frost. Allow a spread
of three weeks for harvesting,
Thus, if the first frost usually
comes early in October, you can
figure that the first hard freeze
would come in early to mid-No-
vember,

When re-planting after an earlier
crop, it is wise to work in an addi-
tional amount of fertilizer to re-
place what the spring crop has re-
moved from. the soil — 4 1b. of a
standard commercial fertilizer per
100 sq. ft. should be enough. Be
sure to keep the soil moist during
the critical week or ten days after
seeding, so as to get quick germina-
tion. You should also pay close at-
tention to soil moisture for late
crops. Time is running out, remem-
ber, and you can't afford setbacks
from drought. :

Not since 1956, when Herb Score
won 20 games, ha\}c the Indians
had an effective starting southpaw.
But it would appear that in Kra-
lick, the Tribe now boasts an able
left hander which every well-roun-
ded pitching staff requires.

A native of Youngstown, Kra-
lick joined the Indians and Cleve-
land when Cleveland General
Manager Gabe Paul traded right
handed Jim Perry to the Twins.
Kralick, who had an unimpressive
record of 1-4, made his first start
for the Tribe and pitched 12 bril-
liant innings against the Washing-
tpn Senators, but failed to figure
in the decision.

His secord start for Cleveland
was unimpressive as he lasted ex-
actly two-thirds of an inning in a
&-2 losg to the Kansas City club, a
team which had whipped him for!
the cecond time this season.

On May 20, the 27-year old pit-
cher defeated the Los Angeles An-
gels, 7-5 and was one out from a
complete game when relief help
was called from the bullpen. This
time Kralick got the decision and
it marked the first of six straight
victories he bagged for Clevelard. 1

Included in his streak were two
shutouts and four complete games,,
and during the six-game, 53 inning
effort, Kralick surrendered only 3
home runs to the opposition.

These accomplishments give the
young Ohioan the team lead in
earned run average (2.61), victor-
ies' (9-5), least rumber of runs
among regular pitchers (35), few-
est number of earned runs among
regulars (33), least number of
home runs among regulars (8) and
most complete games (6).
