A short word has recently become very popular. President
Roosevelt speaking at the Democratic victory dinner has shown
how a well calculated use of even a very commonplace word can
become a mighty weapon. The word so used and capitalized is—

NOW.

. ‘Desecribing the socio-economic condition of the great masses
of the American people, the President said that thousands upon
thousands of farmers are wondering whether next year’s prices
will meet the mortgage interest—NOW ; that thousands upon
thousands of men and women are laboring for long hours in
factories for inadequate pay—NOW ; that here are the spring
floods threatening to roll again down upon our river valleys—
NOW :; that here is the dust bow! beginning to blow again—NOW.

That being the case, argued the President, legislative action
to overcome these things is necessary NOW, but since it is highly
doubtful that anything can be done about it in view of the anti-
social attitude of the Supreme Court as it is constituted today,
the overhauling of the Federal judiciary as proposed by him
cannot wait but must be attended to—NOW.

The expert use of an insignificant word ought to remind us
of other things which many of us neglect to do because we don’t
realize the importance of doing things that should be done now.

How often we deplore our shortsightedness, looking back,
because we did not possess the sense to do things which should
have been done; if we only had that chance again, we say, we cer-
tainly would grab it, we would not postpone and wait, but do

things.

But it’s no use to cry. over spilt milk. The opportunities we

have lost and the,chances that we allowed to pass by because we
didn’t understand the importance of translating the little word
“now’”’ into immediate action may be gone, but others just as 1m-
portant and just as promising are coming our way.. The thing to
do is to learn from the mistakes of the past and to apply their

lessons to the problems which are facing us—NOW.

Yes, even with all the past lessons learned we are bound to
make new mistakes and from those we shall learn new lessons.
It is life’s perpetual school which never closes its doors.

But as Roosevelt said in regard to the Nation’s most pressing
problems of social nature, so it is with certain questions of the
individual, or of any group of individuals. There are times when
to delay and to postpone means never again to have the opportu-

nity to do that job right.

The Wheel of Progress Campaign of the SSPZ is one of those
things we cannot afford to postpone. This is the psychological
moment for the Sociétjf to strike, and to strike hard if it is to
grow and prosper. In many respects, it 1s not only our opportu-
nity to go full steam ahead—it is, also, a test of the organiza-

tion’s vitality, of its will to live.

The past four years have been a period of reform and recon-
struetion for the SSPZ.. Having finished that task, we cannot
stand still. We shall either go forward to new achievements, or
we shall go backward. The latter of course is unthinkable—it
must not and it shall not happen.

So, fellow-members, it is up to you and me, it is up to us in-
dividually and collectively, to prove what kind of stuff we are
made of. We must put our shoulders to the Wheel of Progress,

and we must do it-—NOW.

Poverty Worst

~ at its roots—low wages.”

~ “An American in. Ohio, ill-nourished
and ill-clad, suffers as much under the

Stars and Stripes as does a native of

China—although the forms of govern-

ment under which both live are quite |

different.”
“Interested in Profits”

“What other organization 'in the
United States is leading the fight for |

« decent wages, earned under decent con-
ditions? Not William Frew Long's As-
sociated Industries, not the Chamber of
Commerce, not organized industry.”

“When did any of these organizations
ever lead a fight for increased pay or
shorter hours?

- “These organizations, representing
wealth, are interested only in dividends
and profits. That is way they have pre-
vented the passage of child labor laws
for 13 years.” |
- Mr. Corrigan’s talk on labor followed
speeches given last month by Daniel E.
Morgan, former city manager, and Wil-
liam Frew Long of the Associated In-
dustries, who questioned the motives of
labor and characterized labor unions as
a menace to American life.
“Mismanagement and abuse are not
more common to labor unions than such
evils are common in other institutions,”
Mr. Corrigan said. “Millions of dollars
have been lost in this community thru

‘the abuse and mismanagement of banks, |

mortgage companies, etc. The people
who operated these enterprises were not
Jabor leaders but supposedly outstand-
ing citizens. |

“Errors Emphasied”

“But the errors and failure of labor
unions are emphasized and headlined,

- while in other lines of endeavor they

are minimized.”
“Theré is a very definite reason why
an attempt is always present to tear

down labor unions. Labor unions cost tobacco yesterday.”

“Employers betfer realize that in deal-
ing with American labor today they are
dealing with a different type of labor
than ever existed in the history of the
world.

“A man in overalls and smelling of
sweat and grime may be discovered to
be a university graduate just as the girl
behind a counter in a department’store
may also have a college diploma tucked
away among her souvenirs.”

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CONCERNING BIG
ESTATES

(Federation News)

Harry Payne Whitney, New York
' banker of Standard Oil affiliations,
sportsman and race horse lover, died in
October, 1930. He left an estate whose
net value was stated a few days ago to
be $63,250,000. The further interesting
 fact was mentioned that this estate had
increased in value $4,245,000 since Whit-
ney’s death; or a gain averaging more
than $700,000 a year straight through
the heart of the depression.

The fact that a dead millionaire’s
millions grow at such a pace is a pretty
complete answer to the claim that
great wealth is the reward of great per-
sonal qualities. Great wealth, nineteen
times out of twenty, is the fruit of pri-
vilege; and the Whitney privileges were
so potent that they went on heaping .up
the fortune after the personality had
been withdrawn.

There is another interesting side to
this story. The Harry Payne Whitney
fortune had a net income of more than
$700,000 a year through the depression.
The Brookings Institution reports that
before the depression, in the prosperous
