Britons of all denominations have
protested their governments invita-
tion to tyrant Tito of Yugoslavia
to visit Britain. At that occasion,
— Evelyn Waugh,— a member of

Marshal was a rank of the Red
Army unknown in Yugoslavia. He
held Stalin’s commission and Sta-
lin sent him his marshal’s cap.”

“Tito is seeking to extirpate
Christianity in Yugoslavia, Make
no mistake about it. Orthodox as
well as Catholics are doomed if his
rule continues.”

Especially important were
Waugh's remarks about the lead-
ers of the Western democratic

world. who seem to be scared of
Russia rtaher than of communist
tyrannies and plans to conquer the
whole world. He blamed them to
be indifferent about the transfor-
mation 0f great territories of Chris-
tendom into atheist police states
and not helping the Christian peo-
ple who look to us for sympathy.
