lies. To be frank, I do not 
know how it functioned. I 
never inquired about that. 
What I do know, as a former 
member of the White guard, 
that our unit had a special task 
to protect a Slovenian-British 
radio operator dropped by 
parachute by the British. He 
had daily connection with 
Cairo. In the turmoil after the 
Italian surrender, he wanted to 
go his own way, but he fell 
into Partisan hands and disap­
peared. His code name was 
Bias.

From our Domobranci 
view, the Allied airmen had it 
relatively easy. In an extreme, 
unfortunate case, a German 
POW camp loomed down the 
road. Not for long though, as 
the Allied victory was on the 
horizon. And Germans with 
all their ferocity, have not 
been known to torture and 
shoot the POWs in their 
hands.

We Domobranci, sand­
wiches between Nazi and 
Partisan terror, had it differ­
ent. We fought for our lives 
and the lives of our people. I 
will never forget my own 
agony when I was on the 
point of falling, wounded, 
alive, into Partisan hands. The 
Vietnam War veterans, ex- 
POW in Communist hands 
who survived with luck, may 
tell similar convincing stories.

Resistance to Nazism
I am glad to note that Mr. 

Rucigay tells Slovenian Parti­
sans apart from others in their 
Yugoslav crowd. They were 
really a very special pack of 
Slovenians. Theirs is the glory 
that the Communist revolu­
tion in the postwar Slovenia 
was not imported from with­
out, but from within. They 
knew how to camouflage their 
domestic terror for the public 
eye with the supposed fight 
for liberation and resistance to 
Nazism. For such a stunt to 
prevail, after withdrawal of 
Domobranci, the decisive 
help of Tito’s other Yugoslav 
Partisans and generous Allied 
support was necessary. Exclu­
sively on their own, with 
Domobranci present, they 
would not be able to bring 
about the Slovenian Commu­
nist Revolution.

Now, with discoveries of 
their massacres all over 
Slovenia their “’’fight for lib­
eration” is becoming an old 
hat. Their Society of Veterans 
(Zveza Borcev) still clings to 
it and is still giving moral and 
political advice in writing and 
personally into the hands -- of 
all the living people, can you 
imagine — his Holiness, the 
Pope. The entitlement to their 
teachings of ethics is clear. 
Their membership has in­
cluded the undeclared actors 
of massacres with blood on 
their hands.

In the present time, how­
ever, the former “Freedom 
Fighters” are mostly inter­
ested in support from abroad 
based on their “resistance to 
Nazism.”

Let me tell some facts 
about this side of their activ­

ity.
The main wartime concern 

of the Nazis for any occupied 
territory was its contribution 
to their wartime effort, for the 
Nazi final “Sieg,” victory. 
The same was true for Slove­
nia. In this way and in the 
teeth of “heroic Partisan re­
sistance” the Slovenian in­
dustrial centers (Jesenice, 
Kranj, Kamnik, Celje, Mari­
bor), all of them outside 
Slovenian Domobranci terri­
tory, worked full time for the 
German Sieg throughout the 
war. What’s worse, the Ger­
mans, knowing the force of 
Partisan resistance built, un­
molested by the Partisans, a 
big industrial park in Stmisce 
- Dravsko polje plain, for the 
purpose of airplane produc­
tion. This was far away from 
Domobranci controlled terri­
tory. It suffered from the Al­
lied bombing only.

Some token of Partisan 
resistance to Nazism was also 
their cease-fire along the 
Ljubljana-Trieste railway in 
Primorska region a few weeks 
after D-day. The cease-fire 
left the railway to the Nazis 
and the hinterland to the Par­
tisans. For the latter it was the 
people of hinterland that 
counted.

However, the best and 
most telling testimony, the 
masterpiece of the nature of 
Partisan resistance to Nazism, 
they reserved for its last coup.

With European armistice 
on May 8th, 1945, the Nazi 
power was definitely and to­
tally broken. Except for 
Slovenian Partisans. They 
continued to resist.

At the time Domobranci 
were moving toward the Brit­
ish forces in Austria evading 
the trap between the Bulgar­
ian army in the east and non- 
Slovenian Tito’s forces in the 
west. Slovenian Partisans 
followed timidly in the steps 
of the withdrawing Domo­
branci, unable to prevent their 
movement. Two days later, in 
Austria, still in Slovenian 
territory at the Drave bridge 
near Borovlje, they gathered 
the courage for a stand. They 
pretended the general armi­
stice to be used to achieve the 
surrender of Domobranci into 
their hands. My company and 
myself took part in the attack 
that followed. In less than an 
hour everything was clear and 
we gained access to the bridge 
and to the British forces.

The failure on the military 
field did not prevent the parti­
sans from proceeding ac­
cording to their usual method.

They got hold of 16 
Slovenian civilian refuges 
fleeing from Partisan terror. 
The refugees had strayed out­
side the Domobranci protec­
tive umbrella.

Serbs try to 
block

Slovenia debt 
restructuring

NEW YORK (Reuters) - 
Raising the stakes in the le­
gal wrangling over the debt 
of former Yugoslavia, Ser­
bia hopes to force Slove­
nia’s U.S. lawyers to cease 
their representation of the 
Republic of Slovenia, a 
source said.

Last week, Serbia filed 
suit in the United Kingdom 
against Slovenia to block 
the republic’s debt restruc­
ture package with foreign 
banks.

Belgrade had contended 
that Slovenia’s deal, which 
would assume 18 percent of 
Yugoslavia’s more than $4 
billion commercial bank 
debt, violated the 1988 new 
financing agreement that 
divided the assets and 
liabilities of the former 
Yugoslavia between its suc­
cessor states.

(NAPS)—The No-Zone 
is the area around trucks 
where cars “disappear” 
into blind spots, greatly 
increasing the possibility 
of a collision. So staying 
there is asking for trouble.

There are more than 
250,000 crashes involving 
oars and trucks every 
year. Many could be avoid­
ed by keeping these im­
portant points in mind:

* Trucks have much 
larger blind spots on both 
sides than cars do.

* Trucks also have 
deep blind spots directly 
behind them. If. you’re 
driving behind a truck and 
you can’t see one of its side 
view mirrors, the truck 
driver can’t see you.

. * Truck drivers some­
times need to swing wide 
to the left to safely make a 
nght turn. Give them plen­
ty of room. Don’t cut in be­
tween them and the curb 
or shoulder to the right.

* Trucks can’t stop as

quickly as cars. When 
passing, look for the whole 
front, of the truck in your 
rear-view mirror before 
pulling in front of the 
truck, then...don’t slow 
down.

The Vatican too is on the Inter­
net. During the Pope’s recent cold, 
numerous well-wishers sent mes­
sages of concern, even their favor­
ite recipes for medication. Slove­
nian faithful also sent Pope John 
Paul II their best wishes.

Two of the 4 bells commemorat­
ing the Pope’s visit in Slovenia 
were recently poured at the 110- 
year old bell factory in Zalec. The 
bells will be installed in the Ljubl­
jana hippodrome where Pope John

Slovenci ne živijo samo v drža­
vi Sloveniji, temveč v vseh šti­
rih državah, ki mejijo na Slo­
venijo, kot zamejci, v večini 
evropskih držav živijo kot 
zdomci, širom po svetu pa kot 
izseljenci.

Nacionalni program mora 
upoštevati vse Slovence, ne 
glede na to, kje živijo.

Ravno v dejstvu, da je stike 
s Slovenci po svetu desetletja 
vzdrževala le Slovenska izse­
ljenska matica, je potrebno 
iskati vzroke, da je del Sloven­
cev po svetu še danes ne spre­
jema. Gre predvsem za Slo­
vence, ki so državo morali za­
pustiti iz političnih razlogov. 
Slovensko izseljensko matico 
so zavračali tudi tisti Slovenci, 
ki so zavračali idejo jugoslo­
vanstva in so omenjeno insti­
tucijo pojmovali le kot ekspo­
zituro komunističnega režima 
v nekdanji Jugoslaviji.

Ker na področju sodelova­
nja z manjšino in s Slovenci v 
diaspori tudi po letu 1990 ni 
bilo doseženo tisto, kar so Slo­
venci pričakovali, je razdelje­
nost na podlagi ideoloških 
opredelitev še vedno prisotna.

Socialdemokrati smo v svoj 
program zapisali, da bo SDSS 
posvečala sodelovanju z orga­
nizacijami Slovencev po svetu 
veliko pozornost, še posebej 
sodelovanju s Svetovnim slo­
venskim kongresom. Prepriča­
ni smo, da na področju sode­
lovanja s Slovenci po svetu ne 
more in ne sme biti monopol­
nih organizacij in »edinih« 
predstavnikov domovine.
