FCC RULES ABOUT NEW
LOW POWER TV STATIONS

‘The FCC is proposing, to
authorize a new class of broad-

. cast station. This new service,

called the Low Power Tele-
vision Service, would allow
low power stations to operate
on any VHF or UHF channel,
on a ‘secondary. basis to full
service stations. The service
wonld consist of existing low
power translator stations as
well as new stations.

Stations licensed in the Low
Power Television Service
would operate on a secondary.
basis to full service stations.
They. woilld not be permitted
to cause interference to full
service stations, and would
be required to vacate the fre-
quency on, which they operate
if a full service station were
licensed  on the same. fre-
queney.

‘Low. power statwus, as the
name implies, would be li-
mited to operating at a lower
power than full' service sta-
tions. Generally, low power

-VHEF stations will be permit-

tod to operate at 10 watts of
power, and low . power UHF
stations at 100 watts.

A low power station would
not be: required: to originate
programmmg and “ould not
facilities.

Shiould a translator statlon

be ‘required to build studio

liccnsec .choose to originate
programming, the licensee
would be required to have a
licensed operator at the sta-
tion.

The Commission would not
preseribe the amount or types
of programming to be carried,
and formal log and ascertain-
ment requirements would not

apply. ;
The low  power stations
could provide new, less ex-

pensive opportunities for mi-
nority groups and individuals
to- establish and operate spe-
cialized stations.

The Commission hopes that
low power stations will pro-
vide openings in the ‘broad-
cast industry for new and di-
verseé voices. It is hoped that
flexibility of programming
and operating requirements
will enable these stations to
be economically viable while
offering new and varied types
of pregramming.

In order to-encourage mi-
nority -entry into the broad-
cast industry, a preference
would be accorded to minori-
ty apphfants when more. 1han
one applicant seeks the samne
channel. Non-commercial p—
plications will also receive a
preference in. such situations.
