ENGLAND . ,

Christmas is a merry time in Eng­
land, the home of the Yule Log, that 
great log which is caitied in from the 
woods on Christmas Eye, to the tune of 
special songs and much gaiety. It is a 
sign of good fortune and good cheer, 
and its burning in the hearth is a 
custom of great antiquity. Another 
Christmas Eve custom is the singing 
of carols, some of which are so old 
they are still sung in the old Latin. 
Householders who enter into the spir­
it of Christmas Eve put lighted can­
dles in their windows, inviting the ca­
rolers to sing before their homes. These 
candles hark back to the legend that 
the Christ-Child wanders the fields 
and the streets at Christmas, and that 
He will go where the welcoming can­
dle shows the way. The windows and 
rooms throughout the house are deck­
ed with holly, the leaves of which are 
a symbol of the Crown of Thoms, and 
the berries, of the Wood shed on Cal­
vary by Christ. Still another custom 
having to do with candles is the light­
ing of those on the Yule Cake. Each 
member of the family has his 
candle, and you may be sure its light­
ing is eagerly anticipated!

POLAND . . .

In Poland, Christmas has always 
centered around songs which celebrate 
Christ’s birth, and the Nativity is

Christmas lasts two weeks 
in sunny Spain, but Christmas Eve and 
Christmas Day are the most important 
days of all. On Christmas Eve, minor 
offenders are liberated from the pris­
ons and those in hospitals are given 
special treats . . . and no one goes Jo 
bed before midnight. Before the bells 
announce the stroke of twelve that 
night, everyone must see to it that he 
has done at least one good deed; and 
people throng the streets looking for 
opportunities to accomplish this pur­
pose. After the Midnight Mass, the 
people go out into the night to make 
merry, playing andi singing and greet-

Nich­
olas Day (December 6th) when “St. 
Nicholas" leaves gifts under the pil­
lows of sleeping grownups and chil­
dren. On New Year’s Eve, gifts are 
again exchanged—but they are left 
under the pillows by the “guardian 
angels." Children who have been 
naughty find a switch under their pil­
lows Instead of a gift, to remind them 
of what will happen if they don't mend 
their ways!

MEXICO ...

In Mexico, the Christmas gifts are 
put in a paper bag which Is hung from 
the celling. Then on Christmas Eve, 
the children are blindfolded and al­
lowed to take turns to see who can 
break the bag with a stick. When it 
breaks, there Is a mad scramble after 
the presents which are scattered all 
over the floor. The child who breaks 
the bag receives something extra for 
his prowess. Naturally, the climate is 
too warm for Santa Claus and his 
sleigh, so the old Aztec god of the sun 
and air (symbolized as a feathered 
serpent) takes his place as the one 
who does good deeds.

IRELAND . . .

The boys of Ireland have a Christ 
mas “racket" all their own. In order 
to get more gifts, they catch a wren

b!r 4th it begins with the plant!
St. Barbara’s grain. Two or three 
plates are filled with wheat floating 
In water and placed by the fireplace or 
In a sunny window. If the grain sprouts 
and grows well, there will be a plente­
ous harvest. The Yule Log also has an 
important place in the French Christ­
mas. The entire family has a part hi 
bringing It In, and It must be huge 
enough to last from Christmas Eve 
until the evening of New Year's Day. 
It is treated with reverence, because 
it is supposed to be a harbinger of 
blessing to the household. The Mid­
night Mass on Christmas Eve. with its 
sacred music, is also an important port 
of the French observance of Christmas.

ITALY . . .

Italy, too, has her Yule Log and Mid­
night Mass, around which center all 
other Christmas-tlme activities. The 
grown-ups give the little ones gifts, 
and the little ones write Christmas 
letters and put them under their 
Mothers’ and Fathers’ plates as a very 
special surprise. The shepherds come 
down from the mountains to sing and 
prav at the many shrines of the Virgin 
and child which are erected In the city 
streets. They also pray and sing be­
fore ail carpenter shops. In deference 
to St. Joseph, whom, as you no doubt 
know, was a carpenter by trade, The 
twelfth day after Chrletmas is called
Beffanla" for an old fairy who re­

wards or punishes children by putting 
sweets or stones and dirt into their 
stockings which hang near the head of 
the bed that night.
