PART VI. — THE STATE INCOME TAX RETURN
—A GENERAL DISCUSSION—

From a practical standpoint, it may be said that the state
individual income tax return, both long and short forms, are the
least difficult returns to file. In fact, the State of Ohio should
Teceive special acclaim for the ease with which the return is
calculated. Of all state income tax returns the Ohio State Return
Is simplified to a point where any rational person can figure
his tax,

Let me explain the short form. First, from your federal in-
come tax return, line 15 form 1040 or line 12 form 1040A write
your adjusted gross income on line (1) of the state form. Second,
fill in the number of exemptions on line (2). Use the same num-

. ber of exempticns as you designated on your federal income tax
Teturn, except, subtract the exemptions of age 65 and over and/or
bling, Third, deduct the number of exemptions times $500 from
line (1). The bhalance will be your Ohio Taxable Income and
should be reported on line (3). When you have figured your
Ohio Taxable Tncome, use one of the following calculation tables:
f your Ohio Taxable Income Is: Your tax is:

'National Home has undergone a
“facelift” in preparation for the
fifty year anniversary celebra-
tion in March, 1974.

The Slovenian neighborhood
has been served by the St. Clair
Recreation Center since = 1919.
This facility - was originally
known as the “Bath House”.
During World War I, 3,200 peti-
tions were gathered by neigh-
borhood members in order to
ask the Cleveland City Council
to provide them with a facility
for bathing. This is one of the
first efforts by the people to use
their numbers for political pur-
poses. Later, this facility was
expanded to include a pool and
a gymnasium. The area behind
the recreation center, facing
Glass Avenue, is presently in
the early stages of construction
of an outdoor recreational area.

this community. Two of. them
are part of the two public ele-
mentary schools.

For countless years, the atten-
tion of songwriters, poets, au-
thors and movie-makers ‘has
been focused on matters of the
heart — the “emoctional heart,”
that is. The physical heart, that
hollow, muscular organ beating
100,000 times a day to keep your
body functioning, has not been
quite so fortunate. The only at-
teniicn it seems to get is when
something goes wrong, notes
the American Heart Association,
wortheast Ohio™ Affiliate. .

Few people even think of their
heart during the course of a day
and when they do, they think of
it as fragile and delicate, 'This
|is hardly the case!

The heart is just about the
strongest muscle in the body. It
a four-chambered double
pump which moves the equiva-
ient of 4,300 gallons of oxygen-
vich blood through the circula-
.ory system to the entire body.

An aduit’s heart is about the
cize of a man’s clenched fist and
weighs 12 .ounces. It lies in the
center of the chest, protected by
the breastbone and rib cage and
is made mostly of strong muscle
tissue called the myocardium.

As the heart beats, contrac-
dons, of the myocardium pump
blood from the heart through
80,000 miles of blood vessels. The
hewrt rests only a fraction of 4
second between beats. The nor-
mal ‘adult circulatory system
contains ' about. eight pints of
slood which is recirculated con-
tinuously.

The inside of the heart is divi-
ded into: four chambers {(two
upper and two lower ones) and
has a| thin, solid wall of tissue
separating the right side from
.he left. Each tep chamber is
called an atrium and each lower
chamber is called a ventricle.
The upper and lower chambers
wre connected by valves which
allow the blood to flow in only
one direction. In both sides of
(he heart, notes the Heart Asso-
siation, blood is pumped from
the atrium down to the ventri-
cle. ;

A drop of blood that begins
its journey in the right atrium
would first be pumped through
1 valve into the right ventricle
and then into the lungs. There,
he blood takes on oxygen and
sives up the carbon dioxide it
was carrying. The oxygen-rich
Jlood is now ready to nourish
sody cells but it must first re-
.urn to the heart.

This time, the blood enters
the left atrium and is pumped
to the left ventricle. The left
ventricle then pumps it out to
the cells. Because the left ven-
tricle must pump blood to all
parts of the body, it is the lar-
gest of the four heart chambers,
points out the Heart Assoccia*
tion.

Intangibie iax evatlers

County Auditor George V.
{ Voinovich said yesterday he is
. 'beefing up his enforcement pro-
gram on intangible tax evaders,
even though he feels the fax

1should be abolished.

“I propose to impose the maxi-
mum penalty of 50% on taxes
due on those persons who fail
to file intangible tax returns,”
Voinovich said.

The five percent tax is collec-
ted on dividends from stocks and
interest on bonds. Deadline for
filing is April 30. Since becom-
ing Auditor in 1971 Voinovich
has increased the intangible tax
collection from $14,476,000 in
1972 to $15,266,000 in 1974.

Ohio libraries depend, upon
the intangible tax revenues for
almost all operating expenses.
Voinovich has been pushing the
Ohio Legislature to kill the iin-
tangible tax and give libraries a
guaranteed revenue base from
the Ohio income tax.

“Dividends and 'interest on
stocks and honds should be tax-
ed as income,” Voinovich said.
“The highest bracket under
Ohio’s income tax is three and
one. half percent. It is not equi- |
table for earnings on stocks and
bonds to be taxed at fwe per-
cert

Voinovich said that hlS Per-
sonal Property Tax Section is
working on improved methods
of catching up with non-filers.

. “We are putting everyone on
notice that intangible tax evad-
ers are taking a big risk,” Voino-
vich said. “The penalties are

‘stiff and they will be enforced.”
