We are sure that from the standpoint of our younger dele;—
gates the banquet night was the most important event of the
week, for the simple reason that they had the opportunity (o
hear an outstanding American Slovene, Judge Frank J. Lausche,
who was the main speaker of the evening. It is our opinion and,
after seeing and hearing him we have no doubt also your opinion
that a man of Judge Lausche’s charm and sincerity, not to speak

‘of his ability, of which his high position is proof enough, would

make richer any nationality group in this democracy of ours,
and that all American Slovenes no matter where they happen
to live may be truly proud that they can claim him as one of
their own. If he should decide to enter the polilical arena, Judge
Lausche will no doubt be the next mayor of the city of Cleve-
land, and will, we are certain, reflect credit and respect for all
those of us whose Americanism, as Louis Adamic has pointed
out, has had its inception on Ellis Island, where our fathers or
mothers have entered this country in search “of life, liberty and
the pursuit of happiness.”

The convention itself, considering that the delicate task of
solving the merger question was its most important item, was
well-disciplined and perfomed its work with enthusiasm and de-
termination. The fact that it finished its deliberations in record
time speaks highly for the sound judgment and intelligence of

the assembled delegates. The English-speaking delegates did

not hesitate to speak up when they thought it was necessary and
contributed their full share to the success of the deliberations.

The decision of the convention in regard to the merger issue
was a gound one and, under the circumsiances, thoroughly logi-

cal. Upon discovering that the SNPJ, one of the societies with |

which SSPZ has been carrying on the negotiations has, without
the knowledge of our Supreme Board, changed the manner of
legal proceedings for the consummation of merger, the delegales
elected a.special committee from its own ranks and ordered it to
draw up a provisional congolidation contract based upon agree-

ments reached during talks with the representatives of both or- |
ganizations, the SNPJ and SSCU. Then they proceeded with |
lhe approval of the contract submitted by the commitiee, with |
the instruction that it has. full power to coniinue negotiations |
wilth both societies upon equal terms. If these terms are substan- |

tially accepled, by either or both, the merger will be put through,
if not, our Sociely is determined to close the door to further
merger talks for an indefinile period of time, knowing that a

continuation of such talks could only hurt the organization both
morally and financially.

e

In regard to the by-laws, the convention has made very few
important changes. The by-laws have been first revised by the
Executive Subcommittee and here and there amended by « special
committee composed of three delegates. Both did a good job and
saved the convention a lot of time. The question of district secre-
laries ,or organizers, was left to the discretion of the Supreme
Board, and the sum allowed for athletic activities was increased
several hundred dollars per year. All in all, we may safely say

that the SSPZ by-laws are such as a modern fraternal society
should have.

T'he only innovation in the Supreme Board is the addition of
two vice-presidents. English-speaking lodges will also be inter-
ested to know that a member from their ranks has been elevated

lo the position of assistant supreme secretary, Bro. Stanley
Tisol, from the Trail Blazers of Chicago, who was formerly em-

ployed for several years in the Heme Office as an appointed

The decision of the convention in regard {o the merger issue
was a sound one and, under the circumsiances, thoroughly logi-
cal. Upon discovering that the SNPJ, one of the societies with
which SSPZ has been carrying on the negotiations has, without
the knowledge of our Supreme Board, changed the manner of
legal proceedings for the consummation of merger, the delegaies

elecled a. special commitlee from its own ranks and ordered it to |

draw up a provisional congolidation contract based upon agree-
ments reached during talks with the representatives of both or-

ganizations, the SNPJ and SSCU. Then they proceeded with |
lhe approval of the contract submitied by the commitiee, with |
the instruction that it has full power to continue negotiations |
with both societies upon equal terms. If these terms are substan- |

lially accepted, by either or both, the merger will be put through,
if not, our Sociely is determined to close the door to further
merger talks for an indefinile period of time, knowing that a
continuation of such talks could only hurt the organization both
morally and financially.

In regard to the by-laws, the convention has made very few
important changes. The by-laws have been first revised by the
Executive Subcommittee and here and there amended by a special
commilttee composed of three delegates. Both did a good job and
saved the convention a lot of time. The question of district secre-
laries ,or organizers, was left to the discretion of the Supreme
Board, and the sum allowed for athleti¢ activities was increased
several hundred dollars per year. All in all, we may safely say

that the SSPZ by-laws are such as a modern fraternal society
should have. |

two vice-presidents. English-speaking lodges will also be inter-
ested to know that a member from their ranks has been elevated
to the position of assistant supreme secretary, Bro. Stanley
Tisol, from the Trail Blazers of Chicago, who was formerly em-

ployed for several years in the Home Office as an appointed
assistant. ;
