It would be time well spent if every
member, interested in the growth and.
prosperous progress of our Society,
opened the By-laws at page 176 and
spent' an hour, or so, studying Sec-|
tions 104-115 which pertain to the
various “legal”’ steps necessary beforef

a prospective member is admitted.

Not many months ago, it was neces-
sary for a lodge to follow all kinds of
red tape before a member received an
OFFICIAL OKAY f{rom the Supreme
Office. It usually took from two to,
three months, if the literal interpreta-
tion of the instructioris in the By-laws
were adhered to. But now, with the
new By-laws in force, a short-cut to
admission is provided. It is no longer
necessary to delay admission and ini-
tiation for more than a month. If you
have a prospective member in mind,
proposal and temporary acceptance at
your March meeting, unless the meet-
ing date falls later than the 25th, will
enable that prospect to become a full-.
fledeed member starting with the first
day of April.

Here are a few important excerpts
from ARTICLE XIV which everyone
should keep in mind and see that
they are adhered to by the members
and applicants. If you are, already,
well acguainted with the contents of
the Sections of this Article, it" won't
be necessary for you to read them, al-
though a little reviewing won't hurt...

Any person of good moral character,
of either sex, and of sound health
may become a member.

The proposal and acceptance (tem-
porary) of an applicant should take
place at the same meeting. A three-
fourths majority vote of the members
present is required for acceptance.

The examining physician shall ex-
amine the applicant, fill out the exam-
ination blank and forward same to
the Supreme Medical Examiner.

Each applicant shall be officially
admitted into the Local L.odge and So-
ciety on the first day of the month,
following the month of acceptance in-

to the Lodge. If, however, the applica-

tion is rejected by the Supreme Medi-
cal Examiner, the applicant cannot be

cadmitted. He may, after six months,
- re-apply for admission.

The assessment for each new mem-
ber should be collected for the month
of official admission. For instance, if
an applicant is proposed and accepted
at your March meeting, his first as-
sessment shall be returned in case of
rejection.

Every applicant shall be personally
responsible for all statements and in-
formation contained in the applica-
tion. If, false information is given, in
reference to his personal health, his-
‘fory, or the history of his family, or
in reference to his occupation, the ap-

- plicant may be expelled from the So-
~ ciety by the Supreme Secretary as soon

as he has
proofs.

If it is proven that a Lodge know-
ingly admitted an undesirable appli-
cant into the Society, the Supreme
Board may suspend the Lodge for a
‘period of from one to sixty days. Re-

One of the danger signals is per-
sistent cough. It is extraordinary how
many people will ignore the possibili-
ties of such a symptom. It is true
that all coughs are not tuberculous,
just as it is also true that all tuber-
culosis patients cough at an early
' stage, but the attitude toward any
persistent cough should be that it is
tuberculous until proven otherwise.
Any cough that lasts over a month or
SiX weeks, especially a morning cough,
should lead to a careful physical ex-
amination by a physician.

Another danger signal is loss of
weight. This, of course does not al-
ways mean tuberculosis, but increas-
ing loss of weight is unnatural and
the reason should be sought. If in ad-
dition it 1is associated with a cough,
the significance is great.

Still another danger signal, and one
‘which is misleading, is a persistent
land  unaccounted for indigestion.
‘Usually the causes of indigestion are
‘readily found.apd  the condition is
corrected. Should it not yield to treat-
.rment,_ especially in young persons, the
possibilities of early tuberculosis
'should be kept in mind and a tho-

irough examination sought.

j One more danger signal indicates
'more than a suspicion. This is the
presence of a persistent afternoon or

‘evening elevation of body temperature.

Unfortunately it is often so slight as
{to fail to attract the patient’s atten-
‘tion. It may be elevated only one-
‘half or one degree but it is signifi-
cant. Usually it is associated with
some of the other signs that have
' been mentioned. When this is the
case the indication should be plain.
But, in all cases, whether only one of
the signals or more than one has
'sounded, seek the truth and seek it
