MARQUETTE, Mich. — V
zgodnjih urah pred sto leti,
19. januarja 1868, je umrl
slovenski svetni§ki in kulturni
velikan, misijonar in §kof Fri-
derik Baraga v hudo zasneZe-
nem Marquettu. Na Silvestrov
dan 1830 je dospel z jadrnico
v New York. Na ta dan — 19.
jan. 1868 — je za vedno zapu-
stil michiganske gozdove in le-
dena Velika jezera in odsSel po
vecno placilo. Truplo pociva
v grobnici v stolnici v Mar-
quettu. Vladni uradnik v Gor-
njem Michiganu Mr. Dorman
pravi, da je bil Baraga zadnji
pionir, ki ni priSsel v Ameriko,
da bi se tu obogatil, ampak pi-
onir, ki je Ameriko ohogatil.
Zgodovinar John McGee je za-
pisal o Baragi: ‘“Najbolj div-
misliti zgodb, kakréne je Bara-
ga resni¢no dozivljal.” Najlep-
ge pa je povedal v pogrebnem
govoru o Baragi duhovnik Ja-
cker, Baragov spovednik in
pomodénik: Daokler bo.¢loveski

Alien Registration

Mr. Thomas M. Pedersen, District
Director of the Immigration and
Naturalization Service, said aliens
in the States of Ohio and Kentucky
have only one more week in which
to comply with the Federal law
requiring that aliens report their
addresses to the Government dur-
ing January of each year,

The Immigration official urged
aliens who have not complied to go
as soon as possible to the nearest
Post Office or Immigration ard
Naturalization Service Office to file
the report. Parents or guardians
must file the repert for alien chil-
dren under fourteen years of age.

Mr. Pederson said: “The address
report is required each year from
all aliens except those in diplomatic
status and representatives of cer-
tain international orgarizations.”

He pointed out that willful fail-
ure to comply carries penalties con-
sisting of a fine and/or deportation.

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THE BSECOND SESSION. On
January 15th-the Members of Con-
gress gathered in Washington for
the convening of the secornd session,
90th Congress. Unlike the first ses-
sion, when the Congress had to be-
gin anew with the Committees to
be organized, new members to be

assigned, etc.,, the second session
should get off to an immediate
start. Bills introduced last year

which were not enacted are still
pending in this session. More than
20,000 measures were introduced in
1267, of which only 453 (249 public
laws, 204 private laws) became law.
Many new bills will be introduced
during the opening days of the new
gession.

The Administratior’s objectives
will be spelled out generally in the
State of the Union message which
will be delivered by the President
to a Joint Session. This will be fol-
lowed by the Budget Message which
by law, the President is supposed
to submit within 15 days after Con-
gress convenes, Again this year, fis-
cal matters (taxes and spending)
will be of the utmost importance,
The Republican State of the Union
message will be given by the Mi-
nority Leaders, Congressman Ger-
ald Ford and Senator Dirksen, some
time after the President addresses
the Joint Session.

WATER POLLUTION CONTROL.
The job of cleaning our polluted
lakes and rivers is enormous, and
it grows more imperative as popu-
lation and industry expand. Since
former President Eisenhower sign-
ed into law the Federal Water Pol-
lution Control Act in 1956, govern-
ment activity aimed at providing
clean. water has expanded greatly.
Federal Government appropriations
for grants to help communities build
treatment plants have multiplied
many times, and the Federal share
of the cost has been raised.

But in spite of all this activity,
he water pollution problem is grow-
ing worse in many areas. The rising
availability of Federal money is said
to be causirg delays in some cases
as communities hold back, hoping

there will be money from Washing-
ton to do the job. The whole clean-
up process is moving along on a
piecemeal basis. An additional rea-
son for delay is that some four new
Federal agencies have been given
authority to make grants for vari-
ous pollutior. control programs in
addition to the original one, the
Federal Water Pollution  Control
Administration. This results in ge-
neral confusion and disorganization.

To remedy this situation, the Re-
publican Coordinating Committee
has recommended a comprehensive
program to bring order out of the
present tangle, cut out masses of
red tape, and get the clean-up ef-
fort moving. The Coordinating Com-
mittee would put the emphasis on
State-wide and regional clean-up
programs, on sirgle-agency mana-
gement at the Federal level instead
of five competing agencies, on Fe-
deral grants designed to encourage
communities to go ahead instead of
holding back, and on tax incentives
to stimulate industrial anti-pollu-
tion programs. Also, it proposes that
the Federal Government itself
should stop polluting waters
'something it was doing last year at
some 237 places. For example, a
Federal inquiry last September re-
ported that the Secretary of the
‘Navy’s yvacht was contributing to

the pollution of the Potomac River.

VETERANS, On December 15 the
House passed a bill (H.R. 12555) to
amend the income limitation provi-
sion for veterans ard widows of
veterans receiving non-service-con-
nected disability pensions. This le-
gislation would insure that there
will be no termination or reduction
of VA pensior. benefits as a result
of an increase in social security
i benefits. The bill increases the
,overall maximum income limitation
by $200, so that a veteran will not
{lcse his pension solely as a result of
his raise in social security. I sup-
ported this bill and hope that the
Senate will make it one of their
first orders of business so that it
will be passed well before the rew
Social 'Security benefits become
effective on March 1.

Paul Federal in 1913 as a book-
keeper after working his way
thru night school. He became
president of St. Paul in 1945.

Rirlift Service To Military
Personnel

Packages up to 30 pourds for
American military personnel served
by Army and Fleet Post Offices
overseas now can be sent by air
transportation at special low rates,
officer in charge, Francis J. Lang
pointed out.

“Area residents using this new
airlift service will get much faster
delivery on parcels to military per-
sornel overseas,” Mr. Lang stated.
The airlift is also available on a

of the domestic parcel post surface
rate plus a flat $1.00 fee.

Packages weighing up to 30 lbs.
and not more than 60 inches in com-
bined length and girth qualify for
the new special airlift rate.

Postal patrons can get the airlift
service on packages mailed to all
military personrel at APO and FPO
addresses overseas, and in Alaska,
Hawaii and Puerto Rico. The new
airlift also applies to parcels mailed
back to. the states by servicemen
from these military post offices.

Parcels on which the $1.00 fee is
paid get air ‘transportation all the
way — from here to the port of
emhbarkation, and from there to the
overseas base, Postal patrons for-
merly had to pay air parcel post
rates to get similar service.

In many instances the new air-
lift rates are considerably below
comparable air parcel post changes.
Mr. Lang cited these examples:

— A mother here sending a 15
pound package to her son in Viet-
nam pays $4.30 for the new airlift
service. The air parcel post rate for
the seame package is $12.08.

— An eight-pound package going
irom here to Frankfort, Germany,
costs $2.05 under the airlift service.
The air parcel rate is $4.23, how-
ever, that it is not always to the
mailer’s advantage to use the air-
lift service.

Upon payment of the regu-
lar parcel post rates, these packages
get ' service transportation to the
port of embarkation. and are air-
lifted from there to the overseas
posts on a space available basis.
There is no charge for this partial
airlift and overseas parcels weigh-
ing up to five pounds will continue
to receive this service.
