CLEVELAND, O. — Organi-
zacija inzenirjev v okraju Cuya-
hoga je izrala letos za “inZenir-
ja leta” mnaSega rojaka, ing.
Louisa Draslerja, po vsej deZeli
znanega graditelja avtomobil-
skih velecest in od leta 1953 do
preteklega meseca dir e ktorja
servisov mestne uprave Cleve-
landa.

Ing. Louis Drasler je bil ro-
jen 21. junija 1899 v Borovnici
na Notranjskem, ko so bili nje-
govi star$i za nekaj Casa zopet
v rodni Sloveniji, kamor so se
vrnili iz ZdruZenih drzav Ame-
rike. Louis je odpotoval z njimi
v Ameriko, ko mu je bilo komaj
par let, pa se nato z njimi vrnil
v Slovenijo. V Ljubljani je obi-
skoval skozi pet let gimnazijo
na Poljanah, pa moral na hitro
zapustiti domovino in oditi s
staréi decembra 1916 v Ameriko,
ko je ameridki poslanik z Duna-
ja obvestil oceta, ameriSkega
drzavljana, da bodo ZdruZzene
drzave nemara skoro v vojnem
stanju z Avstrijo.

V Ameriki se je s starsi nase-
lil v Clevelandu in Studiral
gradbeno tehniko na znanem
Case Institute of Technology.
Na tej slavni $oli je diplomiral
kot prvi znani Slovenec 1. 1922.
V naslednjih letih je delal v
svojem poklicu na raznih me-
stih, vendar vedno v Clevelan-
du ali v njegovi bliznji in daljni
okolici. Bil je med prvimi, ki so
zaceli poudarjati potrebo po av-
tomobilskih velecestah na Sred-
njem zahodu nase dezele. Bil je
skozi 9 let glavni drzavni cest-
ni inzenir za okraje Cuyahoga,
Lake in Geauga. Pri gradnji no-
del takozvano deteljico, ki se je
v naslednjih letih uveljavila
vsepovsod pri krizanju glavnih
cest,

Vmes je bhil v letih 1939 do
1942 pri Works Progress Admi-
nistration, kjer je delalo pod
njegovim vodstvom okoli 90,000
ljudi v 19 okrajih drzave. Izka-
zal se je vedno znova tako kot
strokovnjak-inZenir kot tudi ad-
ministrator v taki meri, da so
ga na vsak nacin hoteli dobiti v
Washington, D.C. Nudili so mu
tam razne viscke in dobro pla-
¢ane poloZaje, toda Louis je o-
stal v Clevelandu. Leta 1953 ga
je novoizvoljeni zupan A. Cele-
brezze imenoval kot prvega ¢la-
na v svojo mestno upravo. Pre-
vzel je vodstvo ‘“Public Servi-
ces”. Na tem mestu je ostal vse
do leto$njega januarja in si pri-
dobil s svojo vestnostjo, poste-
nosto in sposobnostjo splosno
priznanje. -

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VIETNAM., With the President’s
announcement of his decision to re-
sume the bombing in North Viet
Nam, we enter very difficult and
dargerous days. As ranking Repub-
lican on the Foreign Affairs Com-
mittee, I have been at the Leader-
ship Meetings at The White House
and have listened intently.

I am with you in wishing
we had stayed out of Southeast
Asia, but we didn't. If we were to
withdraw now, leaving these Viet-
namese to be swallowed up, you
know as well as I do that Thailand,
Laos and Cambodia and the other
countries of Southeast Asia would
not be far behind.

Then what? What of all the Is-
lands out there, including the Phi-
lippines and Hawaii, that lie be-
tween Communist Asia and San
Francisco? This is not simply a war
over Viet Nam. It is a war for the
freedom of all people everywhere.

The President has announced his
decision. I think all of us need to
have the assurance from him that
our supply lines are well planned
for and are in high gear. Anything
less would be unpardonable.
