itiecause of its length this
sevlew of two books will be
published in several install-
nents.)
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Ameriska Domovina, then in
the Catholic camp, also regu-
larly atiacked Enakopravnost,
sometimes with considerable
nostility, and of course, the
other way around. Enakoprav-
nost did not take attacks lying
down. Financial difficulties
were ever present. In spite of
this coolness between the two
newspapers, Jaka Debevec,
the owner of Ameriska Domo-
vina, in a magnanimous mo-
ment, offered Vatro a job on
his newspaper visualizing per-
haps a combining of the two
newspapers. It was probably
one of Vatro’s rnistakes that
he did not take up this offer.
One thriving Slovenian-Ame-
rican newspaper in Cleveland
at that time would have been
far better than two struggling
ones.

With an instinct for survi-
val, Vatro went to Law school
(presumably nights) and in
due course, at age 26, he got
his law degree. He had in-
cidentally to complete high
school firet, which he seemed
to do with dispatch. One can
only wonder how he managed

| to do all this and still run a

daily newspaper!

Looking back, we at our
house in Cleveland subscribed
to Glas Naroda, Ameriska Do-
movina, Enakopravnost, the
SNPJ paper, Prosveta, and
the KSKJ paper, Amerikan-
ski Slovenec. My father liked
spending his Sundays reading
these newspapers.

I tried reading them, but
found the Slovenian tough
going, and read the English
sections only. Little did I
know the immense obstacles
that were being overcome to
supply us with this regular
reading material. I am re-
minded of the street theater
acrobat, somewhere in Rome,
who slipped during an act,
hurting himself badly, to the

point of bleeding. But he was’

faithful to the tradition that
the show must go on, and so
he continued his act before
the dozen or so passerby who
had stopped to watch, as
though nothing had happened.

Indeed, a point did come
when Vatro collapsed com-
pletely. He had been getting
to the newspaper office at 6
am, after three or four hours

sleep, to get the paper going

and then going on to his pub-
lic prosecutor’s job down-
town. For the last issue of

Enakopravnost, in April 1957,

he managed to write (he does
not know how) a long fare-
well editorial, detailing some
of its history, giving reasons
for its demise, and expressing
gratitude to the faithful em-
ployees and readers who re-
mained with the newspaper
during its turbulent 40 years
of existence.

There follow some chapters
on the rise of the Slovenian
fraternal organizations, the
vying for location of home of-
fices (Cleveland losing out on
all major ones). There is 2
chapter on the sad fate of
Zarja, the famous choral so-
‘ciety.

One valuable chapter is on
the struggles of the two rival
banks: St. Clair Savings, and
the North American Trust
Company. The former sur-
vived the depression, although
Paul Schneller (senior) the
then president was probably
a casualtv, dving at a rela-
tively early age of a heart at-
tack. His successor, Joserh
Plevnik, managed to save the
bank, and every depositor gnt
his full money out who want-

ed it. The North Americall
Trust Company did not fur¢
so well.

This -book is indeed quii€
thorough in that the author
describes what he believes 10
be the germination of the
Yugoslav Republic idea, Jun€
29, 1917, when a resolutiol
wds passed at a mass meel
ing in Chicago of ‘“progres
sive” Slovenian Americans
The resolution contained eight
provisions covering freedom
of the press, equal rights 0
all ethnic groups, a national
referendum. ete.

In addition to the Chicag0
people there were many from
different Slovenian communi-
ties, such as Frank Sakser
from New York, architect
John Jager of Minneapolis:
and Paul Schneller, Dr. F. J.
Kern, and Louis J. Pir¢
(Ameriska Domovina) from
Cleveland. Etbin Kristan was
a prominent speaker at the
mass meeting.
