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XECUTIVE SERVICE CORPS
FOR PRIVATE INDUSTRY.
An overseas business corps mod-
eled somewhat on the Peace Corps
is being formed by private indus-
try. The idea originated with many
business leaders such as David
Rockefeller of Chase Manhattan
‘Bank, C. D. Jackson of Time, Inc.,
D, A. Kimball of Aerojet-General
Corporation, Willlam S. Paley of
C.BS. and Ray Eppert of Bur-
roughs Company.

This Executive Service Corps
will be a private, nongovernmental
corporation. The Govern-
ment stands ready to provide some
initial fund until the business com-
munity underwrites the whole en-
terprise. Members will serve any-
where from 3 months to 2 years or
longer. Pay will not be on the scale
to which retired businessmen have
been accustomed, but most volun-
teers will presumably have savings
and pension incomes. They will be
paid an adequate cost of living
wage by the corporations for whom
they worked, in addition to travel
and insurance costs.

The major difference between
this corps, the Peace Corps, and
the technical assistance programs
of the Agency for International
Development will be significant.
The executive volunteers will be
available to help private enter-
prises directly and to do actual
cperating jobs rather than be mere
advisors. The businessmen . will
come 3 individual American citi-
zens, not as representatives of the
United States Government. The
Executive Service Corps expects to
be operating by this summer with
headquarters in New York City.

The greatest need of the devel-
oping nations is the kind of tech-
nical, managerial and entrepreneu-
rial know-how so essential to the
growth of private enterprise. Our
nation has produced many out-
standing businessmen who are
either retired or in a vposition to
take time off and willingly give to
others this tremendous backiog of
knowledge and experience.

One of the outstanding ecriti-
cisms of American foreign aid has
been our inability to reach the
litile people. The Peace Corps is
making heroic efforts in this di-
rection and with - some success.
Perhaps this businessmen’s corps
will help us foster the real mean-
ing of private enterprise at the
gracsroots level. Isn't this the best
