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Božje razodevanje 

Na drugo postno nedeljo nam litur-
gija ponuja v razmišljanje skrivnost 
Jezusovega spremenjenja: gre za skriv-
nost, ki je bleščeča in obenem tolažil-
na. Jezus se povzpne na visoko goro in 
se spremeni pred tremi učenci: Petrom, 
Jakobom in Janezom. Evangelist nava-
ja: »Njegov obraz je zasijal kakor son-
ce in njegova oblačila so postala bela 
kakor luč. In glej, prikazala sta se jim 
Mojzes in Elija, ki sta govorila z njim.« 

Spremenjenje je razodetje Jezusove osebe, kajti takoj zatem se pojavi 
svetel oblak, ki naznanja navzočnost Boga, in glas, ki pravi: »Ta je moj 
ljubljeni Sin, nad katerim imam veselje; njega poslušajte!» 

S tem dogodkom so bili učenci pripravljeni na Jezusovo velikonočno 
skrivnost. Pripravljeni so bili, da so lahko premagali strahotno preizkuš-
njo trpljenja, in pripravljeni so bili, da so mogli dobro pričati za vstaje-
nje od mrtvih. 

Pripoved govori tudi o Mojzesu in Eliju. Dejansko je ta pripoved v 
odnosu z dvema drugima razodetjema, z dvema teofanijama, ki sta se 
zgodili, ena Mojzesu in ena Eliju. 

Mojzes se je povzpel na goro Sinaj in tam doživel božje razodetje. 
Prosil je, da bi mogel videti božjo slavo, vendar mu je Bog odgovoril, da 
ga ne more gledati v obraz, temveč le v hrbet. Tako se je Bog razodel 
Mojzesu, ki je hodil in vzklikal: »GOSPOD, GOSPOD, usmiljen in milostljiv 
Bog, počasen v jezi in bogat v dobroti in zvestobi« (2 Mz 33, 18-34, 7). 

Na podoben način je tudi Elija doživel božje razodetje na gori. Gre za 
zelo osebno razodetje: ne v viharju, ne v potresu, niti v ognju, temveč v 
lahnem vetriču. Tako se je njemu razodela božja nežnost. 

V nasprotju s tema dvema dogodkoma pri Jezusovem spremenjenju 
na gori ni bil Jezus tisti, ki bi doživel božje razodetje, temveč se je v njem 
Bog razodel in s tem apostolom, ki so se povzpeli na goro, razodel svoje 
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obličje. Mojzes je na gori Sinaj prejel tudi razodetje 
božje volje: deset zapovedi. Tudi Elija je bil na gori 
deležen razodetja svojega trojnega poslanstva, ki ga 
mora izpolniti. 

Jezus pa ne prejme nobenega razodetja o svojem 
poslanstvu - tega namreč že pozna; je pa pripravljal 
apostole, da so se mogli soočiti z Jezusovim trplje-
njem, da so mogli premagati težke trenutke, ki so bili 
neprijetni in ponižujoči. Apostoli so tako vedeli, da je 
tisti, ki trpi, ljubljeni Božji Sin, in znali razložiti trplje-
nje kot skrivnost, ki je hkrati temna in polna svetlobe. 

Po spremenjenju Jezus trem učencem ukaže nekaj, 
kar bi se lahko zdelo presenetljivo: »Nikomur ne po-
vejte, kar ste videli, dokler Sin človekov ne bo vstal od 
mrtvih!« Apostoli o tem dogodku pred trpljenjem in 
vstajenjem ne smejo z nikomer govoriti - da bi se iz-
ognili napačnim razlagam o Jezusovi slavi. Jezus se 
seveda zaveda, da mora hoditi naproti križu; zato ni 
hotel s prezgodnjim razkritjem postavljati ovir na 
svoji poti. 

Po trpljenju Jezusova spremenitev na gori pomaga 
bolje razumeti tudi vstajenje samo. Jezusovega pove-
ličanja ne moremo razumeti zgolj kot preprosto božje 
povzdignjenje nekega človeka, ki se je velikodušno 
daroval v dobro bratov, temveč kot sinovsko slavo, 
poveličanje, ki ga je imel že pred učlovečenjem in ki 
ga sedaj, po vstajenju od mrtvih, spet v polnosti dobi-
va tudi kot človek. Tako so mogli apostoli v slavi Vsta-
lega prepoznati slavo Božjega Sina in jo razglašati. 
Pavel pravi, da je bil Jezus »po duhu svetosti pa je po 
obujenju od mrtvih postavljen za Božjega Sina v 
moči« (Rim 1,4). 

Na današnjo nedeljo smo tudi mi povabljeni, da se 
pripravimo na Jezusovo trpljenje in se zavemo, da je v 
njem Božji Sin, ki daje svoje življenje za naše odreše-
nje. Skupaj s Pavlom lahko tudi mi priznamo: »Koli-
kor pa zdaj živim v mesu, živim v veri v Božjega Sina, 
ki me je vzljubil in daroval zame sam sebe« (Gal 2,20b). 

Jezusovo vstajenje od mrtvih je polni izraz tega, 
kar je bilo napovedano v spremenjenju na gori, to je 
popolni prikaz sinovskega poveličanja Jezusa, ki je 
povsem združen z Očetom, njegov ljubljeni Sin, v kate-
rem smo tudi mi poklicani, da postanemo božji otroci.

2ND SUNDAY OF LENT 

Response: Let your love be upon us, 
Lord, even as we hope in you.

“Do not be afraid.” 

 

Illustration  

Sometimes even good things that happen 
to us can cause us to be fearful. We might be 
glad to have a new job, but worry that we 
might not be up to it. Parents are delighted to 
be expecting a baby, but nervous about the 
responsibilities. A priest may look forward to 
his new parish, but wonder if he has the pas-
toral skills to do the job. Even something 
beautiful can be overwhelming: the emotions 
we experience listening to stunning music can 
be almost too much to bear. People climbing a 
mountain experience such emotions; edging 
upwards on difficult terrain is something they 
want to do, yet it can be worrying too – they 
might slip and fall. And then, when they reach 
the top, the spectacular view evokes all kinds 
of powerful emotions.  

Many of these difficult experiences are 
about trust: do we trust ourselves to take on 
something and do it well? Do we trust those 
who have chosen us? Our senses can seem to 
be overwhelmed by the challenge.  
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Gospel Teaching  

These are the kinds of emotions that the 
three disciples, Peter, James and John, seem to 
be experiencing when they are with Jesus on the 
mountain. He entrusts them with seeing a partic-
ular vision of him. Today’s Gospel describes how 
he was transfigured, with his face shining like the 
sun, his clothes like light, and Moses and Elijah 
appearing alongside him. Although these disci-
ples have been following Jesus for some time, 
nothing has prepared these former fishermen for 
this sight – it is beyond anything they have seen 
before. Matthew describes their sense of wonder, 
and also their bafflement. But their most power-
ful emotion seems to be fear.  

Jesus reassures them with a simple phrase 
that appears on several occasions in the Gospels: 
“do not be afraid”. Mary is told “do not be afraid” 
when the angel appears to her to tell her she is to 
have a child. The shepherds are told “do not be 
afraid” when they see angels in the sky, heralding 
Jesus’ birth. They are words of reassurance at 
moments that are transformational. The people 

who see such astonishing things realise that their lives 
are to change for ever. No wonder they are fearful, 
overwhelmed not only by an extraordinary vision but 
by how their life is changing and at what cost. For while 
they experience a vision, it is also part of a call. Right at 
the heart of the moment, which causes them to hide 
from what is before them, the disciples receive a mes-
sage from God the Father – not only that Jesus is his 
beloved Son but that they should listen to him. Listen-
ing is more than just hearing sound. It is about absorb-
ing what is said, embracing it and acting upon it. Lis-
tening to Jesus is vital for the disciples if they are to 
truly become his followers.  

Just as Abram in the first reading was called and 
had to make a choice about leaving all that was famil-
iar, so the disciples here are hearing Jesus being af-
firmed as the Son of God; following him is to be follow-
ing God. In the second reading, Paul also speaks of 
Christians being called, and warns of the hardships that 
might follow that call.  

Application 

The story of Christ’s transfiguration might seem 
otherworldly, nothing to do with our experience of 
faith. Yet even if we do not go up a mountain and see 
Christ transformed, we can still undergo remarkable 
experiences because of our faith. That the disciples saw 
this vision indicates their openness to do so and their 
readiness to follow Jesus. If we receive a sign, would we 
be open to it, or would we dismiss such a thing as pecu-
liar or irrational? The disciples, of course, are only hu-
man themselves and when they see this extraordinary 
vision of Jesus – this sight that indicates that he is di-
vine – they are fearful. Jesus responds to their fear with 
human tenderness, reassuring them both by touching 
them and by simple words – “do not be afraid”. When 
we are faced with something overwhelming – perhaps 
illness, or loss of a job, or taking on a new challenge – 
we, too, can be reassured by the Lord’s words: “do not 
be afraid”. Life, with all its difficulties, and the Christian 
vocation with its hardships, can be overwhelming if we 
try to tackle them alone. But if we place our trust in the 
Lord, we need not be afraid. God is with us.
