Nova ruska bomba 
"Pot do razorožitve je razorožitev; kadar ne* bo na razpolago 

sredstev za vojskovanje, bo tudi vojna izginila." 
Te besede je na razorožitveni konferenci, ki se je vršila novem-

bra leta 1027 v Ženevi, Švica, Izrekel tedanji sovjetski zunanji mi-
nister Maksim Lltvinov. Te besede ali njih smisel je potem še 
večkrat ponovil — meseca marca 1928 v Ženevi, leta 1929 v Lon-
donu, leta 1932 In 1934 zopet v Ženevi. Ampak te Litvinove be-
sede so ostale glas vpijočega v puščavi in svet se je znašel v svoji 
vsaj do danes najstrašnejši katastrofi. Ako se jih zdaj ne oprime, 
se bo znašel še v neprimerno večji katastrofi. 

Vprašanje razorožitve je zadnje dni zopet sprožil Vjačeslav Mo-
lotov, naslednik Maksima Lltvinova. Sprožil ga je pred zbornico 
Združenih narodov povsem nepričakovano in vsled tega je njegov 
govor učinkoval kot t>i treščil bombo. Seveda je njegov govor 
vseboval še marsikaj drugega — zelo žgočo kritiko "atomske di-, 
plomacije", hegemonističnih aspiracij, imperializma, toleriranje, 
ako ne protektiranje španskega klerofašističnega režima s strani 
zapadnih sil, kakor tudi obrambo vetovne pravice, zahtevo za 
ustanovitev poverjenlškega sveta kot določa čarter Z. N. in pri-
znanje sedeža ali več pravic Svetovni delavski federaciji. 

V tem govoru je Molotov pokril zelo široko polje in se dotaknil 
celega niza perečih mednarodnih problemov. Vendar pa je bila 
glavna točka tega njegovega govora predlog za iniciatiranje raz-
prave in posvetovanj za splošno razorožitev vseh narodov. Molo-
tov Je v ta namen predložil resolucijo, v kateri je rečeno, da je 
razorožitev potrebna za konsolidiranje svetovnega miru, kar je 
cilj Z. N., in za olajšanje bremena vseh parodov, ki se šibijo pod 
bremenom militarizma in oboroževanja. V resoluciji je tudi re-
čeno, naj se s tem vprašanjem bavi zaščitni svet in s sodelova-
njem vseh držav izvede splošrto razorožitev. , \

To Je najmočnejša karta, s katero je mogla priti Rusija na dan. 
Zdaj Je tudi jasno, zakaj Je bil Molotov z vso rusko delegacijo ta-
ko dobro razpoložen na svojem potovanju v Ameriko, kakor tudi 
po svojem prihodu v New York. Rusi so dobro vedeli, kaj imajo 
v rokavu — novo politično in diplomatsko bombo, ki jo bodo na 
tem zasedanju Z. N. vrgli v svet. Vsled tega svojega veselega 
razpoloženja so bili tudi velika zagonetka reporterjem, češ, kak-
šno politiko pa igrajo ti prokleti Rusi . . . 

Rusom bi bil lahko skalil to veselje predsednik Truman v svo-
jem otvoritvenem govoru, v katerem je orisal dozdevne idejne 
smernice ameriške zunanje politike in plediral za mir ter izbolj-
šanje mednarodnih odnošajev. Ampak v njegovem govoru ni bilo 
nobenega sluha o kakšni splošni razorožitvi, dasi je krvavo po-
trebna. Tega seveda ni storil, ker se v visokih vladnih krogih 
s tem vprašanjem očividno niso bavili. In s tem aktualnim pro-
blemom se niso bavili, ker jih je na eni strani oslepila atomska 
bomba, na drugi pa militaristi jahajo svojega čilega žrebca kot so 
ga jahali v preteklosti le nemški junkerji in japonski militaristi. 
Tako so ameriški junkerji zdaj dali priliko Rusom, da so oni na-
pravili svoj gol. Moakva je lahko vesela, toda kdo se bo končno 
smejal, Je še vprašanje. 

In namesto, da bi bila Amerika vrgla to bombo, se je po Molo-
tovem govoru njena visoka diplomaci/u znašla v zelo kočljivem 
položaju. Načelnik ameriške delegacije, bivši republikanski se 
nator Austin i/. Vermonta se je moral mrzlično posvetovati z Wa-
shingtonom, kakšno stališče naj zavzame napram tej ruski bom-
bi. Svoj govor, ki gu je imel podati naslednji dan, je imel ž* 
spisan. Zdaj ga je bilo treba čez noč predelati in zavzeti defini-
tlvno stališče glede razorožitve. V škripcih sta se znašla tudi Byr 
nes In Truman, kajti Austinu sta morula čim prej dati nova na-
vodila, In sicer o perečem vprašanju, ki je bilo do zdaj popolno-
ma potisnjeno nn strun. 

Tu odgovor Je bil, da je tud* Amerika za splošno razorožitev, 
toda pod pogojem, du se izdela tudi mašinerija za enforsiranje 
razorožitve. Tu mašinerlja nuj bi bilu mednarodna inšpekcija — 
nekaj, čemur se je litim ju do zdaj najbolj upirala. Torej so tudi 
v Wushingtonu "kampeljci", ne samo v Moskvi!

zbornica Z. N. Toda ker je "v principu" vsaka vlada za razoroži-
tev, "miroljubna" in "proti vojni", kukor Je tudi vsak dober krlat-
jan proti grehu, seveda le v principu, ne pa v praksi, ni nobene-
ga dvoma, du ae bo i zbornica vsuj "v principu" izrekla za splošno 
razorožitev.

T h e 
S N P J is a good e x a m p l e of tha t k ind pf organizat ion. 

Every S N P J lodge should ce lebra te Chr i s tmas in some special 
way! The November meet ing is a good t ime to discuss and to de-
cide when and w h e r e to h a v e the a f fa i r , how e l abora t e to m a k e it, 
t he amoun t of money the lodge can a f f o r d to spend, a n d o the r 
re la ted details.

In nearly every lodge t h e r e are boys and girls w h o can sing, 
play an ins t rument , reci te poetry , dance and even put on a shor t 
play or skit wi th a m i n i m u m of coaching. Appropr i a t e car toon 
movies would also add del ight to the occasion. An e n t e r t a i n m e n t 
p rogram of th is kind would requi re very l i t t le rehears ing and 
would sure ly hit the spot. By lett ing t he juveni le m e m b e r s en te r -
ta in you, they will apprec ia te the celebrat ion more .

A Chr i s tmas t ree, a San ta Claus with his bag laden w i th t r ea t s 
for the youngsters , a grab-bag for the adults , g roup s inging wi t t \ 
eve ryone joining in, fol lowed by an hour or two of dancing, topped 
off wi th delicious r e f re shment s , will provide eve ryone w i t h t h e 
kind of Chr i s tmas celebrat ion they won' t forget unt i l t he n e x t one 
rolls a round in 1947. 

T h e center of a t t rac t ion at every S N P J celebrat ion should be 
t he juveni le members , w h e t h e r the a f fa i r takes place r igh t a f t e r 
t he annual meet ing in December or on some o the r day set as ide 
for the event .

This monopolistic combination 
vas similar to t he industrial lords 
in Germany and Italy, where the 
tm kind of forces put the Nazis 
ind Fascists into power, used them 
to enslave the workers, and s t a r t ed 
the chain of events which led to 
war. 

At present, here in America, sim-
ilar forces are waging a terrific 
campaign that would eventually

Last week, the late E. H. Harrl-
man's son, the pre»ent »ecretary of 
commerce agreed with British for-
eign secretary, Laborite Bevin. that 
socialisation of Austria was all 
right, Bevtn. of course, propose* to 
socialise Industry in the British 
sone of Germany, as well. 

Secretary Harrlman has been tell-
ing his fellow Industrialists that 
caoltallsm tn Europe Is dead, and 
that the fight In Europe I« not be-
tween tupltallsm and «oclttll«m. but 
between communism and socialism. 
He adds that democratic socialism 
will preserve freedom while com-
munism won't. 

Many reason* can be attributed 
for this change. Europe fqr a long 
time ha« l>een muvlng toward« col-
l e c t i v e . The Social Democratic 
parite« In the varlou« countrle« 
were »trong before the war. Even 
Hitler found It convenient to add 
the word "Soctaliat" to his party 
which was not social lat. 

The labor movement, also, WM 
•trong along with the cooperative 
movement. The general poverty 
cmong the pessanta and worker« 
ha«tened the change. 

Al«o an important reaaon is that 
private capital lam in Europe after 
World War 11 is practically non-
i h latent. The German war machine 
e lone with Hit let t expropriation of 
foreign properties have denuded 
Europe of capital. Private capital 
couldn't do the job of rehabilitating 
Industry and commerce 

So the responsibility lie« with the 
\arlou« governments to put Europe 
buck on its feet, Let u* hope that 
It Is dona wlKely, and democratic-
ally.

By Consumer t "Union 

TU Radios 
Bad news for prospective pur-

chasers of FM radios is that only 
two set* out of the first eight te*t-
ed were rated "Acceptable" in Con-
sumer* Union's first report on FM 
radios. The letters FM refer to a 
new kind of radio broadcasting and 
receiving apparatus, as opooaed to 
AM, the present standard broad-
cacting. Among the advantages of 
FM or frequency modulation are: 
more faithful reproduction of tone, 
a wider range from loud to soft in 
music, and a greate r ability to sup-
pre** interference from static and 
from other stations But these ad-
vantages can only be secured from 
a well designed FM receiving set. 
CU hoped to find a moderately-
priced receiver good both on AM or 
standard broadcast band, and FM. 
It is still searching. 

The only two set* so far found 
"Acceptable" by CU are: Zenith 
12H090, a console with record-
changer, AM and FM sections, at 
$329.40, and Stromberg-Carlson 1121 
LW. a console with AM and FM 
sections at $209.75. 

Television 
The television buyer's best bet is 

to wait until color television sets 
come on the market, or at least un-
til there are bettei; black-and-white 
sets than the two low-priced sets al-
ready tested by Consumers Union, 
according to CU's radio engineers. 
The best that can be said for these 
two receivers is that neither is good 
enough to be recommended, except 
with very serious reservations. 

Better of the two was the Andrea, 
at $125. It performed reasonably 
well; in spite of its small screen 
(5 inch), and the fact that its sound 
quality left much to be desired. The 
Viewtone at $169.95 was rated "Not 
Acceptable" when Consumers Union 
found that the two samples tested 
produced poor pictures, poor sound, 
and a very loud electric hum. among 

other deficiencies of construction 
and workmanship. 

Auto Batteries 
The general over-all quality of 

auto batterie* hasn't changed very 
much since CU last tested them in 
1938. Twenty seven brands ranging 
in price from $490 to $14.75 were 
submitted to a series of tests, with 
the greatest weight in the ratinjf 
being given to the number of times 
a given battery could be discharged 
and recharged before it reached the 
end of it* useful life. This number 
varied from below the standard set 
by the Federal Government for the 
batteries it buys to well above that 
standard. 

Rated as "Best Buys" by CU 
were: Kwik Start Type HI (Mont-
gomery Ward retail stores) at $6.20 
less 75c trade-in allowance. Co-op 
Type ZG-1 at $8.60 available at Co-
operative stores, and Sears' Allstate 
Crosscountry Heavy Duty, Cat.-IF 
at $6.75 plus shipping charges less 
75c trade-in allowance. 

Blankets 
When you shop for a blanket, you 

can expect to find about the same 
quality a* in 1940, but at a higher 
price, Consumer* Union reports. In 
some cases, you piay be asked to 
pay more for a thinner, lighter, 
weaker blanket than you did for a 
good quality blanket of the same 
brand back in 1940. 

A blanket, to give satisfaction, 
should be warm, durable, washable 
and large enough to be comfortable 
in use, with plenty of tuck-in. Much 
can be learned by simply examin-
ing a blanket in the store for 
springiness, evenness of weave, 
firmness, well-anchored nap and 
uniformity of color. 

On the basis of laboratory tests 
for thickness, thread count, shrink-
age, weight and fading. CU rated as 
"Best Buys" Mariposa Broadmoor, 
(72x90 inches) $13.76, and Mariposa 
No. 5690, (72x90 inches) $13.94. '

What Do the Russians Know About Us 
During a 6,000 mile trip through 

the Soviet Union. Mi** Jessica 
Smith, editor of Soviet Russia To-
day. sought the answer to the ques-
tion "What do the Russians know 
about us?" A great deal, she con-
clude* in an article in a recent issue 
of the magazine. Extracts from her 
article follow: 

The interest of the Soviet people 
in America and their desire to know 
more about us is served and further 
stimulated by all sorts of organized 
efforts. VOKS (the Society for Cul-
tural Relations with Foreign Coun-
tries) has an extensive section deal-
ing with America. Through publica-
tions, conferences, exhibits and spe-
cial affairs, VOKS makes the ma-
terial received from America avail-
able to a wide public in the USSR. 

Many Soviet groups and institu-
tions have established direct ties with 
corresponding American groups, no-
tably the Academy of Science. An 
exhibition of American architecture, 
town planning and building mate-
rials sent over by the Architects' 
Committee of the National Council 
of American-Soviet Friendship was 
shown in Moscow last summer. The 
Soviet Women's Anti-Fascist Com-
mittee ha* recently shown an exhibit 
Of the activities of American women 
in wartime. 

The formation of an American-
Soviet Trade Union Committee opens 
the possibilities of the widest con-
tacts of all. The Soviet trade union 
delegation that visited the United 
States last summer made the results 
df their trip available to Soviet 
workers through both written and 
oral reports, given by its members 
who traveled through the country on 
their return for this purpose. 

American movies and plays are 
very popular in the Soviet Union. 
Lillian Hellman's The Waich on th* 
Rhine and The Little Foxes (in the 
latter case the film is also shown) 
are playing to packed houses in Mos-
cow. One of the most popular plays 
in Leningrad is a delightful Russian 
version of It Happened One Hight. 
A number of special concerts of 
American music were given last sea-
son. 

English has become the required 
foreign language in Soviet school*, 
where it is taught from the fourth 
grade on. In trade union club* So-
viet workers were being encouraged 
to study English in order to facili-
tate study of new production tech-
niques. The magazine Amerika and 
the British paper Our British Ally, 
are grabbed up avidly as soon as 
they appear. 

In Moscow, I learned of the atten-
tion given to American history, ge-
ography, government and literature 
in the regular courses of the higher 
schools throughout the country. Prof. 
Isaac Zvavich, head of the History 
Department of Moscow University, 
explained that the regular univer-
sity course on economic and political 
geography, consisting of thirty two-
hour lectures, includes eight lectures 
on the United States. At the Philo-
logical Faculty of the University I 
was told that it was impossible to 
accommodate all the students who 
want to take courses which cover 
the theory and practice of the Eng-
lish language from the time of Chau-
cer to the present. What they told 
me applies not only to universities 
and institutes of Moscow and Lenin-
grad, but to higher schools in all the 
large cities of the Soviet Union. 

There are courses and seminars 
in which every phase in the devel-
opment of American literature are 
studied. Among the many names 
the professors mentioned were Irv-
ing, Cooper, Hawthorne, Emerson, 
Thoreau, Poe, Whittler, Longfellow, 
Bret Harte, Mark Twain, Harriet 
Beecher Stowe, Frank Norris, Walt 
Whitman. Jack London. Theodore 
Dreiser and Upton Sinclair are given 
an important place. Of contempo-
rary writers, among the best known 
are Hemingway, Steinback and 
Caldwey. They told me that the 
Academy of Sciences is planning a 
several volume History of American 
Literature, the first volume of which 
is to be ready in 1946. 

In the Lenin Library in Moscow 
and in the Leningrad Library, I 
found large sections devoted to 
American books, both in the original 
and in translation, and quantities of 
American periodicals. Moscow's 
Foreign Language Library, mostly 
used by students and teachers, hss 
about 20,000 readers, many more of

whom are interested in English tha 
m any other language, * 
have now about 100,000 Englii 
book*. A group of 300 students 
English attend course* organized 
the> l ibrary^ While the bombs wer 
falling on Moscow they had 
hibit of the foremost example, J 
contemporary British and A 
literature, and later one of A meri 
can literature from Benjamin Frank 
lin down to the present. Lust yea 
they had had a special exhibit 
American poets, having received 
large collection through Archibai 
MacLeish. In June, 1945, they ha 
had a public evening on America, 
poetry, withHeadings. The lecture 
was Kashkin, who. by the way 
Hemingway's translator. Kas'hk „ 
has translated Robert Frost, Car 
Sandburg, Edna St. Vincent Millay 
Vachel Lindsay, Langston Hughe' 
Robinson Jeffers and Genevlev 
Taggard. 

Among the many American peri 
odicals I saw displayed were thi 
Saturday Reriew of Literature, t hi 
Library Journal, Theater Arts, At 
laniic Monthly. Harper's. New Msu 
as. Architectural Forum, The N»_ 
Yorker (very popular, they said) 
Look, Life. Collier's. Poetry. Story, 
the CIO News. Popular Mechanic* 
Popular Science. Scientific Ameri. 
can. National Geographic. Political 
Affairs, New York Times Book R#. 
view. Herald Tribune Books. Soviet 
Russia Today, as well as ever, 
American publication on philology 

I have indicated only a small de-
gree of the warmth for America that 
I felt everywhere in the Sovi.-t 
Union, and the tremendous interest 
shown in American life. In those 
first postwar days while I was 
the Soviet Union it would have 
been hard indeed for the Soviet p«o-
pie to realize the lengths to which 
anti-Soviet propaganda could go 
so short a period after our common 
victory.
