Razdelili bi Pol j sko po takozvani Cur -
zonovi črti. Churchil l se je vdal tej ruski zahtevi že v Tehe-
ranu leta 1943. Sedaj Angleži pri t iskajo na Poljake, da se 
vdajo. Pri tem obl jubl ja jo Pol jakom velik kos Nemčije. V 
tem delu Nemčije so res bivali včasih Slovani, toda danes 
so po večini ponemčeni. Pol jska vlada v Londonu se je de-
litvi uprla, zato si je Stalin postavil v Lublinu drugo polj-
sko vlado, ki je seveda "pr i ja te l j ska ." 

Z a k a j pritiska Anglija, da se mora Pol jska vdati in za-
ka j jo Amerika v tem na tihem podpira? Vzrok je, ker ho-
čejo ustreči Rusom. Za rusko pri jatel jstvo hočejo Angleži 
žrtvovati vse. Ena izmed žr tev na žr tveniku komunist ične-
ga Moloha je Pol jska.

Rusi da imajo pravico do varnih 
meja pred Nemci in4.pravico do "pr i ja te l j ske" Poljske, ki ne 
bo mogla nikoli proti Rusom spletkariti . Vse to seveda 
Churchil lu ni šlo od srca in tudi nič ne drži, toda govoril je, 
ker hoče Rusom ustreči za vsako ceno.

Tako bi 
na ruski strani ne bilo več Pol jakov. To se lepo sliši. Toda 
ka j pomeni preveliko rrtilijonov ljudi s kmečke zemlje, k je r 
so živeli njih predniki, k je r kmet pozna in ljubi vsako ped 
zemlje, ve le tisti, ki pozna kmečko živl jenje. In iti v nego-
tovost!

• tisti kos Nemči je in da bodo Angleži od tam preselili pribli-
žno osem milijonov Nemcem d r u g a m ? Vojske še ni konec. 
In Pol jaki vedo, da angleška garancija malo drži. Angleži 
so garant i ra l i poljsko neodvisnost leta 1939, sedaj isti An-
gleži vrt i jo Poljake, da se odpovedo tret j ini svoje države. 
Kdo bi zaupal in ver je l? Še lepše je to, da tistih Ukra j incev 
in Bel or u soy, ki so sedaj pod Poljaki nihče niti ne vpraša, 
če zelo pod Rusijo. 

Kar se tiče "pr i ja te l j ske" Poljske, je pa stvar taka. Pre-
cej gotovo je, da se pri jateljstva ne da vsiliti. S sedanjim po-
s topanjem proti Pol jakom pa si Rusi gotovo ne bodo prido-
bili pri jatel js tva. Vse to govor jen je o pri jateljstvu je torej 
le hinavščina.

diktira druga država k a j sme storiti in k a j ne, se težko ime-
nu je neodvisna. 

Toda "pr i ja te l j ska" vlada pomeni še več, če se govori 
o razmer ju med Rusi in Pol jaki . Rusi hočejo poljsko vlado, 
ki bo odvisna od komunizma. Ker niso mogli spremeniti v 
tako londonske vlade, so si naredili svojo "poljsko pr i jazno" 
vlado v Lublinu.
