Croatian Paints

Impressive Murals l

A Croatian artist, Maximilian
Vanka, who first came for a visit
to the United States in 1934 and
last November came here to
stay, is making a name for him-|,
self in American art circles. The
artist, an illigitimate son of a
Croatian nobleman, is married
to Margaret Stetten, daughter
lof Surgeon DeWitt Stetten of
New York’s Lenox Hill hospital.
He studied at the Royal Aca-
demy of Art in Zagreb, later at
the Brussels Academy and after
the war became professor at the
Zagreb's Academy.

When Louis Adamic visited
Yugoslavia he became his friend
and from his life story Adamic
wrote his last novel “Cradle of
Life.” A young man, his dark
beard lends distinguished per-
sonality to his appearance.

Vanka’s work this month has
transformed a small unimpres-
sive church of Croatian Roman
Catholics in Millvale, Pa,, into a
shrine for art lovers. He has just
finished painting murals in the
church, which are considered
one of the few distinguished sets
of church murals in the United
States.

The murals tend to blend the
bibical times of the Madonna

and tl?ehri“ with the sufferings
i the Bu ruci-

standing beside a shallow coffin
in which lies a dead soldier. An-
other mural has a black apoca-
lyptic sky under which a young
miner lies on ground covered
with coal rubble.

A headline in a
Croatian newspaper on which
the dead miner is sprawled
reads: “The Immigrant Mother
Raises Her Sons for American
Industry.”
