Atheistic Evolution which denies the
existence of a Personal God and
claims that life in all its forms has
developed under the. operation of
blind forces or causes is condemned
by the Church,

Evolution is a good working hypo-
thesis, but is cannot be proved. If
it were proved that the body of the
first man evolved Irom the lower
animals, this proof would not con-
tradict any teachings of the Church.

Sacred Scripture tells us that the
body of Adam was made from the
slime of the earth and that the soul
was infused by God Himself. The
deetrine that our souls, like our bod-
ies, are derived from our parents is
condemned by the Church. The im-
mediate effect of God’'s Action on
“the slime of the earth” was “the
first animation of man's body,” which
made man “a living animal” and at
the same time a rational animal.
This, of course, leaves no room for
the idea of the evolution of Adam's
body. The Bible clearly states that
the human race is descended from
ONE MAN and ONE WOMAN, and
that Eve, the woman, was formed
from the man., This excludes all con-
sideration of the possibility of tribal
gvelution wherein one group .of apes
in one locality evolved into man at
some time in the past and another
group in another locality. The idea
of tribal evolution is strictly against
the dogmas and doctrines of the hu-
man race of the Fall of man, of orig-
inal sin and of Redemption by Christ,

It is not a question of what God
could have done, but what he did
do. The Catholic Church's attitude
is that of condemmnation in the evolu-
tion of the human soul out of an
animal soul and the evolution of
many male and' female animals into
many male and female beings.

The Church does not seek to give
explanation of the age of the human
race. There is no conflict between
science and the Bible on this matter,
because of the uncertainty and gaps
in the lineal descent of the patri-
archs.

MEDITERRANEAN

Mount Calvary was the next stop
in our tour of Jerusalem. A tiny
church stands on the spot where
Christ was crucified. In the interior,
the well-known scene of His death is
bcautifully pictured. Glittering sta-
tues, vigil lights, and cream-colored
candles lend a sclemn atmosphere,
Hcwever, in order to really appreciate
it, I had to close my eyes, and set
my imagination working. Then, and
cnly then, could I feel the true
spirit of this grotto.

On cur way out, a crippled old
‘beggar hobbled toward us. He knew
no English, but his pleading eyes
spoke for him as his trembling hands
held up a few large rosaries. Upon
close cbservation we noticed that
they were carved by hand from olive
stcnes. We bought his entire subp-
ply (he had only six) and the poor
fellow was o delighted that tears of
gratitude streamed down his dark,
sun-burnt cheeks,

We then stopped at a little shop
where inlay wcrk was a specialty,
They had, besides smeall boxes of al
sizes and shapes, a large table that
I think is worth mentioning, since I
don't think its kind can be purchasea
in the United States,

It was made of thousands of min-
ute pieces of different kinds of wood
interspersed occasionally with mo
ther-cf-pear], which had been worked
intc a lcvely pattern. It was the
ideal thing for a yrecrsation room,
for when the table top was removed,
the “second top” was made of tiny
wooden pieces arranged for checkers,
chess and other games, A nice sou-
venir if you can affcrd to buy it.

Once again out on the street, weé
were scon the center of attention. 1
forget to mention that upon our ar-
rival in Jerusalem, our guide hired
ancther native to show us the places
of interest. He agreed to pay him a
sum that to us would seem meager,
but since the Arabs’ cost of lving is
but a few cents & day, the money
would tide him over {for several
weeks, This -ascal, however, decided
that he wasn't getting enough pay
and befere we knew it, he. and our
cfficial guide were engaged in a
heatcd argument. We had no idea
what was going on for we couldn't
understand the language, but their
flaming eyes and angry words were
cnough, ‘

Before we knew it, we were hem-
med in on all sides by filthy, excited
natives. The street was jammed, no
one could get through. Where they
had all come from in such a short
time was more than I know. They
stocd gaping with their mouths open,
while we five white people stood
helpless in the midst of them. The
twe guides were rapidly getting to
blows. The crowd tock sides and
jeered them on. A ticklish situation,
but there was nothing we could do.
It happened all so quickly. :

Somegne called a British guard
who hurried to the men, got them
to explain the situation, but hesitated
to act on either side. He seemed
rather young and inexperienced and
he didn't know what to do. Finally
an older scldier came to. our rescue,
He knocked people down, left and
right, in order to get to us; yelled
at the natives to “clear out” and
then after:a lot of talking forced the
two to compromise,

It sure is easy to start a “ruckus”
in Jerusalem.

A short drive to the outskiris of
Jerusalem brought us to Jacob's well
A kindly monk showed us in a very
neat-looking chapel. Two highly dec-
orated candles stood on pedestals on
cither side, a few pictures hung on
the stone walls, a row of vigil lights
was suspended from the ceiling and
a tiny altar was in front. In the
center was Jacob's well, Peering down
into its clear blue depths, it seemed
endless. The friar let down a bucket
and offered us a drink. We had
been cautioned about the bad water
in Palestine, and so refused, lest our
parched throats be colled with pol-
luted water and typhoid or some
cther disease be the result. Our
guide aimed to please, and our thirst
was soon quenched with large lu-
scicus grapes.

No pilgrimage to the Holy Land is
complete without a visit to the Shrine
of the Holy Sepulchre, Built of huge
Llocks of stone, this church has sur-
vived the test of many centuries.

Upon entering it, our attention was
imm ly drawn to a costly, im-
pressive-looking structure in the cen-
ter—the Holy Sepulchre,’ The floor
had been laid in such a fashion that
a distinct pathway leads up to the
entrance. Three mammoth candles
stcod guard on either side. Hun-
dreds cf others flickered along the
facade; numerous vigil lights burned
steadily, and tiny angels perched lov-

ingly near the top. Although many

wotild call this sight beautiful, to me,
the showiness of it was not alto-
gether agreeable. I prefer simplicity.

The interior was more promising.
The Tomb proper is of marble and
it was devoid of ornaments save a
few tiny vases of delicate blossom$
which were placed here and there.
A priest in black casscck 'was sta-
tioned there to bless articles for pil-
grims are constantly streaming in and
out.  After blessing (and soaking)
cur packages with holy water, he
gave us each a few clusters of the
pink and white flowers as a remem=-
brance.

There wasn't much room to turn
around, but we managed to kneel
dcwn for a few prayers that someday
we might return.

Cur scjourn in the Holy City had
come to the end. It was hard for
me to leave Jerusalem, but in our
hurried visit I had at least seen most
of the places made memorable bY
Christ's Life, Passion and Death.
For this opportunity I am deeply
grateful, and it is my sincere hope
that the day when I may again tra-
verse the streets of the City of Da-
vid will scon be here—I love it so,

From Jerusalem we drove through
the mountain roads to the seaport
of Haifa. Everywhere we saw bar-
ren, stony hillsides. The soil was
very yellow and not very fertile. Oc-
casionally we saw an orange or an
siive grove but that was all.

To liven things up the Captain in
our party started reciting poetxy.
Claceic  ballads, sonnets, and even
imericks were included in his repers
tcire. He had a' peculiar accent, and
his 'delivery was exceedingly pleas-
ant. i
Befcre long, our guide turned toO
us from his seat aside of the chauf-
feur and told us to look to the far
right. 'The tiny group of buildings
we saw was Nazareth., What a sham?
that we had'no time to stop there
and say “Hello." ol

We arrived in Haifa in time 10
beard the ship for dinner. Although
the hot Palestinian sunshine ha
practically wilted us, a cool shower’
renewed our energy and freshened
our spirits.

After dinner the Captain introduc-
sd me to the port pilot who asked if
{ had seen Haifa as yet. Upon hear-
ing my answer, he asked permission
to show me around. The Captaid
gave his approval and we set out.

We got in his grey coupe and soon
were motoring through various sec”
ticns of the city. The homes were
very neat looking, buf the inhabi-
tants seemed to have retired rather
early.

We drove up the winding road lead-
ing to the top of Mt. Carmel, hoping
to gain admittance to the monastery
there, but they were closed for the
night. However, we walked over t0
the cdge of the gravel clearing, knell
on the thick stone wall, which 18
about twc feet high, and lcoked
down over the city. The Mediter-
ranean seemed right beneath us—
and there was our ship, all lighted
up in the harbor. It was a very
clear night and the blue, cloudless
sky was studded with milllons Of
jewel-like stars. Everything was quiel
peaceful, contented,

The lighthouse nearby frequently
sent its reveclving shaft of light in
cur direction and illuminated the
scene for us.

Having decided that a native shoV
would be in order to give me av
idea of their type of entertainments
we stopped in front of the main shov
but it looked desertéed. My compan-
lon ‘inquired of the solitary Arab
that stood near the doorway wha
had happened., )

“Oh,” he said, “It's the eve of t@?
Jewish New Year. ‘All the amusér
ment: places in town are closed.” ¥
would have to be that 'night, bul
there was nothing we could do, 50 W&
started back, 30 oA :

Steing the gas supply was getb!nk
low, we drove into & roadside statior:
A sleepy-looking attendant lumbe
over to our car, We told him W¢
wanted some “petrol” but Sel"’“’;
there isn't as it is here. He said
that he didn’t care to be bothered:
it made no difference to him if b€
sold any or not, he was only an em”
ployee; there was another station we
could patronize a few miles away.

Some people certainly are lazy.
