Guinta to become
the Independent-Coalition
fandidate for mayor this fall.

If Guinta decides to seek
the mayor’s chair, he would
face Democratic candidate

Yer for gall bladder surgery,
the mayer said his health was
ot 5 factor in his decision.

“I feel better than ever, and
he doctors have assured me
that T am in good health,
Sustarsic said. “It’s just that
With my involvement in
Politics T missed many' of the
fMjoyments of seeing my chil-
fen grow up, and I do not
Want to miss the enjoyment

Sustarsic, who said he all

but reached a “private deci-
sion” over a year ago, admit-
ted the choice was a difficult
one to make.

“It’s going to be rough to
walk away,” he said. “I'll be
leaving a lot of dedicated
people at city hall. Some of
them have given their whole
life to Euclid and its resi-
dents.

“I just hope whoever sits
here in January will take
care of them. They’re good
people.”

Sustarsic, a decorated mili-
tary hero of World War II,
served nine terms as a coun-
cilman-at-large and six years
as an administrative director
Lefore becoming mayor in
1974.

“When I came out of the
military and first ran for
Council I had no idea of ever
becoming mayor,” Sustarsic
said, “Mayor (Kenneth) Sims
just wanted a young vet to
come aboard, and I guess I
was available.

“It’'s been a very difficult
job and T've learned to roll
with the punches over the
years, but what I'll probably
miss most are the friends I've

made and the people who

have been so nice to me.

“T helieve I have served my
community well and faith-
fully, with sincerity and in-
tegrity,” he concluded.” “I'm
looking forward to enjoying
my grandchildren and the
gardening and relaxing
things that come with retire-

.ment.

“But I'll be mayor of this
city until Dec. 31, and I in-
tend to work as hard as ever
until then.”
