land cleared for development

St. Vitus Parish in
Cleveland and the Catholic
Diocese of Cleveland on
Sept. 16 had the four exist-

-ing buildings and assorted

garages of the former Smole
Estate properties on Glass
Avenue, demolished.

The properties were pur-
chased in September, 1995
with approval by Bishop
Anthony M. Pilla. During
the interim period proper
relocation procedures and
asbestos removal were per-
formed.

As reported in the parish
bulletin numbers 11, 12, and
35 there are three conditions
that are to be met regarding
the possibility of the parish
building an apartment/-
residential complex for sen-
ior parishioners:

1) sufficient interest on
the part of parishioners, 2)

proper funding for the proj-
ect, and 3) cooperation by
the City of Cleveland with
the parish on the project.

Any such project, how-
ever, must have approval
from the Cleveland Bishop.
A questionnaire/survey was
mailed to the parishioners at
Easter time this year with
results expected to be tabu-
lated and reviewed by year .
end.

The idea is a response to
input by parishioners over
past years regarding inade-
quate independent living
facilities in the St. Clair area
for senior parishioners/ -
citizens.

The last major housing
initiative occurred over 50
years ago in the St. Clair
area in response to the loss
of housing from the East
Ohio Gas Explosion in 1944,

Ms. Karpan says she has
been to Slovenia twice and
went to Croatia in 1979,

She was first elected to be .
Wyoming’s Secretary of
State -in 1986. She was re-
elected in 1990, carrying all
the counties.

She says, “In 1994 the
Governor decided to run for
the U.S. Senate, and I de-
cided to run for Governor. I
was leading in my race until
the first week of October. |
was still 8 points ahead, and
then the Republican tidal
wave kicked in and we all
lost.”

Slovxenia s Jazz King - Joze Privsek
conducts Cleveland concerts Oct. 4, 5

The Slovenian American
Heritage Foundation is ex-
tremely pleased to announce
the appearance of Slovenian
Big Band Artist, Joze
Privsek, at two Cleveland
concerts. Joze Privsek, Ar-
tistic Director of the Radio-
TV Orchestra of Slovenia,
guest-conduct  the
Cleveland Jazz Orchestra
(CJO) for performances on
October 4 and 5.

This will be the first U.S.
appearance of this interna-
tionally known composer,
arranger and conductor, and
the first well-known Slove-
nian big band artist to be
featured in this country.

Born in Ljubljana, Slove-
nia, in 1937, Privsek began
piano lessons at age five and
by age 13 made his first
public appearances playing
piano and accordion at
school dances. Privsek be-
gan arranging at age 15 and
in 1954 received an invita-
tion to join the Radio-
Television Studio Orchestra
in Ljubljana as its pianist.

1) was completely
knocked out with the sound
of the big band,” recalls
Privsek. “The whole idea of
performing with such an or-
chestra was truly fascinat-
ing.” He began writing ar-
rangements for the band, and
his popularity grew. Later he
was asked to join the Bel-
grade radio station as a com-
poser-arranger-conductor.

He began studying the
vibraphone and led a small
Jjazz combo for a time, how-
ever his main love continued
to be writing for a big band.

In 1954, Privsek was
awarded the first prize
critic’s award in the Opatija
Song Festival, and over the
years he was to receive some
40 other awards from vari-
ous festivals. He won a na-
tionwide competition to rep-

resent Yugoslavia at two
European music festivals:
Cannes, France, (1961) and
Luxembourg (1962). In
1961, Privsek wrote material
for an entire evening’s con-
cert by the Ljubljana Radio
Big Band, which he also
conducted. This performance
led to his being appointed
associate conductor.

In 1963, Privsek was se-
lected by Down Beat maga-
zine as one of the world’s
most talented jazz musi-
cians, receiving a scholar-
ship to the Berklee School of
Music in Boston. Returning
home to Ljubljana in 1965,
he became Musical Director
of the Radio-Television Stu-
dio Orchestra.

During his 30 years asso-
ciation, he has written 3,000
arrangements and scored
guest appearances for such
leading jazz artists as Art
Farmer, Slide Hampton,
Herb Geller, Jiggs Wigham,
Leo Wright, Rick Kiefer,
Johnny Griffin and others.

- Privsek has composed,
arranged or conducted over
50 recordings for European
and American labels, with
some made under the pseu-
donyms Jeff Conway and
Simon Gale. He has also
composed and conducted
soundtracks for 18 films and
TV programs, and has been
guest conductor of jazz or-

. chestras in the Netherlands,

Finland, Belgium, Germany,
and recently with the Danish
Radio Big Band.

In addition to all of his
work in the field of jazz and
big band music, Privsek has
been considerably prolific
writing musical arrange-

ments for Slovenia’s numer-

ous Brass Bands. Interest-
ingly, he even scored music
for Cleveland’s USS Band
and the newly formed
Slovenian Brass Band. Last

year he orchestrated and re-
corded a widely popular al-
bum of Slovenian Christmas
music.

Cleveland’s  Slovenian
community will have the
rare opportunity to hear this
great jazz artist perform his
compositions and arrange-
ment this October. The first
concert is Friday, October
4th at the Tri-C Metro Cam-
pus Auditorium at 8:00 p.m.

The Saturday, October
5th performance will be at
the Euclid Shore Cultural
Center at 8:00 p.m. Single
admission tickets are $18.00
for adults, $17.00 for seniors
and $10.00 for students.

The Allies and Partisan’s
activity

Austria was a territory
covered by English SOE
(Special Operation Execu-

tive). Thesg commandos
covered the whole occupied
Europe with illegal radio
connections, sabotage ac-
tions, saving - the allied
pilots, etc.

The English sympathized
with Carinthian Partisans.By
this movement, they saw
their opportunity to enter
their agents into Austria.

A group of SOE agents
came into Carinthia on May
2, 1944. There were two
majors, 2 lieutenants, 3 cor-
porals. Carinthia being un-
safe, they moved to Styria.
Black from this group was
captured. Major Cahusac
jumped by parachute in the
spring of 1944 into Mezica

- valley. With Partisans he left
for Svinjska planina — Sau
Alpen. By radio the Ger-
mans were listening; he ad-

vised his superiors
“Partisans exercise pure ter
rorism; they don’t attack the
enemy; there is no sabotage.
Cahusac demanded that the
partisans attack and damage
the mine Huettenberg next to
Brueckl.

In December 1944 Ca
husac requested his recall
because he couldn’t stan‘d
the passivity of the Pal?l'
sans. Suddenly Cahusac dis
appeared.

The English knew the
situation well. They .l'°'
moved all their missions
from Austria with the mﬁfﬂ'
vation: There is no question
of fight against Germany; it
goes simply for preparation
of a Communist takeover.

Eddie’s teaming up with
singing partners June Price
and Dolores Mihelich, in the
1970s, has established a
close friendship among three
couples. Millie and Eddie
enjoy going on excursions
with June and her husband,
Jack, and Dolores and
spouse, Tony.

As they celebrate their
golden anniversary, Millie
and Eddie are pleased to
share the occasion with
members of their bridal
party who are still around:

On the eve of his cele-
bration,  Cardinal Hickey,
former Bishop of Cleveland,
came * to congratulate the
Slovenians gathered in the
Shrine -to-commemorate the
25th  Anniversary of the
Dedication of the Chapel of
Our Lady of Brezje.

Zicah pri Ljubljani rekel:

»Tudi danes ponavljam ti-
sto, kar sem rekel ob nastopu
svoje sluZzbe na Petrovem sede-
Zu: Ne bojte se! Ne bojte se
Kristusa, verujte Vanj in v
Njegovo Ljubezen!«

Morda so te besede prepodi-
le ves strah v mnogih faranih
velike Zupnije sv. Jerneja v St.
Jerneju na Dolenjskem. Ta
fara je ena Sestih v nadskofiji
ljubljanski, kjer so komunisti
umorili po dva duhovnika; v
St. Jerneju Zupnika Cerkovni-
ka in kaplana Kastelica. Za
umorjenega Zupnika $e danes
komunisti ne povedo, kje so
ga pokopali.

Zupnija St. Jernej je izgubi-
la 615 Zrtev, kar predstavlja
pribliZzno 10 odstotkov prebi-
valstva. Med temi Zrtvami so:
386 domobrancev, 97 partiza-
nov, 132 civilnih Zrtev, V fari
Jje padlo najve¢ 10 italijanskih
vojakov in noben Nemec.

V St. Jerneju je bila tudi
centrala Komunisti¢ne partije
ob postelji bolnega in talenti-
ranega komunista Ivota Pirko-
vita. Krvolok komunistov je
bil znani Cort (partizansko
ime), brat Ivota Pirkovi¢a. On
je bil po kofevskem procesu
toZilec, sodnik, porota, zago-
vornik — vse. Njegova sodba
je bila kratka in jedrnata: »Vsi
ste veleizdajalci, zato zasluzite
smrt.« To zgodbo je napisal
duhovnik Ivan Lavrih, ki je bil
med zaprtimi v Kodevju. Veé
lahko berete v Ameriski do-
movini 10. jan. 1991 in v ar-
gentinskem Vestniku leta
1988. Samo Bog ve, koliko
umorjenih ljudi je pokopanih
po Gorjancih.

21. oktobra 1943 so komu-
nisti ubili Stiri nemske oficirje.
Zato so Nemci postrelili v St.
Jerneju 24 ljudi kot talce, v
Kostanjevici pa 25. Komunista
Stankota Kusljan iz St. Jerne-
ja ni bilo sram 47 let po umoru
talcev lagati v ¢asopisu, da so
domobranci postrelili talce.

V St. Jerneju se nekaj spre-
minja. Morda je to sad na%ih
mucencev. Morda se komuni-
sti celo v grobu obra¢ajo nad
