Interview with Joe Kuhel . . . by Stan Zorc

(This is the first in a series
of interviews with mnationally
known athletes of Slavic descent |
recently compiled by Stan Zore,!

Joe Kuhel, Chicago White Sox
first baseman, is probably one
of the best known Slovenes in
professional baseball today.
Getting his start here on Cleve-
land sandlots back in 1924, Ku-
hel spent about five yvears in the
minors then broke into the big
league and made good. His rise
was rapid and he guickly made
a name for himself.

After being in the American
League for nine years Kuhel is
still considered a top noteh first
baseman. Just after he gradu-
ated from Brooklyn Heights
High School where he had stay-
red in both baseball and baskel-
ball, Kuhel went to Flint, Michi-
gan, then to Springfield in the
Three I League, the following
year. In 27 Joe went to Lin-
coln in the Western League and
then to Kansas City in ’28 where
he remained until July 30, 1930
at which time he was sold to the
Washington Senators. He was
with the Senators for 7Y% vears
then traded to the Chicago
White Sox where he has bheen
for the past two seasons.
