Gim-
nazijo je studiral v Mariboru in

Bogoslovje ja zacel v Mari-
boru in ga: nadaljeval v . Rimu
ter postal doktor filozofije in
teologije mna papeski univerzi
Gregorijani. Masnisko posvece
nje je sprejel v Rimu 30. oktob-
ra 1932. Po koncanih studijah v
Rimu je bil eno leto kaplan v
Ribnici na Pohorju, nato dve le-
ti v Celju. Leta 1936 je postal
prefekt v Dijaskem semeniScu v
Mariboru in istoéasno docent za
moralno filozofijo v bogoslovju;
leta 1937 je postal docent za Sta-
ro Zavezo Syv. Pisma in obenem
podravnatelj bogoslovja. Poleg
profesorskega dela je hil tudi v
odboru Katoliske akeije, kjer se
je = aktivno .;udelezeval versko-
kulturnega dela.

Med okupacijo po nacistih ga
je Gestapo aretiral in odpeljal
v Meljsko vojasnico. v Marjboru
dne 21. aprila 1941. Od tam je
bil transportiran v Rajhenburg
11. junija 1941. Nacisti so spre-
menili samostan ocetov trapi-
stov in njihova gospodarska po-
slopja v taborisce za prisilno de-
lo. Dne 5. julija 1941 je bil z dru-
gimi duhovniki odpeljan v Za-
greb; tam je vzel izgnane du-
hovnike iz mariborske skofije
pod svojo zascito tedanji zagreb-
ski nadskof in poznejsi kardinal
Stepinac. — Nastavljen je bil za
duhovnega pomoc¢nika na Hrva-
skem v kraju Visoko, kotar No-
vi Marof dne 12. avgusta 1941.
Tam je ostal do 22. nov. 1945. U-
stagi so ga na povelje hitlerjan-
cev aretirali leta 1942 in bi mo-
ral biti z drugimi duhovniki iz
mariborske Skofije v taboriscu
Jasenovac ubit; vendar so ga
verniki in hrvaski duhovniki Se
pravocasno resili strasne smrti.

Ker so po drugi svetovni voj-
ni mariborsko bogoslovje ukini-
1i in so morali bogoslovei Studi-
rati v Ljubljani, - je tudi dr.
DrZecnik leta 1946 postal docent
ljubljanske teoloske fakultete.

Dne 15. septembra 1946 ga je
sv. oCe imenoval za mariborske-
ga pomoznega Skofa; Skofovsko
posvecenje je prejel 15. decem-
bra 1946.

Po smrti mariborskega $kofa
dr. Ivana TomaZi¢a je 1. marca
1949 postal apostolski admini-
strator £kofije, 15. junija 1960 pa
rezidencijalni $kof; ustolicen je
bil 25. septembra 1960.

Takoj po drugi svetovni vojni
je bila Skofija v zelo tezkem po-
loZzaju.

School days are just around the
corner. Youngsters are looking for-
ward to the familiar routine of
school and classmates they haven't
seen.

Parents are shopping for clothes,
pencils and notebooks. But one pre-
paration they may forget, according
to the Heart Association of North-
eastern. Ohio, every school bound
youngster should have a physical
examination, . . .

A check up now, the Heart Asso-
ciation says, may turn up some
small health problem that could
become serious later. An examina-
tion before school starts may be
the difference between good or low
grades. A healthy child usually per-
forms better than an ailing young-
ster.

The illnesses of childhood spread
rapidly among the small fry if they
get a foothold in. the classroom.
Colds and sore throats are common.
The strep sore throat, more serious
than others, starts with the first
cold weather. Statistics show that
the number of stretococcus infee-
tions reaches the highest peak in
February and declines as spring
begins.

The streptococcus infection which
strikes children of school age, may
be followed by Rheumatic Fever,
which can lead to Rheumatic Heart
Disease. Rheumatic Fever is not
contagious, but a strep infection
such as a sore throat or scarlet fe-
ver often passes from one child to
another. ‘

Prompt attention and treatment
of a strep infection may prevent
Rheumatic Fever. Consequently, if
a child complains of aches and pains
in his legs, arms or joints, has fre-
quent colds and sore throats, is list-
less and irritable, parents would bhe
wise to have a physician check the
child early to treat the infection
before it starts the rheumatic pro-
cess.

Fortunately for the children of
our community, the Heart Associa-
tion supports a Rheumatic Fever
Prevention Program, designed to
aid the doctor in the diagnosis of
streptococcal infections. The pro-
gram utilizes mail in throat swabs
for cultures which are provided to
doctors free of charge.

Even though a child is treated
for a strep infection, the Heart
Association warns that the child
should be watched for several
weeks even though he is not ill
A “silent” period of several weeks
will elapse before Rheumatic Fever
develops. A warning sign that all
is not well, will be a reappearance
of one of the earlier symptoms.

If a child does develop rheumatic
fever, his heart may not be dam-
aged. In all probability however,
long term medication will be pre-
scribed to prevent recurring attacks.
The child should be allowed to re-
sume his normal activities unless
the doctor: limits him.

The child who has repeated at-
tacks of rheumatic’ fever, the Heart
Association warns, should be “exa-
mined- regularly to detect develop-
ing heart disease. ]

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TRAGEDY IN CZECHOSLOVA-
KIA., The Soviet Army, in concert
with the forces of four other War-
saw Pact Nations, has given the
world an impressive demonstration
of the application of military power
against a weaker adversary. As a
result, the fragile flame of the
mcve toward Freedom that shone
so briefly in Prague, has been ex-
tinguished just as it was in Hun-
gary 12 years ago. Once again it
has been demonsirated that Free-
dom in the eyes of the Soviet
leadership, is a dangerous commo-
dity, to be watched closely and
suspiciously, and to be stamped out
if it starts to grow too fast.

CONSTRUCTIVE PROPOSALS
AND ALTERNATIVES. In spite of
the fact that Republicans do not
control the White House or Con-
gress, we can point with pride to an
impressive array of legislation
which we have shaped and influenc-
ed.

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Cleveland Clean Up
Campaign

Eleven railroad hopper cars filled
to the top will give you the equiva-
lent amount of litter and debris
picked up from Cleveland streets,
alleys, tree lawns and vacant lots
in the first two weeks of the Cleve-
land: NOW! Clean Up Campaign.

Special city crews have gathered
and disposed of some 1,000 tons of
debris, weeds, tires, garbage and
old furniture in the city-wide beau-
tification drive. Guiding lights in
the effort are Service Director
Ralph S. Tyler and Assistant
Streets Commissioner Robert Beas-
ley. They have overseen the clean-
ing up of approximately one half
of the city since the inauguration
of the campaign on August 1st. This
includes the clearing of some 115
lots on the East Side and 82 on the
West, as of Monday, Aug. 19.

Each day a brigade of 300-odd
youths descends on eight previously
selected sites scattered throughout
the city. Regular waste collection
has preceeded them by one day
and their job is to remove any re-
maining visible and unwanted ob-
jects from streets, treelawns, alleys
and vacant lots. The third step of
the process comes the following day
in the form of mechanical flushers
and sweepers, which put the finish-
ing touches to the job.

The city is also installing 1,000
new trash and litter containers
around the city. Consultations on
exact placement have been held
with the respective councilmen.
Each ward can now look forward
to receiving approximately 30
orange-and-white containers. Seven-
ty have been installed thus far,
with the remainder to follow as
fast as they can be produced.

Twenty-three teenage girls have
been canvassing the neighborhood
commercial areas, interviewing
merchants and businessmen. Each
is asked to clean up his property
and sign a pledge that he will co-
operate with the Clean Up effort
by maintaining a clean, uncluttered
place of business.

Each person interviewed has re-
ceived a Clean Up poster, which he
is asked to display in his front win-
dow, ard those signing the pledge
are awarded a special certificate.
4,968 posters and 4,483 merchant
award certificates have been dis-
tributed.

Individual homeowners will also
be interviewed, with the hope of
enlisting their aid and support in
making the Clean Up campaign a
continuing effort.
