Fascists and

T heir Deeds

p Ve

Ed. Note, — Fascism seems to be
the most discussed thing in world his-
tory today. In this and succeeding ar-

ticles the reader will be able to graspi

the complete pleture, with its why's
and what now’s in a short form. They
are being written by a young Slovene
student of social conditions, who has
‘ himself seen Fascists in action. He
is using & peén name,
4

Fascism is occuring throughout the
world—not gradually, but by leaps and
bounds. Perhaps the main reason of
this fast growth is the financing of
it by the capitalists—for, as we shall
see it is designed solely for their in-
terest. Why? To make it a little clear-
er, let us first quote John Strachey’s
definition of Faseism, from his book
“The Menace of Fascism":

“We must define Fascism as the
movement for the preservation by vio-
lence, and at all costs, of private own-
ership of the means of production.
This and nothing else is the real pur-
pose of Fascism. When we-understand
this, everything else in the apparent
madness of Fascism becomes compre-
hensible... Fascism is the enemy of
science, of rationalism for the same
regson. Fascism kills, tortures and
terrorizes in defense of the right of
the capitalists to keep the fields, fac-
tories and mines of the world as their
private property.”

Nor is Fascism revolutionary as they
claim it t6 be. Strachey says:

“Fascism, then, is in no sense of the
word revolutionary: it is essentially a
movement of counter-revolutionary
violence. Fascist violence has never
been turned against the capitalists or
their state machine.”

Fascism, as we know, was originated
in Italy and thus retains its name.
It makes no difference what the Fas-
¢ists in a given country choose to call
themselves, it is the deeds that tell
what they are. Of course, since they
know that Fascism is unpopular, es-
pecially with the working-class, they
want to come in power under a differ-
ent name—for every state must have
its sufficient support from the people.

The one and the main purpose of
Fascism is to suppress all the working
class organization be it a Communist
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| party, Socialist party or any kind of
| a trade-union, and with the most sa-
| distic methods if necessary.

| How do these organizations come
iinto existence? They come, first of
all, out of bad living conditions, not
because those who are victims of these
conditions want to, so much, but more
because the capitalists are threatened
with revolt on the part of the dissatis-
fied public. How do they approach
these masses then?

Since the truth is not on their side,
they must lie and give the most demo-
gogic promises imaginable.

In Italy, as well as In Germany,
they recruited young boys, most of
them in the ages of eighteen and
pineteen. They organized them into
all kinds of athletic clubs, especially
in Germany, for the same reason: to
pun'zp them up with patriotism, na-
tionalism and if possible keep them
politically ignorant. When these par-
ties came in power these irresponsible
and not as much guilty as ignorant
youths were given instructions and
freedom to fterrorize anyone they
pleased,

However, it wasn't through bluffing
alone that Mussolini came in power,
or Hitler for that matter. His move-
ment had been financed by the big
trusts; he paid wages to his men
which by far excelled the wages of an
average worker in Italy, and on top of
that gave them ' free uniforms and
board. But the financing of this tre-
mendous army fell on the tax-payer
as soon as Fascists got in power.
When they were strong enough the
taxes went up enormously; and in
some perhaps rare cases as much as
a thousand percent. Later as the
state grew more powerful, they re.
strained from terror a little, and the
privileges of this army were reduced
also.

Neither did Italy or Germany have
majority support as many suppose.
The majorily was opposed to Fas-
cism. It was the minority in arms
that supported the Fascists. But the
minority when armed immediately be-
comes stronger than an unarmed ma-
jority—unless there is too wide a gap
between them. In Italy Fascists came
in power, or in any country when Fas-
clsm comes on top, the ballot becomes
& mere piece of paper in the wind.
And that is exactly what happened in
Italy and later in Germany. At the
time of election they posted uniform-
ed Fascists at every election-house
whose main task was to coerce and
terrorize people into voting on their
ticket. They had devised ways of
finding out how & man voted and
weren't short of any other tricks.

Now in other countries all over the
world Fascism is rapidly growing. But
unlike in Italy which is the country
where Fascism first came into exist-
ence, we have had the opportunity to
learn what Fascism really is; what
are its lies and deeds, and therefore
there is no excuse if we allow such
a menace to take rule over us. /

In America, the symptoms of Fas-
cism became quite obvious lately. It
first became conceivable after the in-
auguration of president Roosevelt and
the birth of the N. R. A. The N. R.
A, with its C. C. C. recruiting and
all is nothing but a “German imita-
tion.” But more of this later.

Revised "Dynamite”
Appears In Print

The revised edition of+ Louis Ada-
mic’s “Dynamite” was released this
week and immediately drew favorable
comment from many literary critics.
A story of labor violence in America,
it has been enlarged by some 50 pages
to take care of all the recent strug-
gles between labor and capital that
were recorded in American history.

On Workers' Films

Yugoslay Movie Director Is Gaining
Prominence With Work On
Recent Big Productions,

Slavko Vorkapich, Yugoslav movie
fechnician, will soon undertake work
on several movie shorts that will be
available for workers’ organizations, it
was announced this week by the
“Daily Worker,” central organ of the
Communist Party in America.

At the same time Vorkapich has;
joined the National Advisory Board
of the Film and Photo League and en-
dorsed the League's struggle against
pro-war and fascist films, = against)
film censorship and for the production
of films and photos in the interest of
the working-class.

Vorkapich also leciured recently in
New York before the Film and Photo
League. His subject was “Fundamen-
tal Principles of Effective Cinema.”

His long experience includes special
work on "“Viva Villa,” “The Thin
Man” and “Crime Without Passion.”
