Adamic And The New
Culture

Editor's note: This article is
taken from the Polish Student
Page, supplement of “Jednosc-
Polonia,” edition of March 29,
1940.

One of the great literary puz-
zles of the day is the tremen-
dous popularity of an author
who is so little underatood —
and yet whose message, though
great, is so simple that Louis
Adamic’s writing is gripping
and replete with the realities of
life perhaps explains his great
fame. But how many, in at-
tempting to define his aim in
one phrase will say, “The New
American Culture?” Adamxc is
undertakmg almost one-handed-
ly what he admits is the first
systematic, dehberate effort at
moldmg a new cxvxhzatnon

It is to be made out of the
culture-patterns of ready-to-
hand, hitherto neglected, na-
tional groups. The nation i is now
made up 50 per cent of people
of non-Anglo-Saxon origins.

Shall these be stamped with the
old patterns and not so much as
an examination? Is the tradition
of Plymouth Rock to cause us
to lay waste our cultural re-
sources as we've devasted our
natural treasures? While tens|?®
of thousands of students in high
school and college labor to ac-
quire a tenuous knowledge of
Italian and German, shall those
on our shores who come of Itali-
an and German stock be sys-
tematically purged of their com-
mand of a language and culture
because it is not that with which
we are familiar? Far-sighted
Americanism will draw from
these language groups what
they have to offer, not missing
Lithuanian, Poles, Greek or
Finn, and blend these elements
with each other and with the
‘American culture, blend and
mold all of these into a new and
richer civilization and not leave

in its wake a wreckage of dis-
mhérited and vacant men and
women but itself be. sustained
by a virile populace proud of
its contribution to the land of
its adoption.

There is about Adamic an ad-
mirable tolerahce of culture dif-
ferences. Any intelligent Ameri-
can who it not indulging in lit-
erary conceits refrains from
using the now smelly epithets,
Dago, Bohunk, Pollack — but it
takes so sensitive a new Ameri-
can as Adamic to point out the
opprobrium attachable of such
words as “forexgnerq ” “aliens,”
and even “minorities.” He is
quite right. As soon as we ex-
punge from our minds those

loading the circuits or to im-
proper. connections,. All electri-
cal wiring should be done by
competent electricians, as they
only can determine the safe
carrying capacity of your pres-
ent wiring. When new electrical
equipment, such as mangles,
washing machines, stoves, toast-
ers or other power tools, used in
the home workshbp, are in-
stalled, an electrician should be
called, so that the proper type
of wiring may be installed. This
procedure will protect your
home from fire and will protect
you and your family from elec-
tric shocks that are often fatal.

Have your wiring inspected
and make electricity your ser-
vant and keep it on the straight
and narrow path. Do not allow
it to run wild through your
home or your body.

Do not operate your radio
during an electrical storm. It is
dangerous—and will result in
costly repairs to the radio. If
you use an outside aerial, be
sure it has a good lightning ar-
rester attached.

Do not use the dining room
fixture for an outlet for iron-
ing. The capacity of the fixture
wires is not sufficient to carry
the load, and the swinging of
the fixture rubs the insulation
off the wires and causes short
