“1. Na 3olah s slovenskim uénim jezikom se mora ve-
rouk poucevati v slovenskem jeziku, vendar morajo udenci
najvaznejSe verske pojme znati tudi v nemskem jeziku,
isto velja na najvaznejse molitve in verske vaje. . .

Ko so prisli, je Kolumb 8el k
njim, in nekaj mahajoé¢ in ro-
te¢ se, povedal jim po tolmacu,
da se jim skrije nebesko oko, a-
ko mu ne prineso ziveza.

176TH ANNIVERSARY MARKED
BY STATE DEPARTMENT. This
year marks the 170th anniversary of
the founding of the Department of
State, which was the first Executive
Department to be created under the
Constitution. President George
‘Washington signed the act of Con-
gress which set up a Department of
Foreign Affairs on July 27, 1789, and
designated its head as Secretary for
the Department of Foreign Affairs.
By & subsequent act of Congress
that same year these names were
changed to the Department of
State and Secretary of State, with
the additional functions of keeping
the records and Seal of the United
States and publication of the acts
of Congress.

The growth of the Department
since its establishment 170 years ago
parallels the rise of the United
States from a struggling republic
to leadership in the community of
free nations. When Thomas Jeffer-
son was appointed the first Secre-
tary of State, his entire staff con-
sisted of five clerks, and the Foreign
Service was virtually nonexistent. At
that time only four foreign govern-
ments—Great Britain, France, the
Netherlands and Spain—were rep-
resented in the United States. To-
day the Department maintains re-
lations with 84 foreign governments
and the United Nations. With a
staff of almost 7,000 employees at
home and about 15,500 overseas, the
Department and Foreign Service
kear major responsibility for con-
duct of an increasingly complex and
yital foreign policy. The 170th birth-
day of the Department is a fitting
occasion to salute the devoted serv-
ice of these employees, and to recall
their contributions to the promotion

of our Nation's welfare.
