(1) The plan would provide the
mechanism with which the Federal
Government could involve itself in
every imaginable local activity. If
the cities were to take their troubles
only to Washington the union of
autonomous states which is the
“United States of America” would
soon cease to be. (2) The plan
would not solve one single urban
preblem. It merely provided the
trappings of another vast Federal
Agency for the making of more su-
perfluous studies. (3) The cost and
size of this proposed new “Depart-
ment” staggers one's thinking,
