LETTER TO EDITOR-

The Ohio Laws deprive the Euclid
Board of Education of the power
to appoint any teachers, and make
it a criminal offense, comparable to
armed robbery for any member to
accept any compensation for his
services, inasmuch as tae penalty
is one to 21 years in pecscn.
