Although the companies’ books
show weekly salaries of as much as
$50 or $60 for the industrial agents,
actually the men seldom earn more
than $256 or $30, and many are paid
even less. Under'a legalized system
of kickbacks, the weekly pay is whit-
tled policies that have
lapsed. Salaries—based on commis-
sions—are fixed every three months.
The loss of a §1 weekly premium may
mean a $10 weekly pay cut for 13
weeks, Agents regularly pay premi-
ums for needy policy holders rather
than suffer heayy cuts,
