EGISLATIVE ACTIVITIES.

With more than two months
behind us, the Congress finally is
getting itself ready to begin con-
sideration of legislation. This week
two bills were brought before us by
the Armed Services Committee. The
first measure, H. R. 2438, extends
the Draft Act for 4 additional years
from its present expiration date of
July 1, 1963 to July 1, 1967. This
measure also extends the Doctor
Draft Act for the same period as
well as the authority to grant spe-
cial pay to physicians, dentists and
veterinarians.

The second Bill, H. R. 2440, au-
thorizes appropriations totaling
$15,856,391,000 for the procurement
of aircraft, missiles and naval ves-
sels. Included in this amount was
an additional $363.7 million which
the Armed Services Committee
added by amendment for the pro-
duction of two more RS-70 Bombers
in addition to the three prototypes
already authorized. This seemed t_o
be a perfect example of where pri-
orities for expenditure should be
carefully examined and in so doing
I voted against the Committee’s
Amendment. However, it was
adopted by a vote of 226-179. The
Secretary of Defense has given as-
surance that these extra funds are
not needed. Our Defense Budget
without these added funds already
totals $54 billion, the largest in his-
tory. With a predicted deficit of $12
billion in the coming fiscal year, it
is obvious that we have to make
cuts wherever possible. If actually
needed, the funds for the RS-T0
could be budgeted within the
amounts requested without adding
additional funds.

I also voted for the motion to
recommit HR-2440 with instruc-
tions to the Armed Services Com-
mittee to reduce procurement costs
by 5 per cent, and research and
development costs by 121 per cent.
This would have saved some $800
million from this $15 billion bill.
However, the motion failed by a
vote of 149-258. In four separate re-
ports, the General Accounting
Office, an arm of -Congress, has
pointed to specific instances of
waste and duplication in the de-
fense establishinent which add up
to at least the amount which could
be saved by this motion. Less than

—

50 per cent of procurement is
handled by competitive bidding on
a group basis between the services.
Various expert reports indicate that
sums in the amount mentioned
could be saved by changes in proce-
dure alone, without cutting military
hardware. The Bill finally passed by
a vote of 374-33, but it is hoped that
the Senate will take a closer look at
it in view of the points brought out
in the House debate.

POLITICS AND STUDENT
SUMMER JOBS

This is the time of year when
many students are attempting to
secure a summer job. It has been o
privilege for my office to provide
the necessary applications and in-
formation to many of these students
who have indicated an interest in
working in the national park areas
and on other government jobs
through the summer months. In the
past, these young people have been
required to take Civil Service
examinations and obtain an eligi-
bility rating from the Civil Service
Commission to be considered by the
government agencies for available
jobs. This year, however, another
ingredient has been added. An of-
fice has been established in the
White House through which stu-
dents will be screened for approval
by the White House staff. In other
words, now it isn’t enough that a
student qualifies through the Civil
Service system; he must also meet
certain political qualifications,
thereby putting it on a patronage
basis rather than competitive.

This is a most disturbing develop-
ment since it overlooks the original
concept of the Civil Service System,
which was to do away with the
“spoils system” of political domina-
tion of government employment.

PLAN BEFORE YOU PLANT !

If you're an old hand with trowel and spade, these words of
wisdom are already chiseled in stone over the doorway to
your garage. But if you're starting a garden this year, or-even
if you're only thinking of fixing things up around the yard,
give heed! By planning now, you can save time and money
later on, and almost’ certainly youw’ll be better pleased with
the results of your efforts.
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Plan your space

None of us, probably, has space
enough around the house to do all
the things we'd like to. Even if we
did, we'd still have to plan. Fortu-
nutely. planning what to do with
the available area is a lot of fun
and it can be reasonably simple.
Some of us will want to consult a
landscaper or a nurseryman for
professional help with special prob-
lems, but a pad of paper, a couple
of pencils, and perhaps a straight-
edge ruler should be enough to get
the rest of us thinking about what
we want to plant and where.

In your planning, leave plenty of
room! Trees, ornamentals, flowers,
and vegetables have a way of
growing -bigger than we ever ima-
gined. How.many of us have found
that the “little” evergreens by .the
frent door now tower above the!
roof and threaten to block the way|
into the house! And who among us
hasn't, in his first attempt, tried to
squeeze an acre of vegetables into
a 20’ x 20’ plot!

No, the message is: “think small”]
until you learn more about how|
things grow and what can be done
ina given area,

It will be another month before
the soil is warm cnough for plants
to grow. If you can't resist doing
somcthmg outdoors at the first sign
of spring — and who can; really?
— spend it with your lawn. Tt will
respond quickly to a little attention
at that time.

On the other hand, later this
summer, why break your back
mowing tHe lawn every Saturday
morning? Relax and go swimming!
Your lawn will probably be the
better of having escaped one or
two scalpings during the hot, dry
weather.

Plan your budget

There's no sense kidding your-
self that gardening and lawn care
don’t involve money. But don’t go
overboard, biting off more than
you can chew; and above all, don’t
try to skimp in the wrong places.

First, decide how much you can
afford to spend and then list the
possible ways you could spend it.
You cun figure costs by consulting
iyour garden center and the catalogs
of reputable horticultural suppliers.

While we all want to get the best
value for our money, the fact-is,
with garden and lawn supplies and
equipment, you get in value just
about what you pay for — and
nnybe less, if. you're addicted to
“price” buying.- It takes a lot of
experience to shop for bargains in
this field.

Plan your time

This simple rule will save you
many headaches and backaches. In
gardening and lawn care there's |«
usyally a right time for doing
everything. If you set your sights
properly, there will usually be time
for the essentials.

Figure out how. much time per
weck you want to spend, and then}
make sure that the time is well
spent. There’s no sense rushing out
the first warm Saturday at the end
of winter to plant a flower garden.’

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TUCSON, Arizona. _“Woodie
Held is one of the most versatile
players I have ever watched and
when Opening Day comes around, I
know that he'll be somewhere in
my starting lineup”, states Cleve-
land Indians’ Birdie Tebbetts.

“He certainly doesn‘t seem the
least bit disturbed that I have de-
signated rookie Tony Martinez as
my starting shortstop and I am us-
irg him at various positions in the
spring exhibition games to ascer-
tain just where he may prove to
be most valuable for us.

“There are many players in base-
ball who can perform adequately
at several positions but Woodie is
the first I have seen that probably
can play equally well at four or
five different spots.

“If by some unusual development,
Held fails to convince me that he
should play regularly over one of
our other rookies, then what a
worderful feeling it will be to me
as a manager to have a player of
Held’s versatility available on the
bench.

“However, from what he has
shown me thus far, it will take a
superlative job by one of the youny-
sters to push him into the back-
ground. Held is a fine eompentor
and one of the better infielders in
the American League, - What a
throwing arm he has!”

Held, a happy-go-lucky individual,

A quiet
fellow, he has expressed very fecw
words this spring and actually
seems delighted at the chance of
playing several positions.

Held himself has stated that he
believes third base is his best spot
but many observers here are in-
clined ta believe that he is still an
outstanding shortstop or center
fielder and can hold down second
base and either of the other out-
field positions.

Asked whether he has ever pleyerd
first base or caught behind the
plate, Held smiles and says, “I play-
ed first base in amateur baseball
and I have a couple of first base-
men’s claw mits at home if they
want me to play there.
