Dejanja slovenskih vojakov

Signalisti bataljona v O. so
bili veéinoma Slovenci. Koncem
oktobra 1. 1941 so neke noci slo-
venski vojaki celotno signalno
napravo prenesli v bliznje, 2
kilometra oddaljeno podroéje, ki
je bilo zasedeno od partizanov.
V bataljonu so govorili, da se
je to zgodilo baje 2z vednostjo
samega komandanta. Na ta na-
¢in so laska letala precej dolgo
dobavljala partizanom Zivez, o-
rozje i municijo. Dobave so bi-
le menda precej izdatne, ker so
slovenski signalisti, ki so osta-
li pri partizanih, letalcem jav-
ljali, kaj vse potrebujejo.

Napad partizanoy

The Victory tax becomes ef-
fective January 1, 1948, at

begin deducting 5 per cent from
your wages o nthat amount in
excess of $12 for a weekly pay-
roll period, $25 for a semi-
monthly payroll Yeriod, and
$52 for a monthly fayroll peri-
od, but not, more than $624 for
the year. <

Do I make a Vietory tax

return?

If your gross income for 1943
is over $624, you will make, aft-
er the close of that year, a Vie-
tory tax return and compute a
tax of 5 per cent on the amount
of income you received in ex-
cess of $624, against which the
tax withheld at source will be
used as a credit. The tax is fig-
ured on: (a) the amount of
your wages, salaries, interest,
and dividends; and (b) in the
case of a business, profession,
farm or rents, the tax is based
on the net income; that is, in-
come after deductions, general-
ly the cost incurred in the pro-
duction of such income.

How much Vietory tax do 1
pay?

The rate of tax is 5 per cent
of Yyour income over $624. Part

of the Vietory tax will be treat-

ed as a post-war credit to be
refunded after the war, or may,
under certain conditions, be
taken as a credit when you file
your tax return in 1944, The
total credit will, in general, be
256 per cent of your tax if you
are single, limited to $500; 40
per cent of your tax if you are
married, limited to $1000; and
2 percent additional for each
dependent, limited to $100. The
amount of the credit which may
be taken when you file your tax
return in 1944 will be based
upon your purchase of certain
War Bonds, or payment of
debts or life insurance premi-
ums, Any unused halance of the
total post-war credit will be re-
turned to you after the war.

INTRODUCTION
The Importance of Slovene
History

The Slovenes live in the
northwestern part of Yugosla-
via and beyond its boundaries
in Germany, Italy and Hun-
gary. They are the most wester-
ly branch of the South Slavs
and, besides the Luzicki Serbs,
the smallest Slav nation in the
world. Their history is a clini-
cal example on which the scien-
tist can make a study of the
driving force of Europe during
the past one thousand years.
The basic characteristicg of the
destructive forces that have up
until now thwarted every ef-
fort of a peaceful order of the
peoples of Europe, are particu-
larly clearly revealed on the
experimental body of this small
nation that lives in the heart of
Europe. By observing the re-
actions of this small nation we
can weigh the possibilities of
establishing a lasting peace
among the larger nations. By
the fate of these people, the
keen observer in the past could

| foretetl the destiny that await-

ed other much larger and more
powerful nations, He can, even
at the present moment, with al-
most mathematical exactness
state a . formula which would
reveal the course mankind will
follow in the future, either for
good or for evil.
A Nation That Is in the Way
The causes of the suffering

of this nation that numbers one
million an da half souls, living
on a territory four-fifths the
size of Switzerland, can be ex-
pressed in one sentence: The
Slovenes are in the way of their
neighbors, the Germans to the
north, the Italians to the south-
west and the Magyars to the
northeast, The Germans, whose
pressure during the course of a
thousand years has been the

Similarly, with the possession
of Slovenia, the Italians would
open their way toward the east.

But if you are alone
when the ice breaks, the Great-
er Cleveland Safety Council of-
fers these suggestions for self-
rescue:

1. Extend both arms on the
surface of the ice at the edge
of the hole—and keep your
head.

2. Drag your body forward
toward firm ice—breaking the
ice ahead of you if necessary—
until it will support your weight.

3. Swerve sideways quickly
and, with arms above the head,
roll away from the edge of the
hole.

4, Pull yourself forward on
your stomach until you are ab-
solutely sure you can stand up
safely. Then run vigorously to
warm the body.
