INGS BEGIN. Hearings on the
Mutual Security Program for the

coming fiscal year commenced last

week in the House Committee on
Foreign Affairs. Secretary of State
Herter and Under Secretary Dillon
led off for the Administration,
with additional testimony this week
from Secretary of Defense Gales
and the Director of the Interna-
tional . Cooperation Administration,
James Riddleberger. Regional and
country presentations where the
program is spelled out in more de-
tail are scheduled to begin next
week. In his special message to the
Congress, President Eisenhower
urged that a total of $4,175,000,000
be made available to carry forward
Mutual Security for 1960-1961.
Nearly half of this total is requested
for the Military Assistance program,
under which we furnish military
equipment, training, supplies and
services to allied countries. The re-
mainder will be used for Defense
Support, Special Assistance, the
Development Loan Fund, and Tech-
nical Cooperation programs.

As testimony is given on the var-
jous phases of this important legis-
lation, 1 shall from time to time
report on what the Program has
accomplished in the past and what
is planned for the future.
