After Charles V and Ferdinand

I had received the vvholehearted support of the German nation

in 1532, they did not avail themselves of opportunities as vvas

expected. On the contrary, the Spanish and Italian mercenaries

pillaged and burned tovvns and cities throughout Styria and

other parts of Slovenia. The popes often preached crusades

against the Turks and announced many indulgences; but exactly

the same thing vvas done against the hereties. Thus it is easy to

understand why the wars against the hereties, as well as against

their more adjacent neighbors, vvere far more inviting to

Christian rulers than the vvar against the far away Turks, an

undertaking which required more pains, but brought little

profit. Moreover, those nations through vvhich the Reformation

was penetrating could not become enthusiastic about papal

leadership. What the Protestant Estates thought of the Turkish

question in the Slovenian provinces, I vvill teli in another plače.
