ONGRESS ADJOURNMENT. As
I write the Majority Leader,
Congressman Albert of Oklahoma,
has announced that “we are opti-
mistically looking toward adjourn-
ment by the end of this week.”
However, at the moment, no one
can really be sure as there are sev-
eral appropriation bills yet to be
considered by the Senate and many
loose ends that have to be tied up.
By law Congress is supposed to
adjourn by July 31st. Except under
a Republican majority, this dead-
line has long been disregarded. This
year we have already set a record
for having the longest session dur-
ing peacetime. It is questionable
whether this protracted session is
really necessary! The Congress
could have moved more swiftly and
efficiently throughout the year.
Weeks were wasted in the early part
of the year that could have been
used to act on some of the legisla-
tion.

Some of the other causes for de-
lay are these: Primary elections of
the 50 states have been spread
throughout the past six months.
When possible the Congress slacks
up on its work to allow the mem-
bers from the states holding pri-
mary elections to go home for a few
days. Inasmuch as there is a pri-
mary somewhere almost every week,
this accounts for much lost time.
Almost a month of delay in the
Senate was caused by filibusters—
or very lengthy debate. These de-
lays were conducted by members of
the President's own party—in op-
position to programs the Adminis-
tration was supporting. One con-
cerned the law to prohibit the poll
tax; the other concerned the future
development of communications
satellites such as Telstar. Irrecon-
cilable divisions within the Presi-
dent's party were also responsible
for the sluggish pace generally, for
bills were put off when it was
obvious they lacked the support for
passage. On this pretext many im-
portant matters were delayed and
deferred until near the end ‘of the
session, thereby causing a log jam
at the end when little time remains
for proper consideration of the
measures.

-
FRAUDULENT USE OF CREDIT
CARDS

This week I introduced a bill to
amend Title 18 of the U. 8. Code to
prohibit the fraudulent or unlawful

* * * * *

use of credit cards that have been
lost or stolen. Credit card frauds
have increased at a phenomenal
rate in recent years. From 1955
through 1961, it is estimated that
they have increased 1100 per cent.
These crimes affect many millions
of people in this country to whom
credit cards have been issued as
they are liable for the use of such
cards prior to notifying the issuing

companies in the event they are
lost or stolen. Federal legislation
should help to act as a deterrent to
the fraudulent use of such credit
cards.

A number of state legislatures, in-
cluding that of Ohio, have recog-
nized the need for legislation to
cover such crimes. However, be-
cause of the fact that oil company
credit cards are used in connection
with automobiles, the matter is ap-
propriately a Federal interstate one.
In the period of a month a person
committing a credit card fraud can
travel through many states prior to
the time that the person to whom
the card has been issued may be
aware that the card is being mis-
used. Further, because of the mobile
character of the person committing
the fraud and its interstate charac-
ter, it is virtually impossible to ap-
prehend the wrong-doer without
the assistance of the Federal Bureau
of Investigation,

reports of the Federal Agencies in-
volved will be worked out during
the adjournament period, and that
we can pass the bill early in the
88th Congress.

SELF-EMPLOYED PENSION
PLANS

The conference report on H.R. 10,
the self-employed persons retire-
ment bill, was adopted by the House
and Senate last week. As finally
passed, this bill did neot include the
amendments adopted by the Senate,
which would have changed the
method of taxing pension and
profit-sharing funds established by
corporations for the benefit of em-
ployees. This amendment had been
sponsored by Senator Gore of Ten-
nessee. Many letters came to me in
opposition to the provision and I
am happy to report that it was
dropped by the House-Senate con-
ferees.
