Hot, muggy weather can dampen
more than your spirits this summer
. it car. make at least i/3 of your
home unusable, unless you have an
electric dehumidifier,

Damp basements are a common
summertime
Jocated in areas near large bodies
of water, such as large lakes, rivers
and oceans. Excessive humidity, or
too much moisture in the air, cause
dampness, sweating pipes, rust, mil-
dew and rot that make the base-
ment a very urpopular and uncom-
fortable part of the house in sum-
mertime,.

In Cuyahoga County about one
home in 8 today has a dehumidifier.
Most units are new models with a
“hudidistat,” which automatically
turns ofi the appliance when the
preper level of “dryness” is reached.

The electric dehumidifier, about
the size of a small air conditioner,
is a plug-in unit powered usually
by a % or 1/6 horsepower eleetric
motor.

It draws the moist air across re-
{rigeratior. coils. The moisture con-
denses, drips info a removable con-
tainer (to be emptied daily), or
down a permanent drain, if you
prefer.

The drier air is much safer for
beooks, woodwork, tools and ma-
chinery, clothing and furniture...
which otherwise would warp, rust
or mildew.

In operation a dehumidifier uses
no more current thar. a 200-watt
light bulb.

When cold water pipes “sweat”
or doors stick, or household articles
feel damp, this indicates an excess
moisture problem — and need for
a dehumidifier.

Recent summers have been quite
humid, and sales of dehumidifiers
have boomed in this area.

SAVED FROM THE WRECKING BALL

People travel to Europe and other parts of the world, take
pictures of spots of interest and come home with glowing talks
 of historic sites and structures they have seen.

: The United States cannot boast about its age, and it has little
reverence for old buildings, many of which are landmarks show-
ing the growth and change in our country.

Under urban renewal programs, our cities are being rebuilt
and filled with buildings too often resembling square blocks of
concrete with about as much individuality as peas in a pod. This
period may go down in history as the era of the bulldozer, the
wrecking ball and the cement mixers.

In these times, it is of special interest when we see “historic”
structures being saved. The U.S. National Bank of Oregon has
rejuvenated its branch in Salem, Oregon. The two-story building
erected in 1868 represents an era in Oregon’s history. Its walls
were faced with massive iron castings meolded to represent intri-
cate carved stonework. Many of the early western buildings
‘were of this type of architecture. This old building will probably
.be remembered and photographed by future tourists going thru
Salem more than any of the new cubical blocks. Cities can be
proud when early examples of their growth do not fall prey to
“the wrecking ball”, and landmark buildings are preserved as a
living record of their history and development.

“Instant” Welfare
Serviees Expecled
Thiu Reorganizaiion

Quicker, more efficient public
welfare services can be expected
from a reorganization of social work
staff at the Cuyahcga County Wel-
fare Department, anncunced recent-

'ly by County Commissioners, Wil-

liam P. Day, Henry W. Speeth, and
Frank M. Gorman.

Under the new system, which
was devised by Miss Elizabeth Tut-
tle, director of social services of the
County Welfare Department, teams
of “crisis specialists” will respond
the same day to request for help.
The plan has been put into effect
in the Glenville area on May 15.
“The value of the “crisis specia-
list” social worker to the commu-
nity will soon be realized,” said
County Welfare Director Eugene F.
Burns. “A crisis is defined as any-
thing needing attention, eviction,
shut-off of utilities, neglect of chil-
dren, need for hospitalization, or
a stoler. check.”

The crisis teams that will even-
tually be based in five neighbor-
hood service centers will get their
leads from county homemakers
and housing aides, teachers, police,
neighbers, and other social agen-
cies as well as directly from the
clients.

In addition to the “instant” wel-
fare service to clients provided by
the crisis teams in the neighbor-
hoods, the County Welfare Depart-
ment will also be able to be more
efficient in complying with federal
regulations, Burns said.

“Federal rules require house calls
for re-determination of eligibility
every three months for General
Relief and Aid to Dependent Chil-
dren of the Unemployed, every six
morths for Aid to Dependent Chil-
dren, and once a year for Aid for
Aged, Aid to the Blind and Aid to
Disabled,” he explained.

“Another group of County Wel-
fare social workers will become
primary service specialists working
intensively with new cases during
the initial four months period fol-
lowing the first application for aid,”
Burrs said in presenting the Tuttle
plan to the commissioners.

“These social workers will be
specialists in social planning and
utilization of resources,” Burns ex-
plained. “Early in the game they
will attempt to find ways to re-
store the needy person to self sup-
port if at all possible. The point is
that early intervention. by skilled
professionals may keep more peo-
ple from becoming long term public
assistance recipients.”

In addition, eligibility specialists
will follow up on cases already on
the rolls which require pericdic re-
determination of eligibility.

Under the new system, casework-
ers will no longer be assigned a
certain number of cases for which
they are held responsible. These
“caseloads” have been running as
high as 150 cases per worker and
as many as 5,000 cases were un-
assigned because of a staff short-
age.

“As far as the client is concerned,
we are substituting quick action. on
their requests for aid for the name
of a person they often never saw
cr could never reach,” Burns said.

“The old one-to-one relationship
of caseworker and client, which
has been the Kkeystone of social
work practice in the past, has al-
most completely broken down un-
der the pressure of community
problems and a continued drastic
manpower shortage of social. work-
ers,” Burns explained.

Cases needing the individualized
attention of one casewcrker will be
assigned to a special section staffed
by rew and incoming -social work-
ers under professional supervision
who will be ascigned a maximum of
60  cases, the suggested federal
standard per worker..

“This will almost be a continua-
tion of their education under skill-
ed supervisors so that the begin-
ners will have a manageable job
and have posilive experiences;”
Burns said. “We expect this will cut
the turnover rate of rew employ-
ges,;’

Burns praised the Tuitle plan as
“being touched with genius.”

“Miss Tuttle, who has been na-
tionally recognized with honors by
the American Public Welfare Asso-
ciation - and locally by the Cleve-
land Chapter of the National Asso-

tive heights,” Burns told the com-
niissioners.

“Her plan has the courage to face
facts and'break with many tradi-
tional methods of social work which
have been proven impractical and
impossisle in public welfare agen-
cies.”

This is how one victim describes
the sensation — and frustration —
of aphasia: the loss of ability to
communicate. This condition is one
of the disabilities that can follow
injury to the brain. Most cases re-
sult from a strcke, although many
people with strokes do rot have
aphasia. When aphasia is caused
by a stroke, more often than not
it occurs in conjunction with para-
lysis of the right side of the body.

For the patient’s family as well
as the patient himsell, aphasia is a
deeply disturbing experienge. For
such families a booklet, Aphasia
and -the Family, is now available
from your Heart Association. It ex-
plains what aphasia is, the forms it
may take ard the progress which
can occur. under favorable condi-
tions. It also suggests how the fams
ily can take a real part in the pa-
tient’'s recovery.

“The home can be an ideal set-
ting for recovery from aphasia,” the
booklet points out. “It may supply
much that a hospital lacks
warmth, understanding, familiar
surroundings, a helpful family. In
the lorg run, the family iz the
foundation upon which recovery
depends.”

The best way the family can
help is to offer stimulating and
understanding companionship, ac-
cording to the booklet. This helps
spar’: the patient’s motivation to
get well, which in turn spurs him
to make the effort resultinrg in im-
preyements  thal  encourage him
and his family still further.

At first the aphasic patient may
be able to convey only simple mes-
sages by primitive signals. At-
tempts to elicit a mere yes-or-no
response in the form cf nods or |
shakes of the head may tax him'
beyond his powers.

Yet from even such unpromising
heginnirngs, aphasic patients have
seen known to progress to com-
slete or almost complete recovery
of the use of language. This pheno-
